Others in attendance:  Trent Wilde, Nycole Durfey, Ted Winder, Sharon Torgerson, Ben Jackson, Colleen Allen, Bruce Johnson, Jeri Johnson, 
Nycole Durfey – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole attended the NTA conference last week.  She had 23 appointments which is good for this conference.  Nycole reported that she met with Tour of Utah representatives and discussed the route that the Tour will take this year.  It is going to be a little different this time.  Nycole reported that she met with the Utah Office of Tourism and there was discussion on a show called Evil Knows and they are looking for a farm or ranch to do some filming and where someone can stay for awhile.  Nycole is leaving next Monday for the GO West summit and will be gone until Thursday. 
Trent Wilde – USU Extension – met with the Commissioners.  Trent reported to the Commissioners about Cheat Grass.  The State of Utah does not recommend listing Cheat Grass as a noxious weed.  It is way too hard to control and would cost the County a lot of money and divert resources away from other species of noxious weeds.  There was discussion about PARM.  Trent would like to be able to use one of the reserve trucks to get out and about to visit folks.  
Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  Sharon reported that the reappraisal is going well and she feels that she is ahead of schedule and should have the tax roll done by the May 22nd deadline.
Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen reported that she has sent out 3 delinquent notices for tax sale.  The Corner Monument grant deadline has been extended.  Our application has been submitted. Colleen reported that she attended the Torrey Town Council meeting last Thursday. Torrey’s values, since the annexation, have a little more than doubled -   Approximately 19,000,000 to 40,000,000.  There was discussion on trying to hold the rate each year to capture the new growth revenue.  It would require going through Truth in Taxation every year but the full amount of tax on New Growth would be received.  
Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri reported that a NIMS training is going to be scheduled and she needs to get some dates when everyone can attend.  All elected officials need to have the training as well as department heads.  Jeri would also like to get the Town Mayors to attend as well. The training is required to receive Federal Grant money.
Commissioner Wood opened the Commission meeting and welcomed everyone for coming.  Commissioner Wood excused Commissioner Blackburn as he was attending a meeting in Richfield with the Road Department supervisor, Rhett Jeffery. 

First item of business is bid opening on Road Department surplus.  Five bids were received.  The bids were opened.

First Bid was from Glen Dee Taft.  Glen Dee bids $1,610 on the 1969 fork lift.  He also bids $510 on the other fork lift.

Second bid is from Larry Unsworth.  Larry bids $205 for the masonry mixer.

Third bid is from Chris Schaugaard.  Chris bids $605 on the 1969 fork lift. Chris also bids $252 on the other fork lift and $206 on the army trailer with air compressor and $15 on a green shelf.

Fourth bid is from Grundy Concrete.  Grundy Concrete bids $1,500 each for 2 Williamson pup trailers.  Total bid of $3,000 for both.  They also bid $150 on one transfer tank.

Fifth bid is from Bart Albrecht.  Bart bids $105.50, $101.50, $94.50, $91.50 on the four transfer tanks.

Commissioner Harward moved to award the 1969 forklift to Glen Dee Taft for the bid amount of $1,610.  Glen Dee is also awarded the other forklift for the bid of $510.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.

Commissioner Harward moved to award Grundy Concrete the 2 Williamson pup trailers for their bid of $1,500 each or $3,000 total.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.

Commissioner Harward moved to award Chris Schaugaard the Army trailer with air compressor for the bid amount of $206.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.

Commissioner Harward moved to not award Chris Schaugaard the green shelf as it was not on the list that was advertised.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.

Commissioner Harward moved to award one transfer tank to Grundy Concrete for their bid of $150 and the other 3 transfer tanks to Bart Albrecht for his bid amounts of $105.50, $101.50 and $94.50.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.

Commissioner Harward moved to award Larry Unsworth the Masonry mixer for his bid of $205.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.
Next agenda item is Doug Robinson.  Doug has phoned in and cancelled his appointment with the Commissioners.

Next agenda item is Kelly Taylor.  Kelly did not show up for his scheduled appointment with the Commissioners.

Ryan Torgerson – County Clerk / Auditor – met with the Commissioners.  Ryan has received a proposal to create an Agricultural Protection Area from Richard L. Pace, Philip Pace, and Douglas Pace.  It is for a 30 acre parcel located in Teasdale.  Ryan explained the process to create an Agricultural Protection Area. The proposal will be advertised in the local paper, posted in 5 public places and it will also be sent to all landowners within 1000 feet of the 30 acre parcel of the Paces.  After advertising, the proposal will go to the County Planning and Zoning Commission and the Agriculture Advisory Board for review.  After review, they have 45 days to give their recommendation back to the Commissioners.  A public hearing will then be held by the County Commission.  The public hearing will be scheduled for April 18th at 1:00.  After the hearing, the County Commission can approve, modify and approve, or deny the proposal.  If approved, it will be sent to the County Recorders’ Office to be recorded and also sent to the Utah Department of Agriculture.  The Agricultural Protection Area will be reviewed in 20 years.  Commissioner Harward moved to accept the proposal and begin the process by advertising and posting the proposal.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.

LeEllen McCartney – County Attorney – phoned the Commissioners to discuss the Public Defender contract.  The contract is with 1 Law Firm Attorney Johanna Williams.  The contract is for $850 per month plus mileage.  Commissioner Harward moved to sign the contract.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.
A contract between Jones and DeMille Engineering and the County was presented for signature.  It is for the bike path project and represents the segment from Torrey to the junction of Highways 12 and 24.  Total project is $400,000.  Commissioner Harward moved to sign the agreement.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. 

Commissioner Harward moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion and the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Harward moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Harward moved to go to closed session to discuss personnel.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.

It was noted in the closed session that the reorder had stopped working.  A short in the power cord was discovered and fixed.  However, the recording up to now was lost and is not recoverable.

Commissioner Wood announced the closed session was over.  No action was taken in the session.

Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned.
