Brandon pointed out one misspelling.  Reed made a motion to approve the Minutes of the Planning Commission meeting held January 20, 2016 with the correction.  Mark seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Reed Elder, Melinda Lee, and Brandon Buck voted in favor.

CITY COUNCIL REPORT
February 10:  
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Discussed Dan Cox’ proposed North Logan sudivision at the south end of 50 East.  Dan and North Logan were upset that Hyde Park closed the road to access.  North Logan City backs Hyde Park City to have a road put in.  Dan Cox must build 25’ asphalt from his development to Hyde Park.  Hyde Park will do the curb, gutter and sidewalk.  Next year, (Hyde Park) and North Logan will request COG monies to build the road from 2500 North providing access via North Logan.
2. Approved Mike’s wastewater plan.
3. Approved the budget.
4. Discussed 3100 North with Lance from Landmark Engineering.
February 24:
1. The Catholic church presented a nice plan to build a courtyard with trees and a sidewalk for public use.  Council suggested they get help from Boy Scouts.
2. Dayton Crites, Cache County Trail Coordinator, asked if Hyde Park is willing to work together to obtain RAPZ tax monies regarding our canals.  People believe they own to the middle of the canal, which is untrue.  The area must be surveyed.
3. Discussed 50 East further.

PUBLIC HEARING – ACCESSORY APARTMENT
The Public Hearing was opened.  Gary Andersen, a neighbor, spoke in favor of the use.  He has spoken to most of the neighbors and they, too, are in favor of this project.  The Public Hearing was closed.

All of the requirements have been met thus far except for a paved parking pad.  There is adequate space for off street parking now.  Tessa agreed to have concrete poured as soon as the weather permits.  Council and Tessa agreed that June 30, 2016 to be an acceptable deadline.  Reed made a motion to approve the Accessory Apartment with the condition that an 18x20 parking pad be paved by June 30, 2016.  Brandon seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Reed Elder, Melinda Lee, and Brandon Buck voted in favor.

ANIMAL CONTROL ORDINANCE
Reviewed chapters 1-8, 12-15 of Hyde Park’s current code including all references to animals, corrals, etc. found by Melinda Lee.  

The Commission found the following sections should be repealed:
1. 12.20 Definitions X. Corral and AN. Family Food Production. 
2. 12.20 BC. Kennel – remove “or cats”  (Hyde Park does not regulate cats)
3. 12.30.060 Animals and Fowl - specifies minimum number of feet from dwellings
4. 12.110.020 A. 1-3 – uses requiring one acre minimum
5. 12.110.020 B. 2-4 & 7 – uses like animal hospitals, chinchilla raising, dog breeding
6. 12.110.020 C. 1, 3, 8 & 9 - raising of hogs, breeding, dairy farms, raising horses, cattle
7. 12.110.050 D. 4. b (4th paragraph) - specifies minimum number of feet from dwellings
8. 12.120.020 L. 1-3 – permitted animal uses requiring 20,000 square feet
9. 12.120.040 B & F - Kennels and Stables
10. 12.130.030 L - permitted animal uses requiring 20,000 square feet
11. 12.130.040 A - permitted animals on lots less than 20,000 square feet
12. 12.130.050 B & F - Kennels and Stables
13. 12.140.040 B & F - Kennels and Stables
14. 12.190.020 G – horse raising
15. 12.200.020 B – stable, horse
16. 12.200.040 B & F - Kennels and Stables
17. 12.30.060 - specifies minimum number of feet from dwellings
18. 15.30.020 B. 1-2 – animal feeding operations and animal units

Section 7.10.110 of the new proposal should add a reference to 2.100.730 Befouling Waters.

City Council should look at 2.100.730 – 2.100.760 for relevance (ie. corrals “within twelve (or seven) miles of the municipality”

Beehives are regulated by the state.  The Commission decided not to address them in our code at this time.   

Melinda will review Chapters 9-11 and email animal references out to all Commission members for their review.

Next meeting Commission will vote to send the changes on to City Council for approval.
