II.	  MOTION AGENDA

A.	 APPROVAL OF WARRANT REGISTER

The Council reviewed the Warrant Register of March 1, 2016.

B.	 APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Council reviewed the minutes of the February 17, 2016 City Council Work Meeting.

The Council reviewed the minutes of the February 17, 2016 Regular City Council Meeting.

Councilmember Alder moved to approve the February 17, 2016 Council Work Meeting and Regular City Council Meeting Minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Wheeler.  A roll call vote was called:  Voting yes:  Councilmembers Scott, Wheeler, Anderson, and Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.

C.	DONATION REQUEST FOR GIRLS’ STATE

Sierra Ballard and Kailynn Draney were present to request a donation toward their Girls’ State expenses.  They will be required to pay $350 total in tuition.  They will be learning about state and local government and how the state is run.  Mayor Squire asked the girls to come back to report at the conclusion of their experience.

Councilmember Anderson moved to approve donations in the amount of $50 each toward Girls’ State tuition to the above named girls.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Scott.  A roll call vote was called:  Voting yes:  Councilmembers Scott, Wheeler, Anderson, and Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.

D.	APPROVAL OF STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS

1.	Coaching Coupons:  Recreation Board

Council discussed this item in work meeting with the recommendation this be handled administratively.

2.	Work Order:  Franson Engineering

$45,000 will be taken out of the CIB grant/loan combination that will be presented before council at the next meeting.

Councilmember Scott moved to authorize the work order for Franson Engineering to begin final design of the waterline inside the tunnel. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Wheeler.  A roll call vote was called:  Voting yes:  Councilmembers Scott, Wheeler, Anderson, and Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.

3.	License Lease Agreement:  Bureau of Reclamation 

No need to take action on this item tonight.  A discussion was held in work meeting and this will be brought back to the Council at a later date.


III.  APPOINTMENTS AND COUNCIL REPORTS

    Tyler Alder
Scandinavian Festival – The ball is rolling.  They will examine the road to determine where everything will be located.  Everyone knows their jobs and it goes smoothly.

Recreation Department – The Board met last night and Steve explained the budget and how it operates.  They better understand the budget and revenue.  They would like to do a baseball and softball tournament through an accelerated program.  There will be a tournament at the end in June and we will get five or six teams to play, with another one in July for Softball.  We had many positive comments last year when this took place.  Things are all lined up and ready to go.

Track and Field signups have started.  That has been huge the last few years.  Volleyball has started with 25 girls signed up.  Each year we get more participants.  The Rec Board is out for success and they will succeed if they continue the way they are going.

Airport Board - There has been an application for a zoning change which would be detrimental to the airport.  We will attend the County Planning and Zoning meeting and express our concerns. The Anderson family wants their land zoned agriculture so they can build houses.

The Airport Board meeting is tomorrow at 4:00 PM.  We will discuss hangars, lease agreements and the zoning issue.

The road that the airport owns is in need of repair; grass and weeds are growing through the cracks.  This portion of the road is not owned by the county, it is part of the airport property.

Planning and Zoning - A 20-unit apartment complex CUP will be filed tomorrow.  Planning and Zoning will meet regarding this topic a week from today.

Maverick and Sinclair are both moving forward.

John visited the Davies development today and they are laying the infrastructure for their duplexes.  He also went out to the small house development to the north of the football field.  They are proceeding forward.  If the ground would dry out they could go faster.  Also visited today was the Wathen subdivision and they are building their infrastructure for that new subdivision. 
The Keisel Annexation will be reviewed by Planning and Zoning next week.

Cemetery Board - We will be meeting next Wednesday at 4:00 PM.

ECHA – There is one house that is really close to being completed.  The other has had some interest shown, but no firm buyer.  They have decided to build 4 homes on smaller lots, slab-on-grade, with three bedrooms.  They are trying to help lower income families to be able to afford housing.  They feel the house plan looks good and will keep the cost to about $130,000 with a payment of around $700.  The square footage will be around 2,000 with a garage.

Miss Ephraim – there are only four girls signed up; they will work on recruiting more girls. There are two good directors with experience and talent.
