Commission Chair Will Talbot opened the meeting
Commissioner Darin Bushman offered an opening prayer, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Jeff Knowles and Trent Wilde were also present.
Jeff Knowles presented to the commission some information on the trail committee meetings and the outdoor grant program.  He is also the Republican Party chair.  He has resigned from that position because he needs to be out of the area for his work.  He mentioned the caucus meeting that will take place on March 22nd.

Kali presented the USU contract to the commission.  It needs to be signed by the county attorney, commission chair, and clerk.  County Attorney Scott Burns reviewed this.  He stated it is a very general and broad contract.  Trent said it is the same contract for all 29 counties.
MOTION:	Commissioner Rick Blackwell made the motion to approve the signing of the USU contract.  Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION


Commissioner Bushman thinks we need to talk about the grazing in the county.  He talked about getting into Noel’s grazing zones two years ago.  He thinks we need to pull together a small group of grazers as well as Brian Bremner and Bob Stager to preserve these grazing rights as a county.  Garfield county has done some things through their planning and zoning plan.  Kane county has done this as well.  Garfield County put together a grazing ordinance to secure the grazing opportunities in the County.  The concept presented by Angus Mcintosh puts grazers in a precarious position as well as elected officials.  Commissioner Bushman proposed putting together a group of experts to set ourselves up to protect our grazers.  Commissioner Blackwell asked if this would go into our RMP?  Commissioner Bushman says yes.  He does not know if the ranchers think the county is doing enough or not.  However, we do need to do a concentrated effort.
Six Counties gave a good report on our RPM and the help we obtained from Brian Bremner.
MOTION:	Commissioner Rick Blackwell made the motion to request $10,000 from the Special Service District to be used for our grazing ordinance and the establishment of a sub-committee.  Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION  

Commissioner Will Talbot and Commissioner Darin Bushman attended the public land coordinator meetings last Monday.  2 out of the 5 forest supervisors showed up.  15 county commissioners and state people attended.  The Forest Service just does not understand why the public is upset with them.  They said that these EIS’s is part of their process although they have not done them for many years.  When confronted with Chief Tidwill’s stance on not doing this they said they did not know about this.  Commissioner Bushman suggests as a county doing an MOU with the Fishlake.  County attorney Scott Burns needs to be in on the discussion if it should be signed.  Mel Bolling told Commissioner Bushman Piute County’s rejection to the aspen regeneration was mentioned in the plan.  Commissioner Bushman called him out and said that his letter stated that in the Forest Service letter they stated our points were not warranted.  Commissioner Bushman thanked Commissioner Talbot for attending since he is also a grazer of one of those allotments.
Trent Wilde mentioned the meeting held at the courthouse with Angus Mcintosh.  He voiced his opinions on this.  Commissioner Bushman also commented on this.  Everything Angus says is great in theory, but in their opinion does not hold up in court.  Commissioner Bushman recited a message concerning this topic.  Commissioner Bushman has asked Marc Ward to go over Angus’s presentation point by point.
Chelsea with six counties was present to discuss the pre-disaster mitigation contract. She has met with all towns within the county and now needs the County to sign the resolution.  She read the resolution for mitigation to the commission.  Resolution No. 23016-0208-01, if signed will be attached to the minutes.  The plan is actually online.  She attended each town board meeting.  This plan, if adopted, allows the county to apply for funding from FEMA.  Matt Whittaker with Emergency Management has been attending all the town boards along with her.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to approve the Pre-Disaster mitigation contract.  Commissioner Rick Blackwell seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION

John Keeler with Farm Bureau was present.  He asked the commission if there is anything Farm Bureau could do to help with these grazing issues.  Commissioner Bushman informed him that we had just had a discussion concerning creating a sub- committee with grazers and Brian Bremner.  The commission would like the Farm Bureau involved in this process.  Piute county wants to ensure protecting these rights.  John said there have been several meetings on this issue.  A Public land meeting will be held on February 18th.  Commissioner Bushman would like to make a suggestion concerning Mcintosh’s presentation.  It is two hour’s worth of video and he has asked the Farm Bureau to do its own review and present it.  Farm Bureau supports the counties and wants to be involved.  They have also stated they will send someone in Farm bureau with any permittee that meets with the Forest Service.  Commissioner Will Talbot would like a Farm Bureau comment on the 4 allotment EA.  Deadline is the 16th of February.  
Kristi Fautin our EMS director presented a list of concerned bills.  No names were mentioned, except to the commission.  On the first name, the commission decided to send her to collection.  The second name, with an amount of $165.92, was discussed.  Commissioner Bushman directed Kristi to touch base with this person.  The third concern was also discussed and will be sent to collection.  On the fourth case, after Medicare is billed, write off the remaining amount.  
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to accept the letter and Medicare amount, and to write off the remaining amount.  Commissioner Rick Blackwell seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION

Kristi filled the commission in on the Inter Local agreement for this region.  We do not have a region director at this point.  What this agreement says is if another county needs help we have an agreement to go and help.  Included in this agreement are Juab, Beaver, Wayne, etc.  County Attorney Scott Burns looked it over and approved.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to approve the signing of the Inter Local agreement.  Commissioner Rick Blackwell seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION

MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to release Marysvale Town of any other responsibility concerning the damaged ambulance.  Commissioner Rick Blackwell seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Kristi also mentioned that there is person in Marysvale taking the training and continued with the approval for the $150 stipend.
County Attorney Scott Burns would like to express his praise to our EMS director and make sure she knows how amazing of a job she has done.  Commissioner Bushman seconded this.
Sheriff Gleave came into the meeting late because he had been in a meeting with Stanton Gleave concerning several of these grazing issues that have arisen.  He mentioned attending Lavoy Finnicum’s funeral.  He mentioned getting some kind of supplemental insurance to secure the commission, sheriff, and deputies.  He is aware of an insurance plan that will kick in if they get charged criminally when in performance of their duties.  Commissioner Bushman mentioned that UCIP was trying to find a solution to this.  If the state code is changed UCIP will pick this up.  Attorney Burns says finding an insurance carrier that will specifically cover these issues precisely is the key point.  A good policy and good language.  Sheriff Gleave will get information on this.  
Commissioner Bushman mentioned that the Snow Plow blade might have been scrapped.  
Sheriff Gleave brought up his new trucks. The road shed wants to keep the Chevy 4 door.  The Toyota is still worth money.  The Road Department is interested in the lease agreement like the sheriff is running.  The Toyota would be between $25,000 and $30,000.


MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to get the road department a truck on the lease arrangement the sheriff is currently on.  Commissioner Rick Blackwell seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION

The Sheriff commented on his remaining vehicles as follows. The black ford would be kept for search and rescue.  The black Durango would be kept for EMS.  The White Durango could be sold.
On Friday February 12th at 7 am is the cowboy caucus at the legislature, located in a meeting room in the basement of senate building.  There is also a meeting at 3 pm on Thursday
Concerning Butch Cassidy’s boyhood home, Senatar Okurland and Commissioner Bushman attended a meeting presenting to the business and economic sub-committee.  There was a mishap and they actually presented to a committee that didn’t have authority.  Okerland said it would go to executive props and it should go through.  Fred Hayes is on board, so it should be a go.  
Concerning the transportation committee meeting, Johnnie Millers bill went out of committee on consent.  Piute county should be getting a substantial amount of money from the revised gas tax.
Commissioner Bushman had a meeting on Thursday with the Tourism co-op funding committee.  We have to pay a 50% match.  All advertising has to be out of state.  Trying to drive a bill to eliminate the match for counties of the sixth class as well as the out of state advertising.  Rich, Daggot, and Wayne are sixth class counties along with Piute.  Tourism co-op does not want us to continue in legislation, however, we are going to charge ahead. 
The topic of Schools legislative tours was brought up. Commissioner Bushman mentioned how at the legislature session there is school after school after school up there engaging in learning the process.  He has talked to the superintendent concerning Piute county being involved in this process.  The challenge that the district has is that they don’t have the transportation dollars to fund this.  If the county helped on half of the amount the school would also match half.  This would probably cost around a couple of thousand dollars.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to support School Legislative tours for up to $2000 out of a non-departmental fund. Commissioner Rick Blackwell seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Commissioner Bushman got an invitation to go to Donald Trump Junior in Salt Lake City and will be attending.
Commissioner Bushman used the white board concerning his commissioner report.  When tax base rises Mil levy lowers.  Cost of things in county since 2003 have went up yet the fixed revenue requirement has stayed the same.  This is Truth in Taxation.  The County only gets a percentage and the rest goes to state.  If the Mil levy goes down but valuations go up the tax still goes up.  Commissioner Bushman suggested to have a Truth in Taxation meeting to keep the mil levy the same. 
Cooperating agency with the BLM???  Commissioner Darin Bushman and Commissioner Rick Blackwell commented on having a bad taste in their mouth concerning this. Commissioner Blackwell will follow up on this  
The minutes for the January 11, 2016 Commission Meeting were reviewed and the following motions were made.

Commissioner Bushman revised his previous motion concerning road department.

Travis would also like to open a gravel pit over by Lewis Sudweeks house by Black Ridge in Circleville.  The commission informed him to check on county lines.  To do this they suggested to get with Savage Surveying and get it surveyed.
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
