	The regular meeting of the Cleveland Town council was held at the public safety building located at 130 W Main in Cleveland, Utah on February 11, 2016 at 7:00 pm. Those in attendance were Kobi Erni, Michael Taylor, Tonya Clifford, Verla Jensen, Joe Wandell and Shannon World.  Lowell Gardner and Janet Ewell were also in attendance.  The meeting was opened with the pledge of allegiance.
	Verla Jensen made a motion to approve the town council meeting minutes from December 2015 meeting.  Michael seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
	Verla Jensen made a motion to approve the town council meeting minutes from January 2016 meeting.  Tonya seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

	No public comment

	#1 Lowell Garnder’s secondary water issues with Billy Pfenning, Alvin Ewell (prior owner)
	Lowell was in attendance as well as the former owner of the property next to Lowell, Janet Ewell.  Billy Pfenning was called and sent a copy of the agenda but was not in attendance. 
	Lowell bought property and bought a secondary water hook-up with it.  He subsequently bought an adjacent piece of property with an existing secondary water hook-up.  This previously existing connection is now in question.  Both Lowell and his neighbors, The Pfennings, think that they own it. 
	The fence line is not the property line.  Both parties are aware of that.  Kobi says that it’s a property dispute and not a town issue.  Joe suggested going to the title company or the courthouse and getting a property map.  Lowell says the connection in question is on the Pfenning’s property, not his but the connection belonged to the property that Lowell purchased from Debbie Oveson.  Michael says that once Lowell gets the issue resolved with Mr. Pfenning, the town can help the special service district move the connection to his property.  
	Lowell questioned why Mr. Pfenning was allowed to use the secondary connection in 2015 after Lowell purchased the property.  Kobi said it must have been an oversight on the town’s part.  
	Lowell will continue to work it out with Mr.Pfenning.  Michael told Lowell again that the town will have the connection moved once the property dispute is settled.  



	#2 Emery County School District water lease (150 shares)
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Michael made a motion to lease 150 water shares from the school district for $3.25 a share equaling $487.50. Tonya seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.  Michael, yes.  Tonya, yes.  Verla, yes.  Joe, yes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

	#3 Appoint new Emery County rec district representative for Cleveland Town
	Verla is unable to continue as Cleveland’s representative.  The meetings are every other month.  Council will think about a replacement and revisit the issue next month. 

	#4 Discuss dates for annual clean-up day, Cleveland Days, Easter, pageant (will need a new pageant coordinator)
	Kobi would like to see the cemetery on the clean-up list.  The council looked over dates and chose Saturday, April 30, 2016 from 9:00 am until noon.  	
	Verla suggests doing a clean-up contest again.  She asked if there was $500 in the budget for that.  
	Verla reminded the council of the fact that clean-up day was a huge success in the past and she would like to see it again be successful.  The council suggests better advertising and announcing it at church.  
	Easter egg hunt will be March 19, 2016.  
	Miss Cleveland pageant will need a new coordinator this year.  The council will think of possible candidates.  
 
	#5 City Sanitation/Wade Williams regarding landfill tippage fee increase of $1 for every can per month effective April 2016
	The county commissioners approved a tippage fee increase at the landfill.  Each garbage can would increase by $1 a can per month.  Cleveland has 268 cans.  Kobi asked the council if they want to pass that cost onto the residents.  If so a public hearing would be needed.  The council wants a public hearing.  It will be scheduled for next month.

	#6 Inform council of PSB annual fees
	Kobi reminded the council of their responsibility to pay their $120 yearly PSB fees.  Kobi also informed the new council people of Guardian Flight and the town’s discounted rate.  

	#7 Self-Evaluation forms for Cleveland town will need done by council member
	Utah State Auditor now requires that the town do a self- evaluation of the operations of the town.  This is taking the place of the audits that we used to pay to have done.  Tonya will work with Shannon and Jamie to get this done.

	#8 Fiscal year-end financial review of departments by SRM
Smuin, Rich and Marsing went through our financials and made everything balance for the year-end.  The council was given a copy of this.  The council will get a financial report (similar to this one) at least quarterly during council meeting.  This will bring the town in compliance with state regulations and also inform the council of the town’s fiscal outlook.  The council is required to look it over and initial it acknowledging that they have read and reviewed it.

	#9 Open public meeting training for council members and planning and zoning commission. 
	Kobi trained the council on Roberts Rules of Order and gave them information to study. He reminded them not to argue with people when they come to council meeting. Written and recorded minutes are public record.  Kobi likes to email the council to keep them up to date.  He reminds them that those are also public records and should be kept.  Don’t discuss too much over email.

	#10 Review bills for payment
	Michael made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Tonya second the motion.  Roll call vote.  Michael, yes. Tonya, yes.  Verla, yes.  Joe, yes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

	#11 Council reports
	Joe said that he checked in with Benny.  He has a couple of issues with trucks but Joe will get with Benny this week to check maintenance.
	Verla says the planning and zoning commission did not meet this month.  In January there was one item of business, a business license.  
	Tonya was unable to attend the LEPC meeting but she did speak with them.
	Michael says that the compressor codes have been changed.  This compressor fills the tanks for the fire department.  They must be tested four times a year.  The fire district pays for this now but in the future it might be up to the town to pay for that.  It’s $300 a year.  It’s a state mandated test.  Michael will attend a fire district meeting this week. 
	Kobi says that the fire extinguishers have still not been tested.  Mike will make sure this gets done.
	There are problems with unauthorized things being put in the burn pile.  Benny has now locked it and put up a sign for people to call him first before dumping.  
	Kobi informed the council that the decals are off of the new truck.  The red lights will also need to come off or be changed to a different colored light. Kobi says it would be cheaper to buy new lights than to change colors.  Kobi says the lights will be used as warning lights.  
	Fireman training will be on July 19-21 in Ferron, October 5-8 in Blanding and May 13-14 in Cedar City.

	#12 Adjourn meeting
