Legislative Updates (1:38:08 PM)

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated there are no new bills to be presented to the Council today.  She reviewed the following bills that the Council has taken a position on:  

H.B. 85 2nd Sub.  – Attorney Fee Revisions (Rep. Brian M. Greene)

This bill repeals a provision disavowing the private attorney general doctrine.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the Council took a position to oppose this bill.  It does not need to worry; the bill will be looked at over interim.

H.B. 209 – Public Transit District Board County Appointment Amendments (Rep. Johnny Anderson)

This bill modifies the Public Transit District Act by amending provisions relating to a public transit district board of trustees.  It amends the membership of a public transit district board of trustees for a public transit district with more than 200,000 people residing within the boundaries of the public transit district; and makes conforming changes.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the Council’s concern with the original bill is the County would have lost its appointment to the Utah Transit Authority Board because the unincorporated County’s population is dropping below 140,000.  The County ran a bill to retain its position and add another position, and it got through the House to the Senate.  However, Senator Wayne Harper wanted to look at the overall governance of that board, and reduce it.  He has a substitute bill, wherein the County would end up with one appointment, maintaining the status quo.   That should pass the Senate, but it will be looked at over interim.

H.B. 221 9th Sub. – Immunization of Students Amendments (Rep. Carol Spackman Moss)

This bill amends provisions related to immunization requirements for students. It defines terms; amends requirements for an exemption from required immunizations; requires the Department of Health to: develop an immunization exemption form; provide an immunization exemption form, free of charge, online and at local health departments; develop an education module; and make rules; requires an individual who intends to receive an immunization exemption form online to complete an education module; enacts renewal requirements for an exemption from required immunizations; requires a school to maintain a list of students who have not received required immunizations; and amends provisions related to a conditional enrollment.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated Gary Edwards, Director, Salt Lake County Health Department, had informed the Council of problems with the fourth substitute of the bill, which would have removed the Health Department from the process.  This ninth substitute passed out of House, and it is how the Health Department wanted it.  However, there are still debates among conservative lawmakers who do not want to make people go through hoops for exemptions.  So the County will have to wait and see how it turns out.

H.B. 300 1st Sub. – Body-worn Cameras for Law Enforcement Officers (Rep. Daniel McCay)

This bill modifies the Utah Code of Criminal Procedure to address the use of body-worn cameras by law enforcement officers.  It provides that a law enforcement agency that uses body-worn cameras worn by law enforcement officers shall have a written policy governing the use of body-worn cameras that meets or exceeds the minimum guidelines provided; minimum guidelines for the activation or use of body-worn cameras; and the prohibited uses of body-worn cameras by law enforcement officers.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated there was consensus on this bill, and it will go through.  The GRAMA language is acceptable.

H.B. 320 – Metro Township Revisions (Rep. LaVar Christensen)

This bill modifies provisions related to the election of metro township council members.  It provides for council members of a metro township with a population of 10,000 or more to be elected by district; provides for council members of a metro township with a population of less than 10,000 to be elected at-large; and addresses the status of a candidate's declaration of candidacy for a metro township council in a metro township with a population of less than 10,000.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this is the township bill that requires the smaller townships to have at large seats rather than district seats.  It is in the Governor’s Office, and once he signs it, it will have an immediate effective date.

H.B. 348 1st Sub. – Mountainous Planning District Amendments (Rep. Brad L. Dee)

This bill modifies provisions relating to mountainous planning districts.  It modifies the procedure for selecting certain members of a planning commission that has jurisdiction over a mountainous planning district; addresses the circumstances under which an area may withdraw from a mountainous planning district; requires a county legislative body that designates a mountainous planning district to submit a report to the Political Subdivisions Interim Committee; and removes a repeal date for provisions relating to mountainous planning districts.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this bill started out by repealing the sunset date; however, the sponsor modified other language based on concerns of contiguous cities that wanted more input.  He codified what the County put together for nominating planning commission members, which is that the members must reside in cities contiguous to the mouth of the canyon and have watershed.  Those cities basically include Sandy, Cottonwood Heights, Millcreek, and Salt Lake.  Those are the cities the County got its nominees from anyway for the Mountainous Planning District Commission.  The Mayor will then forward the names to the Council, and the Council will get final advice and consent.  

	Council Member Wilson stated the Council discussed having west side representation on the commission, and added someone from there last week.

	Ms. Trevino stated the commission includes an additional five members.  Those members just have to be registered voters in Salt Lake County.  The Legislature wanted the Mountainous Planning District to have limited annexation abilities, since it is for regional purposes.  The statute is very narrowly written and only allows annexation of contiguous land less than 100 acres, but it cannot be watershed or Forest Service land, and it cannot be used for recreational purposes by residents of cities or the unincorporated County.  That language was added in.  The bill has passed the House, and is now in the Senate.  

	Council Member Burdick stated the Association of Community Councils Together (ACCT) was opposed to the bill, specifically lines 160 through 169.  He asked if the modifications addressed ACCT’s issues.

	Ms. Trevino stated that language is still in the bill.  Neither ACCT nor the County wanted any annexation capability in the bill.  The County is drawing the boundaries for the Mountainous Planning District, but that would not stop a municipality from annexing land in the Mountainous Planning District.  However, an area can only withdraw from the Mountainous Planning District with Land Use Authority, and under the limitations.

S.B. 137 – County Option Funding for Botanical, Cultural, Recreational, and Zoological Organizations and Facilities (Sen. Brian E. Shiozawa)

This bill modifies provisions related to funding for botanical, cultural, recreational, and zoological organizations and facilities.  It amends a definition provision; modifies the circumstances when an opinion question is required; and amends how money is distributed.

		Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this bill is on the House’s third reading calendar.  The House will probably consider it this afternoon or evening.  It should pass.

S.B. 150 2nd Sub. – Metro Township Amendments (Sen. Karen Mayne)

This bill modifies provisions related to metro townships.  It modifies the definition of a municipality in various sections to include a metro township; addresses the annexation or incorporation of certain areas; provides for continuity of county process when a metro township is incorporated; modifies the staff that a county provides to a metro township; and amends provisions related to certain local districts.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this is also on the House calendar and should be heard later today.  It should pass as well.

S.B. 151 1ST Sub. – Community Development and Renewal Agencies Act Revisions (Sen. Wayne A. Harper)

This bill amends provisions related to community development and renewal agencies.  It defines terms; beginning May 10, 2016: provides a process for a community to create a community reinvestment agency; allows an agency to create a community reinvestment project area; and
prohibits an agency from creating an urban renewal project area, an economic development project area, or a community development project area; amends the required contents of an agency's annual report; for an agency that creates a community reinvestment project area: provides for the agency to fund a community reinvestment project area with tax increment or sales and use tax revenue that is subject to an interlocal agreement; requires the agency to conduct a blight study, make a blight determination, and create a taxing entity committee if the agency plans to acquire property within a community reinvestment area by eminent domain; requires the agency to allocate a percentage of project area funds for housing; prohibits an agency from adopting a proposed community reinvestment project area plan if 51% of the property owners within the proposed community reinvestment project area object to the plan; and requires the agency to adopt a community reinvestment project area budget; authorizes, under certain circumstances, an agency to acquire by eminent domain property that the property owner fails to develop in accordance with a project area plan; provides the option for an agency to give the agency's housing allocation to a county housing authority; provides a process by which an agency may dissolve a project area; and clarifies how a project area's incremental value is factored into the new growth calculation.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the County worked closely with Senator Harper and the redevelopment community on this bill to get provisions for affordable housing.  That is not currently a requirement for a community development area.  This is a big win for affordable housing.

S.B. 235 1st Sub. – Local District Tax Revisions (Sen. Lincoln Fillmore)

This bill modifies provisions related to property taxes levied by a local district.  It defines terms; and modifies the circumstances under which a local district may levy or collect a property tax that exceeds the certified rate.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the Council took a position to oppose this bill because some Council Members were concerned it would impact fire and police districts.  The property tax increase provision would be onerous. The sponsor will study it over interim.

Appropriations

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the County is in a good spot this year.  She reviewed the following Executive Appropriations:

Homelessness Initiative 

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the Legislature appropriated a sizeable amount for the homelessness initiative.  The County requested a certain amount over a three-year period, and the appropriation was more than one-third what it requested.  It will pass through the Senate.  There was a lot of support for the homelessness initiative.   

	Ms. Lori Bays, Deputy Mayor, stated the County will get $9 million the first year.  Some of it is a one-time appropriation for capital expenditures.

Jordan River

	Council Member Newton stated the County will get $1.2 million for the Jordan River.  This appropriation passed the House Executive Appropriations, but is being held in the Senate.  

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated she understood this has been prioritized.

Discovery Gateway

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the Discovery Gateway requested a $500,000 appropriation, but the request was not prioritized.  The Executive Appropriations received $75 million in requests, but has $10 million less than what it thought it was going to have.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the County’s $6.4 million Medicaid match got prioritized.  It is one-time, so the County will have to request it again next year.

Salt Lake County Health Department – Modification to New Building   (1:49:52 PM)

	Ms. Karen Crompton, Director, Human Services Department, stated she is requesting approval to add 7,500 square feet to the new health building that will be constructed at 600 South 200 East.  The additional space will allow Community Health Centers (CHC) to co-locate at this facility.  This partnership with CHC would enhance the County’s ability to obtain New Market Tax Credits.   The bond amount would increase by $2.6 million, and the County’s payment on the bond would increase by $145,000 a year.  CHC is willing to sign a long-term lease agreement to offset the additional bond costs. 

The District Attorney’s Office has indicated the County will not need to issue a request for proposal (RFP) in order to lease part of the building to CHC.  The building will be owned by Salt Lake County, so it can decide who it wants to lease space to.    

	Council Member Newton asked if the contract with CHC would cover the full 20- year length of the bond.  

	Ms. Crompton stated the details of the lease agreement have not been worked out.  The amount of the lease agreement would offset the increased bond payment as well as any additional costs. 

	Council Member DeBry stated the County has lost out on the New Market Tax Credit in the past, and his concern is that it will lose out again.  

	Mr. Darrin Casper, Chief Financial Officer, Mayor’s Office, stated the closer the County gets to being a direct service provider and providing services to low-income residents, the better chance it has of getting the New Market Tax Credits.  This partnership would enhance the County’s ability in getting those credits. 

	Council Member Snelgrove, seconded by Council Member Bradshaw, moved to approve this request and forward it to the 4:00 p.m. Council meeting for formal consideration.  The motion passed unanimously.

Review of Planning & Zoning Application   (1:56:44 PM)

	Mr. Jason Rose, Legal Counsel, Council Office, reviewed the following planning & zoning applications.  Public hearings for the applications will be set for April 5, 2016:

	Application #29743 – Shayneh Starks to reclassify property located at 6301 East I-80 Freeway from an FR-20 to an F-1 zone.

	Mr. Rose stated the applicant is requesting to rezone 62 acres in Parleys Canyon to create a green burial cemetery on the site. That use is not allowed under current zoning.  The Mountainous District Planning Commission recommended denial of this request because it was not consistent with the 1989 Wasatch Master Plan. He encouraged the Council to review this application very carefully before the hearing.

	Application #29813 – Robert Jones to reclassify property located at 3961-3971 South 300 East from an R-2-10 and R-M/zc to an R-M zone.

	Mr. Rose stated the applicant is requesting this rezone to allow for the development of multi-family housing.  The Millcreek Community Council and the Millcreek Township Planning Commission both recommended approval of the request with zoning conditions. He requested the Council review this application carefully before the public hearing.

	Application #29338 – David Richardson to reclassify property located at 3437 South 1300 East from an R-1-8 to an R-4-85 zone

	Mr. Rose stated the applicant is requesting this rezone in order to increase the density for a planned unit development.  The Millcreek Community Council and the Millcreek Township Planning Commission both recommended denial of this application.

Radon Education   (2:19:07 PM)

	Ms. Jan Poulson, Radon Lung Cancer survivor, outlined her history with this disease and how it has affected her life and the life of her family. She presented the following facts in a handout to the Council: 

	~ Radon gas is a Class A carcinogen that is proven to cause cancer in humans.

	~ Exposure to Radon gas is the second leading cause of lung cancer in the U.S.

	~ Radon induced lung cancer kills an average of 22,000 nonsmoking Americans each year. In contrast, secondhand smoke is believed to kill an average of 7,000 nonsmoking Americans each year.

	~ It is estimated that more than 223 Utahans will be diagnosed with Radon induced lung cancer in 2016 and 185 of those will die from the disease.  In Utah, the estimated total cost of the first year of treatment for lung cancer attributable to Radon exposure is $2.7 million to $3.6 million.

	~ The Utah Geological Survey indicates that Utah is a hotbed for Radon gas producing soils.

	~ Estimates are that more than 35 percent of all homes in Utah have Radon levels higher than the recommended remediation level of 4.0 pCi/L. 

	~ Nearly 80 percent of Utahans are unaware of the dangers of and that they can test for and remediate Radon, and that fewer than 12 percent have tested for Radon in their homes.

 She stated dealing with the cancer and tumors relating to Radon cost her approximately $1.25 million; the cost to mitigate the Radon gas is $1,500.  

	Ms. Eleanor Divver, Indoor Radon Coordinator, State of Utah, delivered a PowerPoint presentation outlining what radon is, how it gets into homes, the health effects of Radon, what the safe level of Radon is (below 4pCi/L), what the levels are in Utah and Salt Lake County.  She presented a map showing the levels of Radon within the different zip codes in Salt Lake County, the history of Radon, how Radon is drawn into homes, Radon testing, and mitigation.

	Council Member Paul Wayman, Riverton City Council, handed out Radon testing kits for all Council Members stating that only 12 percent of single family homes in the State of Utah have been tested for Radon. It is his hope that the two Councils can work together to improve awareness of Radon in order to decrease the chronic problem of Radon induced lung cancer.

Division Directors – Merit to Appointed Positions   (2:02:21 PM)

	During the March 1, 2016, Committee of the Whole meeting, the Council requested Jason Rose, Legal Counsel, Council Office, provide the Council with an explanation of the statute relating to division director positions moving from merit to appointed positions.  The Council also requested information from the Mayor’s Office on how it is implementing this statute. 

	Mr. Jason Rose, Legal Counsel, Council Office, stated he researched if the Council would have advice and consent on the appointment of division directors.  Section 17-33-8 of the Utah Code is clear; the Council only has advice and consent on a position that is expressly allowed in the statute or the optional plan.  Advice and consent would not be an option for the Council on appointments at the division director level.  

The other issue he researched was whether it was mandatory for division directors to be appointed.  It is not mandatory; the elected official can make that determination. The statute provides that a merit employee cannot be forced into an appointed position. 

	Council Member Snelgrove stated there is no upside to this statute; it does not seem to be constructive.  This change would allow elected officials to take a position that is filled by a professional and fill it with a political connection who might not be qualified. 

	Mr. Rose stated there are two ways to change this statute.  The change could be added to the optional plan, but because that would change the balance between the executive and the legislative branches, it would require an election.  The better choice would be to go to the legislature and get a change in the statute. 

	Ms. Lori Bays, Deputy Mayor, stated there are currently 11 appointed positions at the division director level.  Those positions have been filled by highly qualified individuals who have been selected based on the most qualified, not on political connections.  The 11 appointed positions are one-third of the total eligible positions that could be appointed.  There are an additional 22 division directors that could be appointed within the Mayor’s portfolio, with 10 more under the independent elected offices.  

	Council Member Wilson stated right now the hands of the Council are tied, but she was concerned that down the road, there could be a radical turnover with unintended consequences from this policy.  

	Council Member Wilson, seconded by Council Member Jensen, moved to support moving forward with hiring an Animal Services director and to reach out to the Career Services Council, the Human Resources Division, and employee groups to receive input on this issue.  She will report back to the Council.  Council Member Burdick amended the motion to have Steven DeBry work on this issue with Council Member Wilson.  Council Member Snelgrove amended the motion that if needed, the legislative team will address this issue during the 2017 legislative session.  Council Member Wilson accepted the amendments.  The motion passed unanimously.
