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The Hyde Park City Council meeting of February 24, 2016 began at 7:00 pm and was conducted by Mayor Bryan Cox.

Adoption of Agenda:  Council member Christensen moved that the Hyde Park City Council approve the agenda for the February 24, 2016 City Council meeting as presented.  Council member Randall seconded the motion.  Council members Christensen, Randall, Flint and Wheeler voted in favor.  The motion carried 4/0

Citizen Input:  No Input

	Discussion with the Catholic Church on ideas for landscaping: Carlos Licon, Dave Evans, & Bill Grewe approached the Council to inform them of their landscaping plans for the space along 250 East between the Catholic Church and the Canal. They are working with a Community Design Team consisting of students from Utah State University.  The Team helps community and residential areas with design and landscaping.  The team has created a design that will fit well within the space.  The Council and citizens were shown a digital rendering that the students developed using a plant pallet with water wise landscaping.  Dave Evans informed the Council that the project will be completed with donations, mostly from their parish, so it may take a three years to complete.  The garden will be owned by the Catholic Church but will be open to the public.  

Presentation from Dayton Crites – Cache County Trails Planner: Dayton Crites approached the Council and thanked them for committing to support the full time trails planner position.  He informed the Council that trails are used for health, safety, and economic reasons.  They give people a place to get outdoors and exercise, they help improve air and help to improve safety by creating less bicycle and pedestrian accidents. Council member Randall had previously expressed some concerns about vandalism and graffiti along trails.  Mr. Dayton said that when it comes to trails, the recreationalists way outnumber the vandals and it has not been a big issue.  Mr. Dayton informed the Council that he will be working with the Cities, Canal Companies, and citizens to create trails and is a resource to the entire County.  

	Discussion about the field road on 50 east: The Mayor informed the Council that he, Mike Grunig and some members of the Council met with the North Logan City Council at a Workshop last Wednesday.  At the workshop, it was recommended that Mr. Cox, developer of Ashley Court Subdivision, meet with Hyde Park City to discuss the concepts of the subdivision and the access road on 50 east.  The Mayor, Mike Grunig, Council member Flint and Council member Christensen met with Mr. Cox today and started conversations with him about his plans.  Council member Christensen informed the Council that Mr. Cox came in with a plan and several different options.  Mr. Cox stated that he is willing to pay for ½ the road and has a concept to get funding for the other ½ of the road.   As the road comes into Hyde Park, it will be narrowed as shown in the included diagram.  Council member Flint informed the Council that legally 50 east is defined as a road and the City can’t close the road. She said that she feels there are two options for the City 1) Do nothing and hope that Mr. Cox will build the road.  2) Get some sort of collaboration going and work with Mr. Cox in getting him to put in a road. 

The Mayor confirmed that Bruce Jorgensen informed him that 50 east is legally a road and he recommended that the City does not close this road without following the procedure outlined in State Code.  

Council member Randall questioned if this really is a road because it does not have road base and is more like a dirt path.  He stated that in the prior City Council meeting, the Council requested that access on this road be limited to all traffic except prior use. It was because the Council limited access to anything but prior use that the discussion is where it is today.  He stated that many parties are interested and involved in this project and this is a discussion that needs to happen with all of the parties.  He feels that it is the Citizens of Hyde Park who pay for the roads, and in this case, they are paying for North Logan’s use. Without access to 2500 north, the burden is falling on Hyde Park.   He stated that the attorney should be asked about the road in terms of it being a dirt path. Council member Randall recommended that the City get a second opinion.  The Mayor informed Council member Randall that the easements have been granted, it has been platted for this specific road, and therefore, it is a road.  Council member Randall stressed that the City should not have to bear the burden of this development.  Mr. Cox knew he was buying landlocked property and did not want to put in an access to the subdivision but continued with the development. Council member Randall informed the Council that the access to the subdivision does not meet international fire code. 

The Mayor informed the Council that he feels that it is important that the Council work on resolutions with North Logan and the developer. Council member Wheeler recommended that the Council identify the concerns that the residents and City have and work with Mr. Cox and North Logan to get the questions answered and the issues resolved.   The Mayor informed the Council that the road is platted to go south to 2500 north and North Logan is putting in for a CCOG grant to help pay for that road next year.  The Mayor recommended that North Logan and Smithfield fire departments both take a look at this in relation to the fire code.  
ReNae Randall approached the Council and informed them the she called the North Logan Fire Dept. to ask about the fire code.  They informed her that since the road is in Hyde Park, it is a Hyde Park issue. Current State definition of 50 east is classified as a farm road.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Daniel Watkins approached the Council and recommended that the City treat this subdivision and road the same way they would a developer building in Hyde Park.  What would the City require for the road if the subdivision was in Hyde Park?  The City has full control over this road.  The only leverage the City has is to work with North Logan and make them fully approve it on both sides.  He emphasized that if the City does not force the developer to come to the table, they are being short sided.  The subdivision will triple the amount of traffic on that road and it cannot support the traffic.  Mr. Watkins informed the Council that as a citizen, he would be furious if the City spent money paying for that road when so many other roads need attention.  He also questioned emergency service and plowing the roads.  This road has to be improved to allow access.  

Council member Randall suggested that having the same attorney with North Logan may be a conflict of interest.   

The Mayor informed the Council that North Logan would like to work with Hyde Park on getting an agreement from Mr. Cox that includes all of the things that the City want to get out of this.  The Mayor recommended that a few members of the Council get together with North Logan, legal, and the fire dept.  

Brad Benson approached the Council and agreed that there is no way the road can handle more traffic than is already there. He informed the Council that the road from 400 south to 200 south is falling apart. 

The Mayor explained that the advantage to having this road called a collector road is to make it eligible for funding. The Mayor recommended that the Council Keep Mr. Cox coming to the table and maintain open communication.  Council member Christensen said that it was emphasized with Mr. Cox that when the road is improved, it will be to Hyde Park’s standards.  Council member Randall asked the Council what happens if Mr. Cox does not want to complete to the road.  What are the City’s legal options and obligations?  Council member Randall recommended that Mr. Cox, the Canal Co, and Mr. Hogan get together and discuss the access North to 2500 North in North Logan.  Council member Flint recommended compiling a letter that outlines all concerns and issues.  ReNae Randall approached the Council to thank them for holding discussions on this issue.  The Mayor said that he will meet with Donja to compile a list of concerns and arrange a meeting with North Logan and discuss how to move forward together.  

	
Departments:
	Water / Sewer: Council member Randall informed the Council that the LUA met to discuss the mortuary going in at 4200 north.  He also met with Scott Archibald from Sunrise Engineering to discuss the water plan.  The plan is an 8 million to 9 million dollar proposal and includes all of the different options. Mr. Archibald is also working on the Water mitigation and he received a letter from the canal company attorney that is going to the canal shareholders.

	Roads:  Council member Christensen informed the Council that the bids are in for 3100 north.  Rupp won the bid coming in at $592,000.  Most of the bids were lower than anticipated.  He reminded the Council that the appraisal was completed on the land on 3100 North that the City will need to purchase to put in the road and that came in below projected cost.  He informed the Council that the grant money to repair the intersection at 4200 North is still available and the property owners will be meeting with him and Mike Grunig on March 7th.
 	
	Parks / School District:  Council member Wheeler informed the Council that he is writing a grant for the RAPTZ tax. He is requesting that the west tennis court be surfaced with Astroturf over the asphalt with the hard surface.  The east side will be resurfaced as it is.  He is getting the bids on the projects.

	Admin:  The Mayor informed the Council that the police department is working on a budget for the following year.  Chief Hawkes had issued a conditional letter of hire to Kelly Anderson, a current reserve with the North Park police Department.  The Mayor reminded the Council that the two Cities are working together to try to get fair and just compensation for the officers.
