Nyman Brooks stated that the council was allocated $75,236 for the 2016-2017 school year.

[bookmark: __DdeLink__27_1144906925]The council discussed using the funding to help refocus the school on its classical education mission of pursuing ideals and excellence (Paideia).  Funding would be set aside for classical education materials and the 'Classical Education Europe Trip Scholarship'.

Metrics for qualification for the travel scholarship were discussed. Criteria should not be limited to academic grades as some students have learning disabilities and should also be able to qualify for the travel (eg by displaying the virtues of paideia). It would also be helpful for students to provide a part of the funding themselves to allow them to have a vested interest in attending and participation. The student portion of funding should be kept small enough to account for their limited earning potential. Further community service should be incorporated as part of the program.

As part of the discussion, providing a few minutes of additional recess time to allow children to settle before coming back into the classroom would be helpful. Additionally, homework time/burden could be reduced.

The council discussed funding also being used as part of a school-in-a-school. Funding could be used to help with a monthly symposium focusing on classical education.

The council allocated funding as follows:

Math
- Training $6,000

Technology
- Chromebooks $7,500
- Nexus Tablets $8,500
- Carts $1,400

Teacher endorsements
$3,000

Classical Education $48,836
- Classical Education Europe Trip Scholarship
- School-in-a-school (approximately $1,000 of the $48,836)
- Books (classical novels and text) 

The council noted that the spending plan should be written broadly enough to allow flexibility in funding allocations but also retain the main focus of the council's decisions.

The spending plan was unanimously approved by the attending council members.

The Community Council unanimously approved the February 25, 2016 meeting minutes.

No subsequent meetings are currently planned. The council will be contacted if any further meetings are needed.
