Mayor Cottle called the meeting to order at 7:32 p.m.  All councilmembers were present.

Approval of Agenda
Mayor Cottle asked for a motion to approve the agenda as written COUNCILMEMBER WANGSGARD MOVED TO APPROVE THE MEETING AGENDA AS OUTLINED. COUNCILMEMBER BROUGH SECONDED THE MOTION, WITH ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE.

Approval of Minutes
Mayor Cottle asked for a motion to approve the January 5, 2016 meeting minutes. Councilmember Brough noted that the sentence “The Council felt that this would not work for Trenton this year due to the short supply of water that will come as a result of redeveloping the Big Birch complex” needed to be added.  COUNCILMEMBER WANGSGARD MOVED TO APPROVE THE JANUARY 5, 2016 MEETING MINUTES AS AMENDED.  COUNCILMEMBER BROUGH SECONDED THE MOTION WITH ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE.

Mayor Cottle asked for a motion to approve the January 19, 2016 meeting minutes. Councilmember Wangsgard noted she was a dissenting vote in the motion regarding the CDBG funding and that it needed to be changed.  COUNCILMEMBER CRAW MOVED TO APPROVE THE JANUARY 19, 2016 MEETING MINUTES AS AMENDED.  COUNCILMEMBER BROUGH SECONDED THE MOTION WITH ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE

Public Comment:
There was no public comment at this time.

Agenda items:

Resolution 01-01-2016- A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING NOT MORE THAN $800,000 WATER REVENUE BONDS FOR DRINKING WATER SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS; PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLICATION OF A NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING AND BONDS TO BE ISSUED; FIXING THE MAXIMUM AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT, MATURITY, INTEREST RATE AND DISCOUNT OF THE BONDS; PROVIDING FOR THE RUNNING OF A CONTEST PERIOD; AND RELATED MATTERS The council discussed the reason for the amount being $800,000 instead of the $600,000 noting that the number is larger than needed to allow for unforeseen expenses.  The council stated that this was not a bond but the stuff that has to happen before a bond can be issued. COUNCILMEMBER WANGSGARD MOVED TO PASS RESOLUTION 01-01-2016, WITH COUNCILMEMBER CRAW SECONDING THE MOTION AND ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE.

Easter, Cinco de Mayo and  July 24,2016- Councilmember Kim Hatch- Councilmember Hatch stated that Kami Egan has agreed to head up the Easter egg hunt and that the event is scheduled for March 26th at 9:00 a.m.  She would also like to have the town sponsor a Cinco de Mayo in May, with towns people bring dishes to contribute towards the meal.
Councilmember Hatch also stated that as part of the 24th of July Celebration she would like to move all the picnic tables out from under the pavilion and scatter them throughout the park. She would then like to have a display centered around Trenton History and people similar to what they do at the county fair.  Councilmember Hatch clarified that she would put barriers around the displays to ensure that no damage would happen.  She would also like to have a pie throwing contest, a hula hoop contest, bubble gum blowing, face painting, and a dunk tank.  She stated that Kristine Lawler is going to chair the games on the morning of the 24th.  She wanted to make this year a little different from past years.  The 24th celebration will be held on the 23rd of July because the 24th falls on a Sunday.

New sign for Cemetery- Councilmember Kim Hatch
Councilmember Hatch is having a new sign for the cemetery designed she will bring pictures as the design gets further along.

Discussion on 1600 South- Richard Allsop
Richard Allsop expressed concern about abandoning the maintenance of 1600 South.  He would like to see 1600 South between 400 and 800 East maintained.  He stated that when the asphalt was initially put on it was supposed to have a second coat of asphalt put on.  He stated that the patches put on several years ago are holding well.  He would also like to see 800 South asphalted also.  Councilmember Brough stated that the town doesn’t have the money to redo both of these roads right now.  Councilmember Brough stated that it would cost $50,000 to do a scrub coat from 800 East to 400 East.  Mr. Allsop asked if he could remove the Russian Olive trees that are along the side of 1600 South.  Councilmember Craw stated that the roads are a priority in the years to come.  He assured Mr. Allsop that all along 1600 South would be the number one priority next year.  Mr. Allsop stated that he feels the road is worth saving.  Councilmember Brough stated that he would also like to save the road. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilmember Craw reviewed a potential water rate increases.  He stated that at a meeting that he attended Monday night Scott, the engineer, indicated that Trenton’s water rate needed to be increased by $11.  Councilmember Craw expressed that he felt Scott was not working with all the information, including the rate increase on the 20 idle meters and that and increase of $1 was more reasonable.   He stated that paperwork on testing that has been submitted to the stated has not been recorded accurately.  He expressed that he would like to change this in the future and cc everyone involved so that everyone has all the information from the start. Mayor Cottle stated that the redevelopment plans are submitted to the state.  North Fork will be done first prior to the hot weather.  Following North Fork, Big Birch and its satellites will be redeveloped in an effort to keep the flow of water as high as possible. Mayor Cottle stated that this summer was going to be tight with available water.

Councilmember Wangsgard expressed her concerned that Marla Trowbridge is listed as the project manager on the recent CDBG funding application.  Councilmember Craw stated that if the project is approved, that will be changed and he will be listed as the project manager.
