Water

Alan asked the council about an account that has a past due balance concerning the garbage service.  When the town took over the water they started billing him for garbage service and he never paid for the service.  He was wondering if we could just adjust the balance. It is $107.00.

Andrew was fine with putting his name and number out there.  Andrew asked about an Emergency Action Plan.  Tammie will look and see what she can find.  April 8-9 there will be extrication training and it will be an 8-hour class in Garland.  Tammie said she has been watching for a letter in regards to the grant coming up and has not seen one.
