MAYOR MIKE CRAWFORD UPDATES AND PENDING MATTERS AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.

City Administrator Glenn Wadsworth updated the council that the City was awarded the CDBG grants for the streetlights and pipeline. He also stated to the council the second hearing for the CDBG will be on May 31st. City Engineer Tena Campbell opened the single bid that was received for the City Shop Phase 2, which was from MGM with a base of $278,000, the additive being $31,000 with a total of $309,000. The bid was far above what the city had budgeted for the project which was $150,000. After some discussion, Councilmember Dennis Sweat made a motion to have Tena Campbell investigate and try to negotiate on the price of the bid. Motion was seconded by Councilmember Gordon Stewart. All in favor, motion passes.
