 Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of the Henefer Town Council held March 1, 2016 in the Council Meeting Room at 150 W. Center Street, Henefer, Utah.  
Roll Call:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Kay H. Richins, Ryan K. Mosher, Robin K. Riches and Earleen Paskett
Mayor Randy C. Ovard opened the meeting at 7:05 PM.  The prayer was offered by Ryan K. Mosher, and Kay H. Richins led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
Minutes of the February 2, 2016 Council Meeting were reviewed.  Brent G. Ovard suggested a clarification on page two (2) paragraph nine (9) as to the location of the water line he needs to mark near Christopher Fawcett’s new home.  Brent G. Ovard made a motion to approve the minutes of the February 2, 2016 Council Meeting after the correction is made.  Ryan K. Mosher seconded the motion  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Cade Sargent did not attend the meeting so that item was tabled.  
Brent G. Ovard brought to the attention of the Council that the water ordinance stating that builders must turn into the town .75 acre feet of water per unit, should be reviewed and possibly amended.  That item has been added to the April 5, 2016 agenda.
The Council discussed using the town’s money instead of a grant to construct another two hundred and fifty thousand gallon water storage tank.  Several locations were discussed, but as the town owns the property above the cemetery it was decided to look into placing a tank on that property.  The well at the cemetery was discussed.  It was believed that the well would produce at least 45 gallons per minute, but when Brent G. Ovard researched the information concerning that well he found that it only produced 17 gallons per minute.  With that small amount of water, it would not be feasible for the well to be piped into a new tank at this time.  The town could possibly drill deeper but that may not be workable.  The well near the Jason Stolle’s property was also discussed.  Brent G. Ovard will contact the engineering firm and have them look at the property at the cemetery and present an engineering report with the information needed to make a decision on the placement of a new tank.
The town will also look into the amount of land needed as a protection zone in Franklin’s Canyon so that the town could possibly develop and add another water source from a spring located in that Canyon.
Robin Riches will meet with Orlene Snyder to order benches for the pergola in the new Heritage Park.  Rocky Mountain Power has donated money to the DUP to pay for those benches, and they need to be purchased by April.  Robin will also follow through on the monuments, which need to be purchased before June 30, 2016.
Mayor Ovard informed the Council that the lift-station near the river bridge seized up again, but has been repaired.  A letter was sent out to the eleven homes that live in that area informing them of what items cannot be flushed into the system.  All of the certified letters were delivered.
Robin K. Riches told the Council that Google Earth has First South designated as the Camper World which is actually located in Coalville.  A lot of trucks hauling large trailers come down that street and cannot be easily turned around in the small cul-de-sac when they realize the mistake.  Robin asked the Council if a “No Access” sign could be installed at the beginning of First South to discourage big rigs from entering the street in the first place.  Kay H. Richins will talk to the County sign shop to have a sign made.  
Kay H. Richins would like to purchase a used pickup truck for the town for hauling the water tank used for watering the flowers on Main Street.  This would free up the flatbed truck for other uses in the summer months.
Kay H. Richins made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Robin K. Riches seconded the motion.  The vote to adjourn was unanimous.
