WELCOME: Dave Everett welcomed everyone to the meeting.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF JANUARY 15, 2016: Dave Everett asked if there were any changes to the minutes of January 15, 2016. Dan Olsen moved to approve the minutes of January 15, 2015. Bill Stringer seconded the motion. The motion passed with Dan Olsen, Nile Mathisen, Robert Kidd, Bill Stringer, and Dave Everett voting in favor.    

REQUEST FOR SETTING A DATE & TIME TO HOLD A PUBLIC HEARING TO DISCUSS SETTING ADDITIONAL FEE SCHEDULES: Dave Everett asked if the public hearing could be held with the next regular Board meeting. Tina Williams replied the next Board meeting is March 18th and the public hearing must be held no earlier than 6:00 p.m. A few Board members voiced that they thought, that there had been public hearings held before 6:00 p.m. Dave Everett suggested 4:15 p.m. unless it has to be 6:00 p.m. Nile Mathisen moved to hold the public hearing March 18 at 4:15 p.m. with the regular meeting. Dan Olsen seconded the motion. The motion passed with Olsen, Kidd, Mathisen, Stringer, and Everett voting in favor. Bill Stringer pulled up the rules for special service district public hearings and the Board must hold a public hearing no earlier than 6:00 p.m. Dave Everett suggested to schedule the regular meeting for later as well. REQUEST FOR APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2016-03, TO APPROVE AND ADOPT THE ICMA-RC VANTAGE TRUST 11 PARTICIPATION AGREEMENT: Tina Williams stated that an agreement is required even though the District is not contributing because ICMA-RC is still managing funds. TREASURER REPORT-FEBRUARY 2016: Dan Olsen reported that there has been no deposits for January or February. The regular PTIF account has a total of $13,806.91 after the $50,000 withdrawal on February 2nd. Mr. Olsen stated that at the end of January the District had a total of $52,470.13. The District will have to move money out of Capital projects for operating expenses during March. Dan Olsen moved to transfer $50,000 from Capital projects to the regular PTIF. FINANCIAL STATEMENT-NOT AVAILABLE

MONTHLY PAYMENT APPROVAL REPORT-DRAFT JANUARY 2016: Dan Olsen stated nothing looked out of the ordinary.

ANIMAL CONTROL STATISTICS-JANUARY 2016: Tina Williams reported that Animal Control has been slow during January. Things are picking up and there have been 23 animals impounded this week. Tina commented that during the last oil field bust there was an increase in impounds. The officers and the Shelter do not know what to expect for this bust.

SHELTER STATISTICS-CORRECTED DECEMBER 2015: Sherry Gines stated impounds were slightly up in Uintah County and down in Vernal and Naples City. Rescue took quite a few of the felines during December. 

ANNUAL SHELTER STATISTICS FY 2015: Sherry Gines stated 742 dogs and 643 cats were impounded during 2015. Euthanasia decreased drastically, especially with the felines. Ms. Gines commented that rescues take a lot of animals that need medical attention which helps the Shelter. Tina Williams commented that a citizen with a lot of rabbits has moved back to town. During 2015 Animal Control impounded 35 head of livestock. Bill Stringer asked if feral cats are released. Sherry Gines replied that feral cats are typically not released, they are euthanized. Tina Williams discussed the efforts of Ashley Valley Community Cats.

SHELTER STATISTICS-JANUARY 2016: Sherry Gines stated impounds were down for January, but starting to increase during February. Dave Everett asked if rescues are still helping. Sherry Gines replied yes. Visitors to the Shelter have decreased. The beginning of the year is usually slow. Ms. Gines commented that there were no livestock impounds during January. 

DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT- FEBRUARY 2016: Tina Williams stated that she is now re-certified as the State Records Officer for Government Records Access Management Act (GRAMA). The Shelter staff has been watching some training webinars. Ms. Williams commented that the staff had the first quarterly mandatory safety meeting. Caiti Day and Angel Collins visited the Terra Academy to discuss animal safety and how to deal with strays. Dave Everett asked if New Haven was a new rescue. Tina Williams replied yes. Bill Stringer asked if there was an opportunity for herding trials in Vernal. After further discussion, Mr. Stringer suggested to watch for opportunities to bring to Vernal.

ANNUAL DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT FY 2015: Tina Williams stated that the Shelter and Vernal City staff will have the final one year walk through of the K-9 Isolation Kennel Building on Tuesday, February 23 at 1:00 p.m. The heating issue was resolved and the sewer lines were flushed by Vernal City. Ms. Williams commented that the voucher program has approximately $2,500. Tina explained to Bill Stringer that the voucher money comes from forfeitures throughout the year. Dave Everett commented that the Shelter can now board Vernal City police dogs.     

ADJOURN: There being no further discussion; Dan Olsen moved to adjourn the meeting. Nile Mathisen seconded the motion. The motion passed with a unanimous vote, and the meeting was adjourned.
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
