2. Public Concerns
No Public in attendance.

3. Approval of minutes 
Approval of minutes for the Business Meeting of February 11, 2016:

4. Financial Reports
a.  Approval of bills – (check #’s 3739-3750 minus 3744) total amount:  $6,479.56 and OMWC payments to LPID for services rendered:  (check #2024) total amount $2,563.75.

b. Budget Report – Everything looks good.
c. Balance Report – Everything looks good.
d. LPID funds transfer authorization – HWCU checking accounts are within balance guidelines so there is no need to make any transfers at this time.  We currently have $10,797.54 in checking.

5. Operations Reports
UPDES Compliance Report – February 2016
The district discharged the entire month of February 2016
	Monitoring results are as follows:
	BOD = 10 ppm (limit is 45 ppm)
	TSS = 16 ppm (limit is 45 ppm)
	pH = 8.9 (limit>6.0 pH,9.0)
	Coliform: 980 (limit is 128)
Total coliform was exceeded during the month of February.  Effluent chlorine dosage increased to 0.70mg/l chlorine from 0.31, maintaining 0.25mg/1 residual.

Ice cover has melted and biological activity has increased.  Aerators are operating 22 hours per day.  Dissolved oxygen levels have been maintained in excess of 2.0mg/1.  Odors are minimal from lagoon. Discharge stream may be within permit limitations for April. 

6.  Update on required annual state certification training
Mary Lyn will present training on GRAMA and Mitch will talk about the open and public meetings act at our next business meeting.
	
7. Saddleback sewer connections to existing LPID sewer system
Pheasant Lane sewer is no longer an option for Phase 4.  Total grade drop is 9 inches over a total distance of 1325 feet.  Installation of Saddleback Blvd sewer to serve both phases 3 and 4 is the latest proposal.  Construction drawings are complete and have been reviewed by district engineer.  Bid opening is scheduled for March 11, 2016.  Construction is projected to begin by April 2016. (30 of 49 lots have been sold in Saddleback’s current development).

8. Cluff Property Development
Currently, the plan is to direct part of the Mountain View sewer flow to Mountain View sewer extension and allow Cluff property (40 lots) to be serviced by lower Sunset sewer.  Engineering and final details need to be evaluated.  (Saddleback will not be building Mountain View extension at this time because of the change in phase 3 and 4.  Schmitt will need to build this extension but has not agreed to as of now).

9. Operator job description
Todd will put the job descriptions for both lagoon wastewater and distribution water operators on the Lake Point Facebook Page.  

10. Safety Equipment
Todd has a print out of equipment that we should have as a district.  (This equipment includes a vehicle hitch mount base, 3 way retrieval/descender with cable and mounting bracket, carrying/storage bag, full body harness and confined space monitor with rechargeable battery pack.  Keith also suggested a generator, ladder, flood lights, traffic flashers and caution safety tape.  Todd is going to get some pricing on this equipment.  He will email the board the information and then we can make a decision in April. 

11. Other district business and trustee concerns
a. Cody Robbins will put reflective markers on fire hydrants as an Eagle Project.
b. Total # of will serve letters in 2015:  19, 2016:  11.
c. Mary Lyn has been receiving emails and taking phone calls from Eric Hitzelberger with Del Taco.  He is inquiring as to the status of settling with LPID.  As a board, we agreed to settle with LPID and Del Taco each being responsible for half of the incurred fees from the line clean out.  LPID will remove all extra fees and interest.  Keith stated that the letter is on its way.
