Signs
The information below is copied from the Kanab Land Use Ordinance Chapter 7. This identifies the areas of concern or conflict found in Chapter 7.
 
Land Use Ordinance Chapter 7-3 and 7-6
Section 7-3	Definitions
Flat Sign - A sign which is affixed to a building front which does not project more than eighteen (18) inches from the building or structure wall. Flat signs shall not exceed twenty (20) percent of the face of the front wall with one hundred (100) square foot allowable minimum whichever is greater).  A sign shall not rise above the roof line and may be lighted if the source of lighting is not visible.
Wall Sign - A sign that is painted or affixed to side wall, and not having a sign frame or separation from the wall or facing. Wall signs shall not exceed forty (40) percent of the face of the side wall with one hundred (100) square foot allowable minimum (whichever is greater).  Wall signs may be painted directly on wall surface or on sign board that is attached directly to the wall face.  Wall signs shall not rise above roof line and may be lighted if the source of lighting is not visible.

13.   Any attached sign that exceeds one hundred (100) square feet in area.
