Items of business to address:
Minutes
The minutes of the February 9, 2016 board meeting were presented to the board for their review and approval.  Chief Giles stated that there was a typo in the minutes that would be corrected.  A motion was made by Mike Kohler to approve the minutes of the February 9, 2016 board meeting with the mentioned correction.  The motion was seconded by Kipp Bangerter and the motion passed all in favor.
Warrants
The listing of warrants was presented to the board for their review and approval.  A motion was made by Mike Petersen to approve the warrants as presented.  The motion was seconded by Kipp Bangerter and the motion passed all in favor.

Fire Chief Report
Chief Giles stated that he did not have anything new to report and asked if the board had any questions for him.
Mike Petersen asked for an update on the Midway fire station.  
Chief stated that they are getting close and that Clint would address some issues there in his report.
Fire Marshal Report
Clint Neerings addressed the board to discuss some issues.  He stated that it has been reported to him that there is an issue with him being “hard headed”.  He stated that as the Fire Marshal/Inspector he will not force anything that is not in the code.  
He also asked that they address issues that he has had with the Midway Fire station.  He stated that he never received a set of the approved plans.  He did receive a sprinkler review from the third party reviewer.  He performed a four way in November and asked them at that time about alarms.  He was told that they would look into it.  He did not hear back and assumed that it was taken care of.  He later asked the general contractor where the devices were and was told that they were not required.   Clint Neerings stated that they would need a minimum of three to be code compliant.  He was told that they would not do change orders.  
Mike Davis stated that the plans speak for themselves regarding this requirement.
Clint Neerings stated that he has had consistent problems with other areas within Wasatch County where county officials have told other contractors about ways to get around code requirements.  He stated that he spends a lot of time trying to work through this.  
Clint stated that he does attend Midway City DRC and has never been given a set of plans.  He stated that the story is going around that he is stubborn and bull headed.  He stated that he has met with Wendy, from Midway City.  If it is on the plans, and it is, it should have been built into the contract.
Mike Petersen asked for a suggestion from Clint on how to resolve this?  He stated that they could meet together to address clarity and job descriptions.
Chief Giles stated that they have significantly fewer problems with Heber and Midway than they have had in the past.  
Mike Kohler asked about a building that is currently being used and what they need to do to get up with the code.  
Clint Neerings stated that when he was doing a five-year inspection with the jail he did find a problem and they have not brought it up to code yet.
Mike Kohler asked if it was up to code at one point?
Clint stated that it was never installed property or later added spray foam to cause the issues.  They have been making progress and have an intent to make it right.
Clint stated that there are those who he should should be able to work with that are working against him.  
Steve Farrell stated that if the alarm system was on the plans and the contractor missed it then they should have included it on the bid.  
Mike Petersen suggested that they hold a special session of county council with the building department to discuss these issues and have the board give teeth to clarify job descriptions and enforcement.
Steve Farrell stated that they need to be able to access the fire code.  
Clint Neering stated that the code is a copy written book.
Chief Giles stated that they are overstepping what their job really is.  He has had three fire marshals under his jurisdiction and they have all had this problem.
Mike Peterson asked that they look into having a digital code to put online.
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Mike Kohler stated that he would like on the agenda for the next meeting.  He wants to address moving the station in Strawberry to the other piece away from the Roney property.
Chief Giles stated that this is a good point but they will eventually need more than one station out there.
A motion was made by Danny Goode to move into closed session.  The motion was seconded by Kipp Bangerter and the motion passed all in favor.
