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 TOWN OF CIRCLEVILLE MINUTES
March 10, 2016

The regular meeting of the Circleville Town Council was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Haaland. Council Members attending were: Geordin Gass, Priscilla Morgan, Scott Dalton, Kaye Siler and Mayor Mike Haaland.  Susan Ashmore, Town clerk was also in attendance.  Others in attendance were: Matt & Jo Whittaker, Joe Dalton, Marni Reynolds, Kendall Allan, Corey Sudweeks, Shane & Brenda Robinson, Travis Kennedy, Dale Bagley, and Ryan Savage from Savage Surveying.  We also welcome the scouts from Troup 663 attending the Town Council meeting for their citizenship badges.

Mayor Haaland opened the meeting and welcomed everyone. The Mayor asked if there were any additions or corrections to the minutes of the meeting held on February 11, 2016.  There were none.  

Geordin made a motion to approve the minutes; Priscilla seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

The meeting opened with a discussion on the Bond Resolution before the council. Questions were addressed as to the plans for the money the town will allocate to the road project in 2016. The Mayor explained that these funds will put the road repairs five years ahead of what could be done without the grant and loan from CIB.

The council and Ryan Savage fielded questions specific to certain roads in town and answered concerns from those in attendance. The attendees were encouraged to attend the public hearing on April 14, 2016 to participate in the discussions on the road projects planned for the next phase.

The Mayor read the bond resolution parameters. Priscilla made a motion to accept; Kaye seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Joe Dalton requested to move a water meter that is about 20 feet inside the property line on a parcel he owns. Joe would like to move it so he can build on the lot without the encumbrance of a meter. Geordin suggested that we wait until the plans for the sidewalk are completed so the water meter can be located conveniently for all parties. Joe agreed to wait until summer and the council will revisit the issue with additional information about where the meter should be located and what construction would be necessary to relocate it.

The Mayor opened the floor to Marni Reynolds who is requesting a business license for a catering business. Kaye made a motion to grant the license; Priscilla seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Priscilla presented an issue with the dumpster use in town. She said that people are depositing items in the public dumpster and the area around it that should be taken to the dump. Shane noted that people are also leaving items outside the dumpsters when they are full instead of taking their refuse to one that is not full. 

The council would like to remind the townspeople to take furniture, dead animals, and all items too large to fit in the dumpster to the County dump. The open hours are posted at the dump site and it is FREE. Also, please do not leave trash outside the dumpsters.

The mayor called on Ryan for the selection of tile and grout colors for the clinic. The choices were made. The council expressed their gratitude to Ryan and his crew for the work they have done. The council members are pleased with the progress on the clinic. 

Next Ryan and the council discussed areas in the town that still have major drainage issues that became apparent with the heavy snow fall this winter. The council and the contractor were aware that there would be some areas in town that would need additional work once the snow melted. Funds were held in reserve for the purpose of addressing the most critical areas that could not be fully identified when the initial drainage project was done.  Ryan reminded the council and attendees that Circleville has an extremely flat terrain and it is challenging to create a drainage system that will correct all of the water issues brought about with a harsh winter snow fall.

The Mayor opened the floor to the departments. 

Fire Department: The Mayor informed the council that the meeting with ISO was postponed until March 11.  Scott spoke with the Fire Chief in Junction about unification. Further meetings will be necessary to clarify the terms of such an agreement. It is the opinion of the council that the Junction Fire Department should be supported by the volunteers and equipment available in Circleville.  More will be discussed and reported at future meetings.

Parks and Recreation: The council reviewed the specifications for the new monument at the Memorial Park. Funds are still being collected by the State Historical Society to complete the construction.

The bills were presented and reviewed by the council. 
Geordin made a motion to approve the bills and adjourn to closed session; Priscilla  seconded and the motion passed unanimously. 

The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 pm.
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
