
     SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, MARCH 16, 2016
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 16th of March, 2016 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

CITIZENS PRESENT

1. Pledge of Allegiance. Opening Remarks given by Charles Evans. Meeting called to order and roll call. Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting. 
2. Approval of minutes of previous meeting. The minutes of the February 17th Town Council meeting were presented for approval. All members had reviewed the minutes. Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes. The minutes were approved upon the motion of Charles Evans and seconded by David Nielson. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

3. Six County Association of Governments. CDBG funding application for restroom. Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan. Adopt Resolution for plan. Resolution #2016-003. Emery Polelonema

Mayor Peterson reported that the town was not selected for this year for funding of the park restroom under the CDBG program. There were three projects funded in the six county area. There were eleven projects submitted. Mayor Peterson stated that we would submit our application for the ADA compliant restroom again next year through the CDBG program.

Emery reviewed the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan with the council. He said that in the year 2000 the Sevier County area had been scoped for natural hazards. Flooding and earthquakes are the main hazards identified for Sevier County. The plan is for mitigation of the hazards. FEMA has grant funds available starting in June for mitigation of the natural hazards. Having a resolution in place would allow the town to apply for the FEMA grant funds. These funds could be matched with CIB funding. Mayor Peterson asked if the funding could be used to purchase a generator for our water system pumps to be used to provide water to the town during a power failure that could result from a natural disaster such as flooding or an earthquake. Emery stated that the funding is for mitigation actions that need to be taken prior to a natural emergency. He said that a generator could be a mitigation action in preparation of an earthquake that could disrupt power to our water system. David Nielson asked why we needed the resolution and what it would gain us. Emery stated that it would give us an avenue to apply to FEMA for grant funding to finance a pre-disaster mitigation project. Emery said the resolution would not harm the town. The town needs the resolution to apply for FEMA funding. Mayor Peterson said that the town had spent about $14,000 in the past to mitigate flooding in the river around our waterline crossings. The county had promised to get the money back to us but was unable to since we did not have the proper documentation. Mayor Peterson asked for discussion from the council members. Bryan and Charles said that we should approve the resolution. Charles Evans made a motion to adopt the Pre-Disaster Resolution #2016-003. Bryan Brown seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

Emery encouraged the town council members to attend training on the preparation of CIB applications that Six County Association of Governments is sponsoring on May 10, 2016. He will provide further information. He said that funds available for CIB projects are down. No meetings were scheduled for March or April.

4. Town owned irrigation water.  Open Bids, for rental 2016 irrigation season.

Mayor Peterson opened the five bids that had been received. Bids received for the Richfield Irrigation Canal Company 3 shares of water, bids were received from Raymond Jones at $73.25 per share for a total of $219.75 and from David Nielson at $50.00 per share for a total of $150.00. For the six shares of Sevier Valley Canal Company water, bids were received form Verle Brian at $33.50 per share for a total of $201.00 and from Thad Thoseth at $31.62 per share for a total of $189.72. For the 29 shares of Brooklyn Canal Company water a bid of $600 was received from Charles Evans. Bryan Brown made a motion to accept the high bids for the rental of the water shares for the 2016 irrigation season with Raymond Jones the high bidder for the Richfield Canal at a total bid of $219.75, Verle Brian the high bidder for the Sevier Valley Canal at a total bid of $201 and Charles Evans the high bidder for the Brooklyn Canal at a total bid of $600. David Nielson seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. An additional share of the Richfield Canal water is by agreement rented to Wayne Chisholm at the high bid price. He will be charged $73.25 for this year.
5. Update on Nuisance Complaint Abraham/Keele Property. Consider revoking animal rights. Evaluate cleanup and compliance efforts.

Mayor Peterson reported that the Keele’s are in the process of moving. The town council had given them until today to clean up the property or face revocation of the animal rights for the property. He asked that the council provide their thoughts on revoking the property rights. He suggested that revoking the animal rights would not serve any purpose at this time. David Nielson said that he feels that the animal rights should be revoked. The animals are still on the property and will stay there until we take action. The property has not been cleaned up. Bryan Brown said that there is a lot of garbage and an abandoned vehicle on the property that needs to be cleaned up. Charles Evans said that we should revoke the animal rights. Gary Barney stated that he had heard that they do not plan to move the animals. He said that we should revoke the animal rights. Mayor Peterson stated that if we revoke the animal rights we would need to prepare a letter regarding our decision and our cleanup requirements. He said we should meet with the county attorney. Bryan Brown made a motion to revoke the animal rights for the Abraham property. David Nielson seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. A letter will be prepared explaining the requirements for cleanup and the process for getting the animal rights reinstated. Mayor Peterson and David will meet with our attorney and the county attorney to assure that correct procedures are followed.

6. Park. Tentative schedule for opening park facilities.
Mayor Peterson stated that we need to discuss the opening of the park facilities. The splash pad will be open around Memorial Day or June 1st. The baseball season has already started. We have had teams practicing since around the first of March. We have had requests to open the park restrooms. Bruce Riddle is concerned about the restroom and sprinkling system freezing up. He said that he could isolate the restroom water from the splash pad and the sprinkling system. There is a valve that needs to be replaced at a cost of about $150. It was decided that Bruce would replace the valve and get the restrooms opened up by next week. Charles stated that he would get the new water meter installed for the park water system.

7. Street Improvement Project.

David Nielson stated that the 90% review meeting for the road project is planned for tomorrow. We should be getting more accurate cost estimates for the project at the meeting. It looks like we should have enough funds to upgrade the intersection at the center of town. There will be funds set aside to chip seal the new roads next year. It is estimated that we would need $70,000 to $80,000 to complete the chip seal work. Completion of 400 North is included in the plans and costs for the road project. We plan to go ahead with the option #1 for the intersection upgrade.  David said that the delineator posts would be removed from the roads. Town employees would reinstall them later at town expense. Mayor Peterson stated that he had asked questions of Carson of Jones and DeMille Engineer regarding completing chip sealing of the side streets. Jones and DeMille will check to see if the CIB would allow that. The cost for chip sealing the side streets was about $100,000 about five years ago.
8. Panoramaland RC & D. Request for donation. 

Mayor Peterson reported that we have received a letter from Panoramaland RC & D requesting $50 for membership dues for 2016. He explained that they help with weed management, prairie dog rehabilitation, the Honor Flight, Utahtopia and promote area businesses. They are set up to promote the six county area. David Nielson asked about their total budget and where they get their money. David said he thought their funds come from the hotel tax. He suggested that we invite Kay Monroe to our next meeting to explain their program. Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the $50 donation to Panoramaland. The motion did not receive a second. David asked that we get further information about their program and put the item on the agenda again next month. Mayor Peterson will call Kay Monroe about their program.
9. Meacham Springs power and pump issues.

Charles Evans reported that he had met with Mountain Land regarding a new pump. They will be providing a price for a variable speed pump that is capable of pumping 400 gallons per minutes. Our meters show that our current pump is pumping 700 gallons per minute. It costs us a lot for our power bill with our existing pump. We have had power problems with the pump as well. The new pump would be adjustable. Charles said that there is currently a valve to stop water hammer that would be removed. He said that he was advised that the power company may provide a rebate if we can show that we would be saving power.  We are charged for demand power with our current pump. The new variable pump would start out slow and avoid the demand charge for power. A new pump has the potential to save about a third of our power bill. It would not take very long to pay for the new pump. Rocky Mountain Power and Moore Electric have completed the power project at Meacham Springs. We should be getting a bill from Moore Electric. The connection for the generator has not been installed yet. Charles reported that Bill Anderson has been having air in his water system since the repairs. Charles is working to correct the problem. 
10. Appeal Authority discussion. Mayor Peterson 
Mayor Peterson explained that the council has reviewed the appeal authority issue in the past. We had some issues with our last subdivision where council members got involved while the planning commission was working on the subdivision. If someone appeals the planning commissions decisions, the appeal authority is currently the town council. Mayor Peterson said it is a problem for the town council to be the appeal authority when the town council is involved in the decisions. He said the best appeal authority is a single individual. John Hicks has been willing to serve as the appeal authority for the town. Mayor Peterson asked for discussion from the council. Bryan Brown said that we were close to having an appeal on the last subdivision. The appeal authority could be one to three people but should be someone other than the town council. Charles Evans stated that he agreed that we should make a change. David Nielson asked about pay for the appeal authority. He said that the last subdivision was the only issue that he was aware of. David is not in favor of taking the appeal authority away from the town council. Gary Barney said that we should do something so it would not affect us. He said we should have two on the appeal authority. Bryan Brown suggested that we have Chris Thomsen on the appeal authority. Mayor Peterson stated that our appeal authority could be Richard Chamberlain. David suggested that we talk with John Hicks and ask what he would charge. Mayor Peterson will also talk with Richard Chamberlain our attorney about the issue. The item will be discussed again next month.
11. Discuss 2016-2017 Fiscal Year Budget. Allen Henningson

Allen Henningson explained that a tentative budget would need to be approved in the May meeting. Allen said that he has prepared a tentative budget that is built from last year’s budget. He reviewed the tentative budget with the council. Allen asked that the council provide input to the budget over the next two months. He is currently estimating that the road project will carry over about $2,000,000 into the next year’s budget. The road department will have $81,500 in the new years budget with about $34,000 coming from carryover funds. About $40,000 of the current year road funds will be spent on the road project prior to the end of this budget year. The park budget is proposed at $20,000. The cemetery budget is proposed at $4,000. Total carryover funds for the general fund are projected to be $70,000. The water budget is projected to increase by about $3,000 for the year due to five new hookups. A three percent salary increase is included in the tentative budget. It was suggested that the mileage reimbursement rate remain at $0.56 per mile and not be reduced to $0.54 which is the current federal rate. A decision on the actual salary increase will be made in the April town council meeting. Allen asked for input and questions from the council. David Nielson asked if a new generator for the water system was included in the budget. Mayor Peterson responded that it was not. We plan to apply for a grant for the generator. Mayor Peterson stated that the water utility budget could be reduced if we replace the water system pump.
12. Approval of monthly expenditures. Approve annual loan payments. Approve Chemtech-Ford invoice for water samples, $5,916. Sevier County Road Dept., $2,688.

David Nielson made a motion to pay the $5,916 to Chemtech-Ford, the $2,688 to Sevier County Road Department and $37,000 to the state for loan payments. Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Allen will get these major expenses paid. 

Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the February expenditures. Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the February expenditures as described. David Nielson seconded it. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown was absent, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.
13. Council Members Reports.
David Nielson asked Scott Thomsen to report on the crack sealing project. Scott reported that the crack seal machine had been repaired again. Annabella purchased the hose and heat element. They plan to wait until fall to finish the Annabella streets. Mayor Peterson asked if we owe Annabella for the crack seal machine repair. Scott said that we did not. David stated that he had reviewed the road school agenda. He encouraged Scott and Bruce to attend.

Bryan Brown stated that the planning commission should have the General Plan ready for review for next month. They need some maps for the General Plan.

Gary Barney stated that a dumpster would be available for cleanup from April 20th thru May 4th. The town cleanup is scheduled for May 3rd. Gary stated that we need some red dirt for the ball field.
Charles Evans reported that the water samples were good for last month.

Mayor Peterson reported the League of Cities and Town Mid-Year Conference would be held in St. George on April 6th and 7th. He encouraged the council to attend. Allen and the Mayor are planning to attend. Mayor Peterson reported that he and Charles Evans attended the water conference. He asked the water attorney's there if the town was in danger of losing water rights including those that have not been proofed. They said that the town was not in danger of losing the water rights under the current laws. Scott Thomsen attended the water operator certification classes. Mayor Peterson expressed  condolences to Scott for the passing of his father.
14. Adjournment. Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn. Charles Evans made a motion to adjourn, Bryan Brown seconded it. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Gary Barney voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The meeting was adjourned at 9:45  p.m.
