
    SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, JANUARY 20, 2016
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 20th of January, 2016 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

1. Pledge of Allegiance. Opening Remarks given by Bryan Brown. Meeting called to order and roll call. Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting. 
2. Oath of Office for Council Members Gary Barney and David Nielson. Allen Henningson administered the oath of office to Gary Barney and David Nielson as council members.  The oath of office forms were signed by Gary and David. Gary's term is for 2 years since he will serve in the position vacated by Kayde Roberts who resigned. An election will be held in 2017 for a two year term. David's term is for four years.    

3. Approval of minutes of previous meeting. The minutes of the December 16th Town Council meeting were presented for approval. All members had reviewed the minutes. Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes. The minutes were approved upon the motion of Bryan Brown and seconded by Charles Evans. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

4. Public Hearing - Road Project/Bond - Receive public input with respect to the issuance of the Bonds and any potential economic impact to the private sector from the construction of the Road Project to be funded by the Bonds.

Mayor Peterson closed the regular portion of the town council meeting and opened the public hearing for the bond/road project. He explained the purpose of the public hearing which is to receive public input with respect to the issuance of the bonds and any potential economic impact to the private sector from the construction of the road project to be funded with the bonds. The project which would reconstruct 2.26 miles of road on North Main Street, Central Boulevard and 400 North Street as well as other road improvements. It would be funded by a $250,000 loan (which requires a bond) and a $2,585,000 grant provided by the Community Impact Board. Central Valley Town will provide an additional $40,000 for the project for a total of $2,875,000. The town would need to make payments on the loan for ten years. The annual payment will be about $28,000 per year. The town will use its class C roads funds to pay back the loan. The town receives about $40,000 to $45,000 in class C road funds each year. Mayor Peterson asked for any questions or comments from those that were in attendance. There were no negative comments regarding the bond or the road project. The town council is very supportive of the project. Mayor Peterson closed the public hearing to further comments.
5. Public Hearing - Community Development Block Grant Application - Suggestions for potential projects and expected amount of CDBG funds available for this program year.

Mayor Peterson opened the public hearing on the Community Development Block Grant program and stated that this hearing is being called to consider potential projects for which funding may be applied under the 2016 grant year CDBG program. He explained that this would be the first time that the town has applied for CDBG funds through the Six County Association of Governments. The funds are normally targeted for low to moderate income areas. Central Valley does not generally fit the category. The Six County Association of Governments in which Central Valley is a member, is expecting to receive approximately $500,000 of which $100,000 will be used for housing and $50,000 for administrative costs which leaves about $350,000 available for grants. All eligible activities that can be accomplished under this program are identified in the CDBG Application Policies and Procedures Manual and interested parties can review it at any time. Mayor Peterson read several of the eligible activities listed including examples, such as construction of public works and facilities such as water and sewer lines, fire stations, acquisition of real property, provision of public services such as food banks. Mayor Peterson indicated the Central Valley Town has never received CDBG funding in the past. He reviewed the Consolidated Plan which is a list that shows projects the town has identified as being needed in the community. The list includes an ADA compliant restroom for the park. The town feels that an ADA compliant restroom would be an important addition to the park area. It would be a great benefit to our citizens especially those that are handicapped. An income survey may be waived for ADA projects. Projects between $30,000 and $190,000 have been funded in the past. The restroom is estimated to cost about $150,000. We have asked for bids for the project. It was asked if anyone had any questions, comments or suggestions regarding the proposed application. Jennifer Keele asked if there were automatic door openers planned for the restroom. Mayor Peterson explained and showed the design for the restrooms. Automatic door openers are not planned. Scott Thomsen asked if our existing septic system would work for the new restrooms. Mayor Peterson said that our design includes about $7,000 for a septic system. We would work with the health department to make sure we are compliant. Bruce Riddle asked if the restrooms would be the same as the old one. He said the health department was okay with our existing septic system if the new restroom was about the same as the old one. Wilma Ames stated that sufficient urinals should be included. They should be low enough for children. She suggested the toilets be low flush design so they would use less water. Mayor Peterson discussed the lighting for the restrooms which would be provided from windows and skylights. The town will consider applying for a grant for the ADA compliant restrooms. Mayor Peterson closed the meeting to further comments.
6. Comments from Residents. None
7. Request to purchase road right of way property. Mandy Malenosky 

Mayor Peterson stated that he had received a call from Mandy asking about the possibility of purchasing a portion of the road right of way property that adjoins her property on 100 South. The street is currently 99 feet wide. Only 66 feet is currently being used. Thirty three feet of the street right of way just to the west of her property was sold to Russell Peterson to facilitate the Peaceful Landings Subdivision about a year ago. The property was sold for $2,250.00 per acre. There is a building on the street right of way property that is leased since it was constructed by Southern Utah Television. It was always assumed the building was on the Malenosky property. The Malenosky’s currently own the building and have a ten year lease to rent the building to CentraCom. Mayor Peterson has talked with CentraCom. They are not pursuing the purchase of the road property where the building is located. We do not know the exact acreage of the property but the dimensions are 33’ by 252.54’ by 33’ by 223.06’. Bryan Brown stated that the Malenosky property was illegally subdivided. It was subdivided without town approval. Mayor Peterson reported that he had talked with Dolan Miller who has agreed that if the town were to sell the road property that the Malenosky’s would combine the three pieces into one. Charles Evans also asked about the number of pieces that property would end up being. Mayor Peterson said there would be one piece. A quit claim deed would need to be prepared at the Malenosky’s expense with the accurate acreage of the property. The price the town would charge for the property would be $2,250 per acre. David Nielson made a motion to sell the 33 feet of the road right of way to the Malenosky’s for $2,250 per acre. Bryan Brown seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Mayor Peterson will work with Mandy and the town clerk to make the transaction.

8. Nuisance Complaint Abraham/Keele Property. Consider revoking animal rights.
Mayor Peterson stated that there have been several complaints regarding the Abraham property. Ric Keele rents the property from the Abraham’s. Mayor Peterson asked for the councils input on how to proceed. David Nielson stated that there were two issues. The problem has been going on for a long time. The first issue is there are too many horses. The second issue is the condition of the corrals and the waste from the horses. The town has more than worked with the Keele’s in the past. David said we have run out of good will and that the issue needs to come to an end. He said that the animals need to be removed, the yard cleaned up and the animal rights revoked. Charles Evans said he agreed with Dave. The neighbors have been complaining a lot. Bryan Brown said that it is a problem and he agrees with Dave as well. We have sent numerous letters, we are at the end of our rope, and we have no other choice. Gary Barney agrees with Dave and the others. We have given the Keele’s numerous opportunities to do the right thing. He said we should revoke the animal rights. Mayor Peterson stated that the town has the authority to revoke the animal rights but we could also restore the animal rights in the future. Ric Keele provided a letter to the council asking for another opportunity to solve the problem. He said he did not deny that there was a problem. He has made a contract with Jason Ogden to clean the corrals quarterly. He said he had a situation where he was required to move his horses to his residence. He asked for one last chance to fix the problems. He asked for three months to fix the issues. David said that he does not want to run the horses out of town as he has horses in his back yard as well. The issue has not been resolved in the past. David said he would not be totally opposed to looking at Ric’s plan. Ric would be expected to reduce the number of his horses to five within one week. Mayor Peterson said he was not opposed to giving Ric additional time if the council agreed. Bryan said he was worried about what it would look like in six months after the hype is gone. He would be okay with seeing if Ric would take action on the problem. Dave stressed that the number of horses would need to be down to five by next week. Gary as a close neighbor said the smell is very bad for the neighbors. He said that when the corrals are cleaned the manure needs to be hauled away. David said that it would be Ric’s responsibility to clean the corrals and not Jason Ogden’s. Mayor Peterson stated that it seemed that the council wanted to give Ric another chance. David said that there is currently a weather issue. There is a lot of mud. Charles suggested giving Ric 60 days to resolve the issue. Mayor Peterson said there would need to be a good faith effort by Ric. The horses would need to be down to five by next week. The council decided to give Ric two months to clean up the mess and comply. The council asked that the issue be on the agenda next month to evaluate the progress. Ric thanked the council for the opportunity to fix the situation.
9. Sevier County Mosquito Abatement Program. Approve Larvicide Invoice.
Mayor Peterson reviewed an invoice and letter from Mark Stewart, the Sevier County Mosquito Abatement Manager. The county is asking for support for the county mosquito program again this year. They are asking for $2,000.00 to help offset the costs. Wilma Ames said that mosquito spraying does not work. She said that bug zappers work much better. The council feels that the county mosquito program is very effective, they want to continue supporting it. David Nielson made a motion to pay the $2,000 that the county has requested. Bryan Brown seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.
10. Street Improvement Project. 

David Nielson reported that the project is moving rapidly. Jones and DeMille Engineering have scheduled the 60% review meeting for January 26th at 1:30 p.m. There are some issues with the utility poles especially those owned by CenturyLink. Rocky Mountain Power will move the few poles of theirs that are in the safety zone. We do not have a franchise agreement with CenturyLink, so we can not ask them to move their poles. Dave discussed the cold in place process. A portion of our roads can be completed with this process. The bid will be set up so that we receive bids for the cold in place process as well as the regular asphalt process. The project should be ready for bidding in March. David reported that the application process has started for the Rural Road Grant program for improvements to Center Street, Sevier River Road and South Main Street. Funds from this program are available in five years. We would need to get supplemental funding from the CIB. David said he would meet with the Rural Roads group in February.

11. Americans With Disabilities Act. CDBG funding application.
Mayor Peterson stated that he needed approval from the council to submit the application for CDBG funding for our proposed ADA compliant restroom. The restroom will cost approximately $150,000. ADA compliant walkways are also needed around the restroom. Charles Evans made a motion to proceed with submitting the application for the CDBG funding for the ADA compliant restroom. Bryan Brown seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The application will be submitted by the January 29th  deadline.
12. Water Rights. Proof of Beneficial Use or Extension Request due.

We have received letters from the state regarding three of our water rights. The proof of beneficial use is due. Two years ago we submitted the paper work on the proofs and they were rejected since we could not show that we were using all of the water. We recently reported our water use for 2015 at just over 200 acre feet. We have just over 300 acre feet of water rights. About 30 acre feet need the proof of beneficial use. David asked how long we could go without providing the proof of beneficial use. Charles stated that the state has changed their requirement to require that we show we are using the water. David expressed concern about losing the water rights. Charles said that the town had purchased irrigation shares with the idea of making the other water right go further. Mayor Peterson stated that we are not currently in danger of losing our water rights but that could change in the future. Dolan Miller said there have been water right problems in Nevada. A request for an extension of time to submit the proofs will be submitted to the state. There is a $50 fee for each of the water rights. Mayor Peterson stated that we will discuss some of our water issues and needs in our February meeting.
13. Department Head Assignments and Duties.

Mayor Peterson stated that he would not be changing the assignments from what they currently are. Gary Barney will take over the assignments that Becky Bastian was doing. He will be responsible for the park.

14. Appoint Town Clerk and Town Treasurer as per State Code 10-3-916.
Mayor Peterson appointed Allen Henningson as the Central Valley Town Clerk and Shelley Brown as the Central Valley Town Treasurer.  Bryan Brown made a motion to approve Allen being appointed as the Town Clerk and Shelley being appointed as the Town Treasurer.  Gary Barney seconded the motion.  Mayor Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charlie Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Mayor Peterson reported that he had changed Allen and Shelley to Salary. They will be paid a set monthly amount based on an average from last year.
15. Planning Commission. Appoint and Approve new planning commission member.
Mayor Peterson reported that Nathan Empey has agreed to serve on the planning commission. He will replaced Kayde Roberts. Mayor Peterson appointed Nathan Empey to the planning commission. Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the appointment. Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.

16. Budget Updates. Consider Amending Current Year Budget. Set Public Hearing.
Allen Henningson reminded the council members that he provides each month in the packet a financial statement for the previous month. It details the previous months expenditures and revenues for both the general fund and the water department fund. It shows year to date expenditures and revenues as well. Shelley provides a register report that shows the detailed expenditures and deposits for the past month. These expenditures are required to be approved by the council each month. Allen said that with the CIB funding for the road project, we will be required to amend our current year budget to include the funding and the project expenditures into our budget. The total road project will cost $2,875,000 as estimated by Jones and DeMille Engineering. Increases to the budget will be a CIB loan for $250,000 and a CIB grant for $2,585,000. The town will provide the remaining $40,000 from the road budget. A public hearing was set for February 17, 2016 to take comments on amending the budget. 

17. Approval of monthly expenditures.  
Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the December expenditures. David Nielson made a motion to approve the December expenditures as described. Bryan Brown seconded it. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

18. Council Members Reports.
David Nielson reported that the 60% review meeting would be at 1:30 p.m. on Tuesday, January 26, 2016 at the Jones and DeMille office. He reported that Scott Thomsen has been working on the road crack seal project. They have completed the subdivision on 100 South where Becky Bastian lives. The crack seal machine owned by Annabella has quit working. They are trying to get it repaired. David reported that the town is willing to help provide funds to repair the machine. Staker's did crack sealing on the town roads in 2009 for $21,000. Scott and Bruce are doing a great job with snow removal.

Bryan Brown reported that Nathan Empey will be the new chairman of the planning commission. Brandon Barney will be the co-chairman. The planning commission was provided some good input on road standards by Kayde Roberts in the last meeting. A licensed contractor will be required for road construction within a new subdivision. The planning commission has agreed to be one of the signatures on the building permit. Nathan Empey will need to sign the building permits for the planning commission. 

Charles Evans reported that the water samples were all good for last month. He has been working on the power project at Meacham Springs. We are waiting on Rocky Mountain Power to put in a new power pole. Charles reported that the Down Town well has some vibrations. He will work with Todd Steward to resolve the problem. The annual water use report has been completed. We reported using about 69 million gallons for last year. Kevin Moore is working on the Meacham Spring power project.

Gary Barney asked about plugs for the splash pad to keep the runoff water out of the system. Bruce has been trying to keep the snow shoveled off the splash pad. David Nielson offered his pump to remove the water from the splash pad tank.
Mayor Peterson reported that the Zeluff property transfer has been completed. Dr. Zeluff donated 10.29 acres of property to the town. We will need to move the road when it dries out enough. He reported that Sevier County has raised the daily price for the inmate work crew. It will be raised in increments, first to $90 a day and then to $120 per day. The dog licensing clinic will be held on February 6, 2016 from 9:30 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. Dogs outside of Central Valley can be licensed here as well.

19. Adjournment. Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn. Bryan Brown made a motion to adjourn, Charles Evans seconded it. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Gary Barney voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The meeting was adjourned at 9:35  p.m.
