3. CERT TRAINING WITH CEDAR FORT FIRE DEPARTMENT
· Mathew Chase explained the importance of a town having residents willing to volunteer their time to get Cert trained. By having the training, it will benefit the town in case of an emergency or natural disaster. In emergency situations it is important to have someone with training to be able to handle the situation. This training requires a lot of volunteered hours to become certified.  Mathew Chase asked if the Council felt anyone would be interested in attending the training. He said if there was anyone interested, he would get more details for them.
· Mayor Hancock said that most of the Council has full time jobs and are already volunteering and he felt that to ask any more of their time would be hard for them.
