Commission Chair Will Talbot opened the meeting
Clerk Kali Gleave offered an opening prayer, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
DWR employee Kevin Bunnell presented an annual PILT payment for land for a total of $2350.20.  He informed the commission that the DWR has met with all 12 irrigation companies concerning going forward with the diversion at the Elbow ranch.  They will not be changing any water flow so there has been no objection.  The process is now going thru the courts to get that decree.  They have put the money aside to put in one pivot and farm 100 acres, with a potential of up to 300 acres with the intention of leasing it to someone local.  The lease will be under a stipulation of farming the first two crops and leaving the third crop standing.  Commissioner Bushman asked about leasing to someone who could pump instead of using gravity flow water system.  Kevin informed him the cost to do the gravity flow system repairs wouldn’t be possible.  Commissioner Bushman has heard if they have to pump it they are not interested because of the cost.  Farming 100 acres wouldn’t pay the power bill.  Kevin appreciates that information and will be looking into it.  He also updated the commission that the Piute Reservoir does seem to be doing better where fishing is concerned.  Periodically they are going to have to kill the lake to keep fishing productive. Commissioner Blackwell mentioned that the construction manager from state parks is looking for rock to fix the water way at the bridge at the reservoir.  Commissioner Blackwell asked Kevin to check on the state section up Kingston Canyon to see if the state parks could get rocks from there.   Kevin commented on the meeting held in Richfield a few days ago.  He recognized the frustration on Elk that is still out there.  He hopes to continue working toward fixing this issue.  Because of snow conditions they could not fly like they should have.  This herd being over does not help the issue on the 10-mile allotment.  Commissioner Bushman wants to bring these things front and center.  Kevin challenged the sportsman to get together with the agriculture side and work on a few issues, such as the horse issue.  He understands this doesn’t affect Piute County but we need to start somewhere.  The state is on board with not collecting wolves in Utah.  He will be meeting with Mexican authorities in Mexico City concerning this issue.  
Doug Allan was present to discuss the Community Theater with the commission.  He passed out a handout concerning another performance that he would like to do again this summer.  He has several original plays but they are not an old west theme.  He would like input from the commissioners as well as some possible dates when this could be held.  He has been told there is no time during the fair this year.  Last years production was fantastic and would like it to continue.  Last year they did borrow some equipment from Panguitch.  The amount he has quoted for this years production after purchasing equipment would be around $2350.00.  He asked the commission if they supported this.  Commissioner Blackwell said he is not going to change the fair.  All of the 24th activities would be done by around 4:00 on Saturday the 23rd.  He thinks they should still have a matinee also.  Darin asked about August 5th and 6th?  Jacob Hamlin or Porter Rockwell.  The jamboree is the 10th thru the 13th.    5th and 6th looks like the best dates.  Darin informed Doug of the equipment the chamber has.  He thinks it is a 12 mike input set up equipment.  Commissioner Bushman told him to contact Milo Medley for access to this equipment.  Utah office of tourism does have some grant money that the county would have to match, but can be used for marketing.  As far as a program goes Doug wants to know what they are thinking.  Commissioner Blackwell likes Butch Cassidy every other years and doing something different in between.  They are pleased with whatever Doug comes up with.  
Emery with six counties was present.  He presented a list for CIB projects.  He and the commissioners discussed all of the projects listed.  All changes need to be made by April 1st.  The bridge by Otter Creek was discussed.  Getting a surveying company such as Savage Surveying to start on this was discussed by the commission.  They agreed to get with Ryan Savage on this.  This list is changeable and not set in stone.  The money situation will be discussed next month according to Emery.  Commissioner Blackwell mentioned we need a replacement on the CIB Board.  Commissioner Ogden from Sevier County has our backing.  On May the 10th there is a meeting on how to fill out applications.  Commissioner Talbot will be signing the consolidated list. 
 David Grow had asked to be on the agenda concerning zip lines he is wanting tpo put at Big Rock Candy Mountain.  Commissioner Bushman has since checked into this and contacted David Grow.  Gaylon Matheson, building inspector, was contacted and he gave all information needed to David Grow.  One of the requirements mentioned was that they would need stamped certified engineer plans for the two zip lines that they want to build.  
Commissioner Blackwell received a compliance letter concerning the Woody Bio Mass Grant.  Commissioner Bushman thought we were past the deadline and so there were no ties on having to pay this back.  Commissioner Blackwell needs to send a reply to this letter.  Some pieces have been sold. The total price for these pieces will be researched and Kali will be putting a letter together with details.
 Piute ATV Trail Invoice was presented to the commission.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to commit $500 for reprinting of the trail brochure.  Commissioner Rick Blackwell seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Kristi Fautin with EMS presented her report.  There are two trainers coming tonight and there is EVO training.  The Competitive Grant application process is coming up.  She is going to put in for that.  One EMT needs to be recertified by the end of the month.  The EMS has12 runs for the year.  We have received some money back from collections.  
A Road Closure Ordinance for Piute County was discussed.  Commissioner Bushman drafted the resolution ordinance for Piute County road closures.  Commissioner Bushman read the resolution and asked for everyone to make changes that they see necessary.  There was a bill passed by representative Roberts saying we give written notice to agency with dispute.  They have 30 days to respond. Commissioner Bushman will add that into the resolution.  He would like to clarify width restrictions of roads.  County Attorney Scott Burns will find the statute.  Garfield County is doing something similar.  Commissioner Bushman will be sending the resolution draft to Brian Bremner to look over.  
MOTION:	Commissioner Rick Blackwell made the motion to approve the continuation of this resolution and to get it how it needs to be by our next meeting. Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
  Sheriff Marty Gleave would like another resolution concerning burning also put in place for Piute County.  Sheriff Gleave and Commissioner Talbot met with Mel Bolling with the Forest Service.  Sheriff Gleave thinks Mel will be workable. Sheriff Gleave has gotten a lot of feedback on both sides of things.  He thinks we are in a good spot right now.  Brian Carter took Jason Kling’s position temporarily. Commissioner Bushman thinks the Chief of Forest Service Tidwell is wanting to work things out also.  County Attorney Scott Burns agrees with the stance we have taken, and thinks it went exactly how it should have to our benefit.     
A Building Inspector appointment for Piute County was discussed.  Mel Terry is not doing new construction.  Contact Darin Bushman contacted Sevier County and they are reducing their head count.  This includes building inspector John Hicks that has helped Piute County in the past.  Marysvale went into an agreement with Gaylon Matheson.  He is employed with Richfield City and will be coming thru Piute County weekly.  He is certified in all aspects.  His rate structure was discussed with the general break down.  $100 per sq. foot for a new residence, with $40 a sq. foot for a garage, and  $40 a sq. foot for a finished basement, $15 for unfinished.  The county could give a reduction to first home residences.  County Attorney Scott Burns recommended making a motion to appoint him as the Piute County building inspector to serve at will under a handshake agreement.  Gaylon has also informed the commission that if someone in the county wanted to get certified to do residential permits, he would continue to do commercial.  Primary residence minimum would be $1000.  Anything above that would be a 50% reduction.  Shane Millett questions the secondary residence issue but other than that he agrees.
MOTION:	Commissioner Rick Blackwell made the motion to hire Gaylon Matheson as an at will Building Inspector for Piute County at the rate structure approved by the commission. Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Shane Millett, Recorder/Treasurer, has a big record book that is falling apart on him.  There is one company that will rebind.  They are working with Beaver right now.  It will cost about $1500 to rebind.  He would also like his wife to come finish binding a book that she had started on and not quite finished.  The company is actually out of Texas but they are in Beaver and could come over for a couple of days.  Shane would like the commissions approval on this.  It is in his budget.  Therefore, no motion needed.  
Trent Wilde asked Commissioner Bushman what closure he was referring to on the Beaver Mountain.  It is one by Price Springs.  He also mentioned sitting in a NCRS meeting and discussed emergency water shed protection.  The County did put in with the NCRS three years ago to do diversion structures around Circleville.  They had no money at the time.  The diversions are still a problem.  The County has not been notified concerning an ongoing Circleville project.  Commissioner Bushman will check into this.  Trent also wanted to discuss a visit with his supervisor concerning vehicle issues.  His supervisor wanted him to reiterate what the state vehicle is for.  County work should done within the County should be done with a county vehicle.  The state is paying 100% for this vehicle.  Usually the county pays a portion of this.  Commissioner Bushman would like to meet with his supervisor.  He will be setting up a meeting with our commission, Wayne Counties commission, as well as the USU supervisor.  
Discussed the senior citizen van and Kali will be looking into the contracts.  Commissioner Blackwell asked Sheriff Gleave if the Durango would be available for Trent.  Durango would be used with the EMS.  Sheriff Gleave said the white Durango could possibly be used.
Commissioner Bushman discussed a quote given to him by Paul for upgrading access points.  He will touch base with Paul on this.
Commissioner Blackwell gave a report of the 6 counties meeting he attended. 
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to create a capitol vehicle fund account. Commissioner Rick Blackwell seconded the motion.

Sheriff Gleave presented a contract to the county attorney and the commission concerning a SAR card.  This would be an independent insurance program that Search and Rescue members could purchase.
