Resolution 2016-08 Net-Metering Moratorium Extension
Mayor Monnett read in full Resolution 2016-08, with the intention of extending the net-metering moratorium to July 1, 2016 to give the Council time to revise the current policy they have been working on with the Spring City Power-Advisory Board (SCPAB). Council Member Harmer expressed concern that the City has had the moratorium in place for an extended period of time, and questioned whether an additional three months will make a difference. Council Member Sorensen assured the Council that the SCPAB is close to having something ready. He expressed that he is not in favor of having a 300-page document, and that it needs to be narrowed down to about seven pages. Sorensen committed to presenting something to the Council, with or without the approval of the Power Board. Council Member Coltharp added that Spring City has only had an active Power Board for six or seven months. He commented that it would be wise to ensure that we’re all in agreement and not putting the City at risk. Council Member Harmer counseled that the documentation needs to be simple and easy to understand. Mayor Monnett agreed that it needs to be short and concise.
