COMMERCIAL SUBDIVISION
Brandon Roberts met with the LUA regarding beginning Phase I of a commercial subdivision at approximately 4200 North 200 West.  He would like to construct a building to be leased to tenants just west of the proposed Cache Valley Mortuary.  There is no need to subdivide with just one building on the lot – this will come as he develops further.

He will need to bring the water from the west of the mortuary to the west property line and then south to the furthest point utilized in Phase 1.   If the water model comes back that there is not sufficient water pressure, Mr. Roberts will need to loop the water line from Camp Chef.   Looping the water could also be necessary, dependent upon occupancy and size of space leased.   Jay Downs, Fire Chief indicated that fire hydrants must be placed no further than 400 – feet, hydrant to hydrant.   Brandon indicated that he was planning on installing an 8” line. 

Brandon said that his engineer indicated that there is sufficient fall that he can utilize the same sewer main as the mortuary. 

The LUA has no problem with development of this lot.  Brandon was told that he must provide a nice exterior surface on the north side of the building.  He may proceed with site plan and architectural drawings and submit for review by the Planning Commission. 

RESIDENTIAL SUBDIVISION   Mr. Lamb cancelled afternoon of April 19, 2016
Discussion with Richard Lamb regarding a residential subdivision on property located at 909 South 50 East.  Subdivision proposal is for 2 phases.  The first phase proposal is 4 lots on 4.2 acres.  

SIGN PLACEMENT
The LUA discussed the placement of a sign for Cache Valley Car Wash on Center Street.   The sign contractor has asked the LUA to consider relocation of the sign, next to the sidewalk due to the retention pond.  The sign would be in the middle of the retention pond at a 20’ setback.   The LUA maintains the ordinance and the sign must be placed at least 20’ back from property line.  The base could be built up and the sign lifted so that it can still be seen.  
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
