Welcome and Introductions – The meeting commenced at 9:30 and was conducted by Debbie Ballard.  Members and guest introduced and welcomed.
Minutes – Change Taylor-Christen to Taylor-Christensen.
A motion was made to approve the minutes as amended; it was seconded and passed unanimously.
I. Public Comment Period – No public comment
II. Center for Technical Assistance For Excellence in Special Education – 
John Copenhaver – Handed out a packet that included the following pamphlets and fliers: Part C SPP Indicators; State Performance Plans and Annual Performance Reports; Disability Awareness: A Primer on People First Language; An Educator and Parent Primer on Special Education Acronyms, Abbreviations, and Definitions; Suggestions for Part C/B Collaboration; Special Education Panel/ICC/CDPD Similarities and Differences; Part C Birth-2 Years Old.

John Copenhaver discussed the ICC’s Roles, Functions, and Best Practices as it relates to Part C of IDEA.  Some of the topics discussed were; the Purpose for the ICC, ICC Membership, Conflict of Interest, Operationally Defining Advise/Assist, Representing a Stakeholder Group, Functions and Duties of ICC, ICC annual Report, Procedures of ICC, ICC Bylaws, Setting Annual ICC Priorities, and The ICC and OSEP.


John suggested that ICC parents consider joining the State Special Education Advisory Panel once their children become school age.

The ICC must prepare and submit an annual report to the Governor and to the Secretary on the status of early intervention service programs for infants and toddlers with disabilities and their families.  The ICC decided they will use what Baby Watch has prepared for the APR this year and next year would like to move towards a report similar to the Annual Report Baby Watch had prepared in the past.

The ICC has decided to implement some of the ideas discussed in John Copenhaver’s presentation; having the ICC assist Baby Watch with the APR, having a short orientation every Sept and setting priorities for the ICC, and setting priorities for the committees.
III. Membership Review - Barbara Fiechtl has been asked to be the Personnel Prep Representative and has not accepted yet.  The ICC still needs a Legislative Rep.
Virtual Home Visits Update – 
Barbara Fiechtl & Sue Olsen presented the results of a grant they received to 	explore the use of technology to conduct Virtual Home Visits.

A virtual home visit uses the computer and Skype so the provider, from their office, and family, from their home, can interact in real time.  If the family did not already have the proper equipment USU loaned them what they needed. i.e. laptops, cameras, microphones, temporary internet connection, wireless cards, etc. Transition meetings were also held using this method.

Parent’s liked being able to stay home, not arrange childcare, convenient to not have to travel, and have less preparation for the visits. There is no charge to the parent/school district/etc.

The parents on the ICC mentioned they would rather have a home visit changed to a virtual visit in case of inclement weather or minor illness than have the visit cancelled.  The ICC providers also saw an additional benefit to the VHV; for example, one therapist can be at the home with the family and sign in with additional therapists using VHV during the visit.
IV. OSEP Visit Baby Watch had a successful Verification Visit from OSEP.  The Verification Visits happen about once every 6 years.

OSEP will send Baby Watch a report of the visit in February. Several topics at the visit were discussed and are expected to be included in the report.
1. There will be additional reporting requirements to the APR which will require Baby Watch to use their database to look at all programs for compliance at least once a year. 
2. Baby Watch has not had a formal written complaint in UTAH for several years. In order to help assure that issues parents may have are being addressed, providers and Baby Watch will need to start keeping a log of in-formal questions and concerns.  
3. Baby Watch also needs to assure that potential due process hearing Officers are trained on Part C requirements.  Baby Watch plans to use the Utah Special Education Law Conference as a place to recruit and train hearing officers.

Baby Watch will present the OSEP report and planned follow-up activities to the ICC.
V. Next ICC meeting has been changed.  The old meeting date was on January 26, 2011.  The New meeting date will be on January 12, 2011 from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm
