Held on April 7, 2016 at Town Hall 
At 6:30 pm

Members in Attendance:  Mayor Mike Johnson, Margo Miles, Mike Christiansen and Jan Palmer, Recorder

Opening prayer:  Mayor Johnson
Brigham City Water Connection:  Tyler Pugsley and Derek Oyler came to see about a water connection for Brigham City’s new Maintenance building on 6th North.  The reason they installed this building here in Mantua is to house the necessary equipment to provide care and maintain the property around the reservoir.  They also needed critical equipment to increase and improve efficiency for both Brigham City and Mantua.  This building has a small restroom and faucet on the inside so they can mix spray for around the reservoir.  And they do not have any external fixtures nor do they plan on any outdoor water use at this facility.  Derek and Tyler talked to their Mayor and City Council about coming in and talking to the Mantua Council about granting them a variance and wave the outdoor water impact fee and both the water outdoor storage impact fee since they don’t plan on using any outside water.  If sometime in the future the site is developed further then we understand we would need to come before the Council for any type of improvements that are made and at that time we would be willing to pay those Impact Fees.                                                                                                                                                                                            Mayor Johnson responded it was already voted on by a previous Council, not the current Council, that we would require a standard fee for inside and outside water for ½ acre.  So what you are asking tonight is that we reverse that decision.  Tyler said they do own a lot of property in the vicinity including the reservoir, and we do appreciate that we have these charges on just a ½ acre instead of 1 acre, but the footprint of the building is a lot smaller than that.  Tyler’s recommendation is impact fees should be there to pay for the impact the new development has on the existing infrastructure, whether it is water or sewer, we know that in order to charge impact fees you have to be able to justify that impact fee and if that site will have an impact on the system.  He knows Brigham City is different than Mantua but impact fees are the same for all of us and there are several times in our city we need to look at these impact fees on an individual basis and make necessary adjustments based on the information we get from the people.  We are just asking since it is about $8500.00 for the water Outdoor Impact Fee.  Mike C. feels he couldn’t make a decision without reviewing what the previous Council Minutes were and Brett is not here and he is over the water.  He would like to table it until he can see what exactly what they are requesting.  Tyler explained they are ready to go ahead and make connection right now if the Council would be in favor of them coming in and paying all of the fees and if this portion is tabled Brigham City would be good for the money if it is something they have to pay.  They would like to make the connection as soon as possible.  Margo is fine if it is tabled until a little more research is done but she feels we need to stay with what is in our ordinances.  Every time we put emotion into a decision we get slapped in the face.  She is more than willing to have it tabled, but whatever it says in the Impact Fee it what it should be.   The Mayor feels this is an important enough decision that it might have ramification for other people so he would like to table it too.  With the provision that, Brigham City will be good with whatever decision we come up.  Tyler responded yes they would the Council should remember that the Impact Fees do need to be justified.  The Mayor said these fees were already justified and instituted so he thinks we are clear that way.  He concern is, if it is reasonable to charge Brigham City in this instance, for outside water they won’t be using.  Tyler said they wouldn’t even be here today if it was just a Water Impact Fee.  The Mayor agrees with tabling it go ahead and get with Harper on a connection out there.  It will be put on the agenda for a decision for the next meeting on April 21, 2016.  Tyler asked for their information, what was the process with the water connection bringing brought before the Council without Brigham City being present?  Why was it discussed at that point in time?  Jan Palmer explained that Tyler and Derek had come into the office and asked to be put on the agenda, and then the night of the meeting they didn’t show up.  Tyler remembered that he didn’t call to verify they wouldn’t be there.  
Clerk Introduction:  The Mayor introduced our new Part-Time Financial Clerk Jenny Catalano she will be working 3 days a week and Lori Hurd will work 2 days a week.  
Business License Ordinance:  The Mayor asked if everyone got the email from Nathan about what he felt may be confusing with the Business License.  The Mayor did not have any problems with it personally.  If others Council Members are having issues with it we could look at changing it before we vote on it.  Mike C. said he will stand by his previous statement which is, while it is an unusually large sentence he thinks the clarity is there.  He doesn’t have any issues with it.  Margo felt like it was very specific.  The Mayor explained that before them they have the Enabling Ordinance what it does is basically repeals the past ordinance and enacts the new ordinance.  He would entertain a motion to accept this ordinance as presented here as Ordinance 2016-04-07.

Fee Schedule:  The Mayor said Nathan had sent an email with concerns on the Fee Schedule for renters.  He explained that we charge the renters separate fees for water and garbage.  He went on to explain when someone rents out part of their home they are to have separate kitchen, bathrooms and entrances for the renter.  Also this is a business to these residents who get rent for their home.  
It does state on the Fee Schedule that renters pay for sewer so Jan will check into that.  The Mayor said we will table the Fee Schedule until next meeting.   

Water Tank Land:  The Mayor asked if all Council Members received the email from Bruce Jorgensen on suggestions for granting Mr. Spiers contract.  Margo and Mike C. both responded they got it but hadn’t had time to look at it.  The Mayor said basically he just listed a number of requirements we need such as a legal description of the land, that we set forth parameters for granting a water connection in the future and things that he feels we should be careful with.  The Mayor can’t see why there would be any objection to anything that he has suggested.  If there are going to be any changes they should be mentioned before Bruce finishes this contract.  We need to get moving on this so we can get the water tank.  Margo had a couple questions on that.  Was it the ability to get a water connection? Because of the purchase of the water connection do we have something that says we can sell him a connection in the County as long as it is a greater good for the community?  Margo said it was stated before he could get one if he became compliant which means he would have to be annexed and it would have to be up to him to do that process.  It wasn’t guaranteed it would be accepted either way.  But legally are we covered in saying we can grant him one even though he is in the County?  The Mayor pointed out that in Bruce’s statement he did not feel this would create a precedence because this is a unique situation and it was for the over whelming good of the Town to purchase this land.  That being the condition of purchase we could grant that without the worry of precedence.  Bruce said it is done occasionally it is not unheard of and we should be able to do that without any long lasting negative effects.  The Mayor asked Harper to proceed in seeing if Mr. Spiers would comply with any of those suggestions from our Attorney.  Margo asked what if the other developer comes back to build on the property on the other side of the field which is also County and he is told no, will this open up doors we don’t want to open.  The Mayor said our Attorney said that we are not required to allow another connection in the County even if it is on the other side of the field.  Harper said one comment Bruce said is it doesn’t set a precedence because it benefits the entire community.  The other thing he pointed out was since this in not in incorporated city limits you are under no obligation to sell anybody any connection outside of your municipality regardless of what you have done in the past.  Where this is for a water tank it is going to show that this one connection is being offered for him to purchase in the exchange of the property being purchased for the tank and it will benefit the whole community.  So this is an offer for him to purchase it is not been given to him.  

Emergency Operations Coordinator:  The Mayor pointed out that we are looking for an Emergency Coordinator for our Town if anyone in the audience is willing you can raise your hand.  Since Kim Birch retired from the position, we are in need of someone new.  Mark Millet the County Coordinator is planning on a major Emergency Preparedness Fair this fall at the Fair Grounds.  Vendors from all over will be in attendance.  Mike Christiansen is over Emergency Preparedness so he can use all the assistance he can get in finding a new Coordinator.  If we want to access FEMA monies we need to have this program in place. 

Departments:
Maintenance:  Harper doesn’t know if this is really maintenance but it concerns a building permit out on Willard Peak Road.  A couple years ago a Danny Hulse built a home.  On his plot plan he had an outbuilding in the rear yard but he did not apply for a separate building permit for the outbuilding.   A city official met with him and said he needed a 6’ setback for side and rear.  The foundation is there for a 40 x 50 foot building and he has now applied for a building permit but the roof will be too high for those setbacks, the setbacks should be about 8 ft. for that size of building.  He has since said he will change the pitch of the roof which will lower it but it still will not fit in the 8’ setbacks.   The situation is such that Harper visited with the adjoining landowner Steve Marsh and he is fine with the building.  So does the Council want to let him pursue going ahead with that building or do you want to pursue other options.  He will put his dripline at about 18” which means it will be about 4 1/2 Ft from the property line.  The Mayor feels because of the circumstances and he was told he could do it from a previous Town Official, even though if might be against the Ordinance, common sense would be that we let him go ahead and build it.  That would be the Mayors recommendation.  Mike C. said he had a similar experience and he tried to find the setback requirements and they were pretty hard to get hold of.  When the Town Official says one thing then actions are taken off it, we need to back that Town Official and say it can go forward.  Margo asked if that means we allow him to go as tall as he wanted the first time or have him lower it.  Harper said he is fine with lowering it.  Margo clarified that there were errors made on the Town Official side but if he could come into compliance as close as he can then she is fine with it.   She would like to know if this is hearsay or has this been recorded.  Harper responded that if it is hearsay and it ends up a legal issue it will be a he said, she said.  Margo wanted to know if anyone has talked to the previous Town Official.  Harper said he has but the Town Official doesn’t remember the conversation.  Harper does not feel like the conversation was fabricated because he pointed some things out and he said some things that were pretty sound.  The hard part is we have to be careful what we say.  Maybe the Official didn’t understand the setback requirements. The Mayor is fine with accepting his building.  Margo asked if he had actually applied for a building permit.  Harper did confirm he did and he didn’t approve it due to the setbacks.  He would have to resubmit a new building permit.  The Mayor would like to have him come before the Council with his new building permit.  Harper’s concern is there was an inspection done at the same time as the house inspection was done.   

Planning and Zoning:  Harper said the suggestions in the Neighborhood meeting have all been looked at one time or another and we can look at all these again but he can’t stress enough that our hands are somewhat tied with what we can and cannot do.  If we start asking for concessions from a developer as in more trails and etc. you are then going to be dealing with the density bonus.  So 107 homes then turns into 150 homes.  So we need to pick and choose what we really want to do and what we will allow and won’t allow.  Decisions were made by previous Planning Commissions and Councils that we weren’t going to deal with a density bonus because when the first subdivision was originally proposed up there they had 328 homes going in the two parcels of property because of density bonuses.  Those same parcels will have probably 225 homes in this proposal.  We have had many conversations in our planning meetings on this, it is a big change for Mantua.  We will definitely discuss these suggestions in our meetings and everyone is welcome to attend. 
The Mayor does agree with the idea that we need to start using some of our impact fees for whatever we can.  But he would have to disagree with the suggestions of things that are not required in our Land Use Book.
  
The Mayor reported we have a vacancy on our Planning and Zoning Commission Jan Palmer has resigned from the Commission.  So it has been suggested we appoint Jerry Bushman to that position.  He has expressed willingness to do that.  So unless there are any thoughts to the contrary we will go ahead and appoint him.  Jerry introduced himself, he lives at 840 W. Main St, he was approached by the Town Officials and he looks forward to serving.  He does want to make sure things are done properly he thinks we do have a pretty good handle on things here.  But we do need to be careful so it doesn’t turn into something we don’t want.  He is more than happy to serve.  The Mayor said that he had heard that Jerry had some experience in Planning.  Jerry responded he did have some experience in Planning with another Fire Department.  So he does come with a little experience.  He hopes he can make an impact here.  

Celebrations:  Mike C said he did know that Nathan found someone to do Little Miss Mantua Pageant. 
Law Enforcement:  The Mayor said that Brad talked to him about maybe leasing our Town vehicles.  Cache County does this and then they turn them over every couple of years before the warranty is expired.  That way you keep new vehicles and keep your repair costs down.  He would love to pursue that so he will try to get some additional information on leasing vehicles. 
William Shoemaker asked the Mayor what he should do if there is someone driving through his neighborhood at 3 a.m. with their headlights out.  Mike said you should call 9-1-1.  William said he just moved to Utah and he doesn’t know what the rules are.  In San Francisco he would go on his front porch with his shot gun until the officer arrived and then they would tell him to go in the house.  The Mayor said you are allowed to protect your own home but you have to be careful of all the intricacies of the law.  It is best to just call 9-1-1.

Consideration to pay Bills. Mike asked about the streetlights bill one of the streetlights was $472.00 while the others are around $62.00.  Harper explained that there is a base rate.  Mike C. didn’t know if that was indicative of a problem we may want to look into.  He will sign it but we should find out what it is.
