1. Minutes from September 24, 2015 meeting were reviewed. Mike Rolfe mentioned a few errors in spelling that were noted and Karmen Sanone requested to change the members not in attendance from Absent to Excused. Lori Burk made a motion to approve the amended minutes; Carol Ormond seconded by. The motion was approved.

2. GRAMA Appeals Process update:

· Ordinance 2.82 and policy 2040 has been updated to reflect the new GRAMA appeals process. The process will include an initial denial review at the Agency level, and then if it continues to be denied, the appeal will go to the Chief Administrative Officer of Appeals and lastly, the Local County Appeals Board. There will be information available for agencies to review the new process on the Records Management website in March.
· Members of the Local Appeals Board will be a rotating Committee member a (1) year commitment, alternating among the three throughout the term. I again would like to thank Antigone Carlson, Tamara Pullan, and Carol Ormond for volunteering to serve for this first year. 

3. County Ordinance 2.81.010 and Policy 2050 amendments:
a. A recent change was made to remove the EIN as PII data within these at the request of HR. Currently, HR would like to offer voluntary insurance options for employees, with options like pet insurance, cancer insurance, etc. and they are running into problems with vendors who do not have a way to identify employees who opt-in. Some employees that use their EIN as their passcode on keypads to enter their office as well as Healthy Lifestyles. Facilities were addressed to change this. Lori Burk from the Health Dept stated that she has been working with payroll to still be able to use the EIN with Healthy Lifestyles in order to identify employees without any issues regarding HIPAA, etc.

4. Legislative Session:
a. Maren brought up a bill currently being heard at the State Legislature that involves GRAMA. HB 63, Fees for Government Records Requests, which would allow an appeal to waive fees be treated in the same manner as any other appeal for records.  The Recorder’s office is also following it. Gavin also mention SB94 regarding Body Cameras worn by Peace Officers. The bill states that any law enforcement agency that uses body cameras will have policies and retentions in place as well as a classification of private.

5. Utah Transparency Advisory Board:
a. Neil and Maren attended the recent Utah Transparency Advisory Board and were able to hear a very well done presentation by the Recorder’s Office. Julie Dole and Karmen Sanone discussed their presentation and the feedback received from some of the board members.

6. New business.
a. Agency Records Officer Certification
i. Maren mentioned she had recently spoken to Lorianne at State Archives regarding Records officers listed on the Open Records Portal. She had stated that only certified records officers were allowed to release records when requested. Maren asked the committee if anyone had heard this before. If it was fact, then only a handful of agencies would be able to release records or Maren as the Records Manager would have to release them on behalf of the agencies. Would the County need to now have to also the certification all records representatives within the agencies? A discussion was had amongst the group stating that many agencies have multiple departments and records designees. Maren said she would look into this further and e-mail the committee her findings.
