3. 	Recommendation on Tooele City Reuse Lakes and Overlake Golf Course Amended plat – final plat approval Request 

Presented by Rachelle Custer

This subdivision consists of 8 lots and 16 ponds.  This plat is a vacation and resubdivision of the Tooele City Reuse Lakes Plat and the Overlake Golf Course Plat, to reflect the actual as constructed locations of the parcels, ponds and easements.  Two plats combined into one plat showing what is actually constructed.  Staff recommends approval. 

Commissioner Smart asked if Perry Homes is involved.  Ms. Custer stated Perry Homes and Drew Hall are the present owners of the Overlake properties.  

Councilman Pruden asked if this is the next phase in the Overlake Development.  Ms. Custer stated there have not been any residential subdivision plats submitted.  Mr. Bolser stated there has been interest expressed in developing homes around the golf course, however, a time frame has not been discussed.
