
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD APRIL 11, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Ben Henderson, Landfill Director Hal Giles and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works & Landfill Department Update

Director Giles reported that he met with Kelly Christensen with Wasatch County last week and discussed the possibility of having women inmates come out and pick up trash.  Joe Summarell with Rafter 7 Enterprises brought inmates to the Landfill and picked up trash. They are hoping that they can do this every Friday.  
Director Giles also reported that free dump week is April 23rd-April 30th and May 7th. He will advertise on the radio and mention that all blow-able loads need to be tarped or regular fees will be charged.

Director Henderson stated that he has a part time position open for a truck driver.  He also stated that he will meet with the owner of the zipper in the next few weeks and that the 550 north road that was done is as smooth as glass.

Building Official Karl Mott joined the meeting at 9:23 A.M…
Director Henderson stated that the blanket bond covers all surfaces and he feels that with these changes that they will be more proactive than they have been in the past. 
RESOLUTION NO. 16-02
A RESOLUTION AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 13-10 

CONCERNING ROAD CROSSING AND EASEMENT ENCROACHMENTS
WHEREAS, Duchesne County requires, by ordinance, an application fee and bonding when a road crossing or easement encroachment is necessary; and,

WHEREAS, it has been determined that the existing fee structure and bonding requirements adopted in Resolution 13-10 are inadequate; and, 

WHEREAS, Duchesne County desires to reduce the spread of invasive plants and noxious weeds by construction equipment, 

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that:

1. The fees, policies, and requirements relating to any encroachment within a county right of way, as set forth in Exhibit A attached hereto and hereby incorporated by reference is adopted.
2. The Right of Way Encroachment Application includes language that requires the applicant to comply with State and County weed ordinances. 
3. Any existing fee amount contrary to this resolution is changed to reflect this new fee schedule.

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution shall take effect immediately upon passage and publication as required by law.

Chairman Winterton stated that they are partners with the project and suggested that Official Mott inspect the building and waive the fees.  Commissioner Burdick stated that they are ready to pore cement.

Clerk Auditor JoAnn Evans joined the meeting at 11:42 A.M… 
Official Mott stated that he is a member of the Sons of an American Legion and they want to know if the beer wagon with be able to have a trailer at the fair this year.  It’s the only fund raiser that they do and if so, they need to get the appropriate permits.  Chairman Winterton stated that they need to discuss this with Sheriff Dave Boren. 

Grant Update & Discussion Of Buses
Uintah Basin Association of Governments Director Laurie Brummond and Payroll Administrator Becky Caton joined the meeting at 9:39 A.M…
Director Brummond stated that she would like to purchase buses and have one go to Daggett County.  She requested that the Victim’s Advocate employees do a daily work log to track their hours and suggested that the county adopt an on call policy.  Chairman Winterton asked Administrator Caton to work on a policy with guidelines.  Director Brummond will get a copy of what the state has.  Commissioner Burdick is okay with cell phone stipends for two part time volunteers and allowing up to $1,100 for a computer. 
Consideration Of An Occupational Safety And Health Policy

HR Director Melissa Yergensen joined the meeting at 10:17 A.M…
Director Yergensen presented a policy that she would like added to the procedures book.  She sent it out to department heads for review.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the Occupational Safety and Health Policy.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Consideration Of A Memorandum Of Understanding Between Duchesne County And The Ashley National Forest – Associated With The Forest Service Plan Update

County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 10:36 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that Attorney Allred has reviewed it and he recommended adding language for the GRAMA Act.  If there are any issues, we have the opportunity to comment before the public.  Commissioner Todd motioned to enter into a MOU with the Ashley National Forest associated with the Forest Service Plan Update.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of A Request From The BLM To Participate In A Nine Mile Canyon Special Recreation Management Area As A Cooperating Agency

Administrator Hyde stated that the BLM Is doing an update on the Special Recreation Management Area (SRMA) plan and there are 68,000 acres within Carbon, Duchesne and Uintah Counties.   We want to be involved so that the Public Lands Initiative is adopted according to our recommendations. Commissioner Todd motioned to sign the letter to the BLM accepting their invitation to participate in the Nine Mile Canyon Special Recreation Management (SRMA) plan update as a cooperating agency.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of A Draft Letter To The BLM Regarding Comments On “Planning 2.0” Rule

Administrator Hyde stated that this is the rule that the BLM has proposed concerning their 225 million acres of land across the west.  The deadline is April 25th but we are hoping for more time to review.  He wanted to get it before you today in case they don’t’ get an extension.  Commissioner Todd motioned to send out the letter if the extension is not granted.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Vouchers

Treasurer Stephen Potter & Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 10:58 P.M…
Treasurer Potter stated that Julie Lowsey has two parcels for a total due in taxes of $956.99 which equates to $141.50 for 7 months.  She has renters that are willing to pay for it if they have to.
