	3. 	Public Hearing and Motion on Conditional Use Permit for a 19 foot tall detached 	garage to be located at 925 West 1220 South

Presented by Rachelle Custer

This application is a request for approval of a Conditional Use Permit for approximately .654 acres located at 925 West 1220 South.  There is a home currently on the lot.  The applicant would like to construct a 2000 sq. ft. 19 ft. tall detached garage.  Any accessory structure in excess of 15 feet is required to have a conditional use permit.  It is under the allowed lot coverage, and they are staying out of the easement.  It meets all codes.  At this point it will be required to obtain a building permit to begin construction.    

Staff recommends approval of the request for a Conditional Use Permit by Travis Marion/Torri Rydalch application number 2160138, subject to the following conditions:

	1. 	That all requirements of the Tooele City Engineering and Public Works Divisions are 			satisfied throughout the construction of the building, including permitting. 
	2. 	That all requirements of the Tooele City Building Division are satisfied throughout the 			construction of the building, including permitting.
	3. 	That all requirements of the Tooele City Fire Department are satisfied throughout the 			construction of the building.
	4. 	That all requirements of the geotechnical report are satisfied throughout the construction 			of the building. 
	5.	That any lighting placed on the building be directed down onto the site as to not spill into 			neighboring properties.

	4.	Public Hearing and Motion on Conditional Use Permit for outside storage to be 			located at 122 East 1000 North by Quester Gas.

This application is a request for approval of a Conditional Use Permit for approximately 4.99 acres located at 122 East 1000 N.  The property is currently zoned General Commercial.  The applicant is requesting that a Conditional Use Permit be approved to allow for the development of the currently vacant site as a service center with outside storage.  The service center component is permitted.  It’s the outside storage that requires the Conditional Use Permit.  This is not a facility that Questar Gas will have the public coming to, except maybe an occasional salesman or delivery person.  This is a facility that the local field crews will work out of.  The equipment and parts that they will be using will be stored in the accessory building on the site.  They will have an office at the front, and a garage in the back.  The equipment and parts will be stored in the garage.  They will have some sand and gravel in the outside storage to be used for repairs.  There will also be occasional equipment stored here that is brought in from Salt Lake to be temporarily stored.  There will be a masonry fence surrounding the site.  They have done some fantastic landscaping to make this not look industrial, as per our request.  All outside storage will be screened by landscaping and the masonry wall. 

Staff recommends approval with the following conditions:

1. That all requirements of the Tooele City Engineering and Public Works Divisions are satisfied throughout the development of the site and the construction of all buildings on the site, including permitting.
2. That all requirements of the Tooele City Building Division are satisfied throughout the development of the site and the construction of all buildings on the site, including permitting. 
3. That all requirements of the Tooele City Fire Department are satisfied throughout the development of the site and the construction of all buildings on the site. 
4. That all requirements of the geotechnical report are satisfied throughout the development of the site and the construction of all buildings on the site. 
5. All lighting be directed down onto site.
6. Mechanicals and outside storage to be screened from the street view.
