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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION

CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH
A regular meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission of Central Valley Town was held on February 3, 2016 at the hour of 7:30 pm at the Central Valley Community Center, Central Valley Utah after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6 UCA 1953, as amended to date.

STAFF MEMBERS PRESENT: Bryan Brown and Allen Henningson.

Pledge of Allegiance: Led by Nathan Empey
Nathan welcomed those in attendance to the meeting. Nathan asked for a roll call.  Nathan, Aaron and Brandon were present. Susan Outzen and Freida Keisel were not in attendance as they had other commitments.  Allen was asked to take the minutes.  Nathan asked if the other commission members had reviewed the January meeting minutes. Since Brandon was not present at the beginning of the meeting the approval of the minutes was delayed until Brandon arrived at about 8:00 p.m.  Aaron Elison made a motion to approve the January minutes.  Brandon Barney seconded the motion.  Nathen Empey voted yes, Aaron Elison voted yes, Brandon Barney voted yes, Susan Outzen was absent and Freida Keisel was absent.  The voting was unanimous in favor of approving the minutes. 
Agenda Item 1: Genera Plan Review.  
Nathan opened the discussion by asking about the General Plan and what remains to be completed. Bryan stated the General Plan needs to be completed. Its completion was delayed due to other priorities that came up such as the water source protection and storage unit issues. He said that we had been waiting on Paul Damron to prepare some maps for the General Plan. We need some maps that show future roads and the current zoning. We need to correct the Manwill property to R-1 from R-2. There was discussion regarding creating a commercial zone. We will be working on making changes to the Land Use ordinance regarding commercial zones and storage units. We need to better define what can be allowed in the residential zones. Susan had prepared a review copy of the General Plan for the commission to go over. Nathan conducted the review of the General Plan. The Motto, Mission Statement and Vision Statement were reviewed. There were no changes suggested for them. Bryan reviewed the maps that are needed for the General Plan. Bryan will work with Paul Damron to get some maps printed off. The Land Use map, public facilities map and the street map were considered the top three priorities for maps needed for the General Plan. Section 6, Plan Elements was okay. Section 7, Land Use and Development, was reviewed; gutter, sidewalks and curbs was changed to a short term goal as well as long term goal. We want the subdividers to pay the cost instead of the town. Need to add commercial to the industrial zones. Zone of influence refers to annexation, need to say annex as deemed appropriate instead of rezone. The need for a commercial zone was discussed. Brandon stated that we need to resolve drainage issues. We need to check spelling of technics under land management strategies. Section 8, Transportation was reviewed. We need to define street lighting and what it means. It was suggested removing street lighting from our ordinance since we are not enforcing the requirement. It was stated that we should be enforcing our ordinances or change them. Street lighting should be a short term and long term goal and not when feasible. It was suggested that we add short term goal to widening of roads and designating truck routes. Section 9, Public Facilities and Services was reviewed. The sewer system was discussed. The splash pad could be added to current facilities. Section 10, Housing Development was reviewed.  There is no goal stated. Bryan read the goal from our current General Plan for housing. He will get with Susan and see if there was a goal that was already agreed too. We need to add short term for multi-family and subdivision developers to be required to pay costs. Modular homes were discussed. Section 11, Economic Development, was reviewed and looks good. Section 12, Parks and Recreation was reviewed. Add short term to updating when necessary and maintain park in a suitable manner. 
The needs for the General Plan were summarized. We need to finalize the maps. Nathan stated that he would scan the changes that were agreed to for the General Plan and send them to Susan to incorporate into the plan. A public hearing will need to be held. We need to address commercial. 
Agenda Item 2:  Subdivision Ordinance Rewrite Project.   
The Subdivision Ordinance and Land Use Ordinance will be worked on after the General Plan is completed. Need to address commercial zones.

Agenda Item 3:  Other Business as needed.
The Planning Commission discussed the approval of the Vickie Parker building permit. Nathan will review the permit with Mayor Peterson prior to signing the permit. It is for a modular home. There has been a variance granted for the property.

ADJOURNMENT 

Nathan Empey asked for a motion to adjourn.  Brandon Barney made a motion to adjourn, Aaron Elison seconded it.  Nathan Empey voted yes, Aaron Elison voted yes, Brandon Barney voted yes, Susan Outzen was absent and Freida Keisel was absent.  The voting was unanimous in favor of adjourning the meeting.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:05 p. m.
