A regular meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission of Central Valley Town was held on March 2, 2016 at the Central Valley Community Center, Central Valley Utah after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6 UCA 1953, as amended to date.

MINUTES:  
Approval of  February 2016 meeting minutes:  Nate Empey suggested the committee wait and see if Brandon Barney attends meeting as Nate was the only one present who was at the February meeting.  
The committee went on to the agenda.  After a few minutes it was decided  to move onto the approval of minutes.  Susan Outzen made a motion to approve minutes as written; Frieda Keisel seconded the motion.  Nate Empey voted yes, Susan Outzen voted yes and Frieda Keisel voted yes.  Minutes were approved. 
AGENDA:  
General Plan:  Bryan explained  to the committee (1) what the general plan is and (2) why we have one and (3) and how the Central Town General Plan was designed and written from the answers of a previous  survey that was sent out to the Central Valley population.  
Nate led the committee through the changes to the general plan suggested at the February meeting; both Susan and Frieda approved the suggested changes; Susan will prepare a final document with the changes for the next meeting. 
Maps:  Bryan gave a demonstration of the available Central Valley Town maps that are on the website:  http://precision-gis.maps.arcgis.com .  The maps were commissioned by the town council and prepared by Paul Damron. The maps actually reside on Mr. Damron’s website and are available for our use.  We cannot update or amend them without going through Mr. Damron.  The committee felt like the maps (1) were in need of further work on the entry of information and (2) also to make them more user friendly for copying just the town’s information rather than large areas that are not in the town boundaries.  Mapping is a large and important part of a general plan and the committee wants to add the maps when they have been improved.   
Industrial Zoning:  Bryan explained that at the present time Central Valley does not have a commercial/industrial zone.  Our zoning at the present time is:  R1 – 1/2 acre residential; R2 – 2 acre residential; OS – Open space for use of public facilities, churches etc.
Any business that would move into Central at this time would be into a residential zone with a conditional use permit.  Our committee is scheduled to work on the conditional use part of the land use ordinance in the next few months.  
Subdivision Rewrite Project:   Because of meeting time limit the committee did not move into the subdivision rewrite project.  However, Susan explained that the last subdivision packet was fairly complete except for any changes the committee might want to make.  The subdivision rewrite project was continued to next meeting.  Everyone was encouraged to study the packet given them in January so they would be up to speed with the information.
