The Board of County Commissioners met on April 4, 2016, at 10:00 a.m. for its regular Commission
Meeting.   Attending were:  Commissioner Michael Dalton, Chairman; Commissioner Mark Whitney; Commissioner Tammy Pearson; Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor; Scott Albrecht, Administrative Services Coordinator; Michelle Evans, Commission Office Coordinator and Von Christiansen, County Attorney.

Pledge of Allegiance
Previous minutes were presented by Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor.  With minor adjustments and edits, motion to authorize minutes was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous.
Ginger McMullin presented County bills for review and approval.  Motion to approve County bills was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.
Motion to enter into closed session was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson, vote was made unanimous, for the purpose of discussing the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; discuss strategy for pending or reasonably imminent litigation, real property negotiation.  Roll call vote, Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Dalton “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”.
Motion to leave closed session was made Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, and the vote was made unanimous. Roll call vote, Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Dalton “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”.
Update with the USDA Forest Service, present was Kathy Johnson.  Ms. Johnson met with the Commission to discuss the current update with Recreation, Timber and Range activities for the coming season.  They discussed a meeting with local permit holders, and how they felt the success of the meeting went.  Comm. Dalton inquired about cattle guards in certain areas.  They also discussed the Kent’s Lake Rd and the maintenance on said road for spring 2016 season.  Mr. Keven Whicker inquired on the Sulpherdale Rd and the maintenance schedule on it for this year.  Mr. Christiansen inquired about the prescribed burns that are scheduled for this year.  Mr. Albrecht shared the information about an Ad that will be coming out in the local newspaper, regarding the Tushar Lake Campground and how the County still manages the campground.
Break for Lunch
Farm Bureau of Beaver County Updates.  Present were David Roberts, Jennifer Marshall, Bret Bradshaw, Sterling Brown, Linda Noyes and Don Noyes.  They discussed the legislation affecting agriculture in Utah this year.  Comm. Pearson and Comm. Whitney requested to be placed on an email list for updates.  Mr. Brown discussed green belt issues for agriculture in Utah.  Mr. Brown also discussed vehicle/livestock accidents.  They would like new legislation on open range issues.  Mr. Roberts addressed the Commission regarding closed range on Hwy 21.  There has been new fencing installed from Greenville to Minersville on Hwy 21.  Discussion regarding the canals, there is GPS coordination effort in process on the canals in Beaver County and the grazers are encouraged to participate.
Waste Management Special Service District #5.  Present was Mike Neilsen.  The Commission requested information regarding the Land Fill.  They inquired as to whether or not they are covering the land fill or building a hill to cover the waste.  There is a concern about the wind and the way it blows.  They discussed installing a catch fence.  The space available was also discussed.  Comm. Whitney suggested a Public Hearing, to inform the public of the impact to the citizens.  
Winding the Old Courthouse clock.  Present was Paul Barton, Beaver City Treasurer.  He discussed the process of Beaver City paying for a service of winding the Old Courthouse Clock.  He felt like the responsiblility should be of the County.  The County owns the Old Courthouse Building.  The County will assume the responsibility of taking care of the winding of the Old Courthouse Clock. 
Ratification of DWR Road Maintenance Agreement.  Comm. Whitney discussed a maintenance agreement.  Motion to authorized signatures to agreement was made unanimous.
Special Service District #1.  Commission unanimously agreed to ratify the appointment of Walt Kerksiek to replace Valentina Ferguson as a board member.  
Fairgrounds Discussion.   Discussion was taken regarding the land east of the Fairgrounds.  The County would like to gain this property from the BLM.  It was the consensus of the Commission to include this acreage of BLM and STILA acreage in agreement.  They would like to acquire BLM property under the disposal list.
Motion to enter into closed session was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, and the vote was made unanimous, for the purpose of discussing the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; discuss strategy of pending or reasonably imminent litigation, real property negotiation.  Roll call vote, Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”, Comm. Dalton “aye”.
Motion to leave closed session, was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson, and the vote was made unanimous.  Roll call vote, Comm. Dalton “aye”, Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”.
Discussed the Resource Management Plan update.  Keven Whicker, Beaver County Resources Manager, met with the Commission to discuss updates with the County’s RMP.  Mr. Whicker discussed some action items from a meeting he attended last week.  The Commission Office was assigned to send letters out to the interested parties regarding the recap of the items discussed in the meeting Comm. Pearson and Mr. Whicker had coordinated for the County permit holders.
Commission Chamber update.  Comm. Pearson discussed decorating options in the Commission Chambers.  They discussed inviting citizens to display pictures of Beaver County to be hung in the Commission Chambers.
Discussed Surplus Property.  It was the consensus of the Commission to list the provided items as surplus.
Congressman Chris Stewart’s update from staff.  Due to a scheduling conflict, Congressman Stewart’s staff was not able to attend this meeting.
Comm. Whitney discussed a letter that was drafted by the Commission Office, regarding an agreement between CS Mining and Beaver County for post-mining use of the Truck Stop Facilities Area.  This requirement is coming from the Division of Oil, Gas & Mining.  Motion to authorize signature on letter was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was made unanimous.
Commission discussed the title assignment of Michelle Evans.  The official title will be, Commission Office Coordinator.  It was the consensus of the Commission to accept said title.
No further business was discussed, meeting adjourned.
