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AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF THE VIRGIN UNIFORM LAND USE ORDINANCE REGARDING THE MAXIMUM BUILDING SIZE OF HOTEL BUILDINGS IN THE HIGHWAY RESORT ZONE.

WHEREAS, the Town Council has reviewed and evaluated Section 22.8.3 of the Virgin Uniform Land Use Ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Town Council is authorized by State Law to amend the Zoning Ordinance;

WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Commission have conducted public hearings regarding this proposed Ordinance amendment;

NOW, THEREFORE, in order to provide for the welfare of Virgin and its present and future inhabitants and businesses, to protect the tax base, be it ordained by the Town Council of Virgin as follows:

1.  Section 22.8.3 of the Virgin Uniform Land Use Ordinance, entitled “Maximum Building Size,” is hereby amended to read as follows:

2.   22.8.3. MAXIMUM BUILDING SIZE.
In no case shall any one building exceed 20,000 square feet. The Town may consider expansion of a building size up to a maximum of 45,000 square feet, subject to conditions set forth by separate development agreement to be recorded against the property.
