Building Permits are mandated by Utah Law. Glendale Town adheres to a building code, as well as planning and zoning ordinances. Although we in Glendale Town wish to retain Glendale’s unique individuality, we are closely monitored by the State of Utah in this regard. We have a Building Inspector on staff.  To stay in compliance, or to determine if you need to purchase a building permit to satisfy  local and state code, please contact  Mike Chamberlain. 
If you have recently completed an addition, a remodel, or new construction of any type call Mike at 435 689 0817 for a review of your project. Failure to obtain proper permits may result in future fines. If you are just starting a project, please call Mike, or a member of Planning and Zoning. Please note that when a licensed contractor builds without obtaining the proper building permit he/she is subject to strict censure from the State, including loss of license and citation of a class 2 misdemeanor. The second offence results in suspension of licensing for an undetermined time.  Please remember to stay compliant when you build. Thank You.
