The regular meeting of the Fountain Green City Council was held on Thursday, January 28, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. in the Fountain Green City Hall, 260 W 100 N, Fountain Green, UT.

Oath of Office.  Newly elected Fountain Green City Councilman Dean Peckham and re-elected members, Holly Oldroyd and Jerime Ivory were sworn in by the City Recorder, Michelle Walker.
Appointments. Jerime Ivory made the motion to accept the Mayor’s appointment of Allen Christensen as Fire Chief, Michelle Walker as City Recorder and Lola Stewart as Treasurer.  Seconded by Dean Peckham, all in favor.

Kimball and Roberts – Annual Audit Report for Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2015.  Rick Roberts  went over the management letter, bond compliance and financial reports along with the findings of the annual audit.  The City complied in all material respects, with the compliance requirements that could have a direct and material effect on the City.  The results from the Auditor’s test disclosed three instances of noncompliance that is required to be reported under government auditing standards.  They were found under the General Fund Budget, Open and Public Meetings Act and posting of minutes.  The Auditors gave recommendations regarding each of these issues and responses were given by the City.  The financial statements are in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States.  Note:  Audit reports are available in the city office for review.                                                                                                                                  
Central Valley Medical Center proposes an early pay-off of the Medical Clinic bonds.  Brent Davis, CFO from CVMC, stated that the hospital (CVMC) would like to pay off the bonds for the Clinic that the city is currently paying on.  As of March 1st that payoff would be $103,000.  It is stated in the Lease that CVMC does have an annual option to purchase the building.  There was a question as to whether the property that the clinic is located on was included in that purchase.  Mayor Ivory stated that he will look into it. Dean Peckham made the motion to let Central Valley Medical Center payoff the bonds on the Fountain Green Medical Clinic.  Seconded by Jerime Ivory.  Jeff Walker voted no.  Holly Oldroyd voted no.  Scott R. Collard was absent.  Mayor Ronald L. Ivory broke the tie with a vote of yes.
Application for a Water Connection. Garrick Willden presented a formal application for a water connection on behalf of Evan Jacobson.  Mr. Willden was able to show the Mayor and City Council where the connection would be located on a generated view of the connection plan.  Mr. Jacobson then went through each point listed on the application.  The application and connection plan can be reviewed in the city office.
The Council asked Mr. Jacobson to give them some time to review the plan and application since it would affect the culinary water and its availability.  Mr. Jacobson agreed, but asked them if they would do it in a timely manner.  Council will have it on next month’s agenda
Update on culinary water well – Drilling will hopefully start sometime in March.  Bids will go out for piping and installation.
The Council has asked Mr. Willden about the City putting together a Masterplan.  Which would help the city define where and how they want the growth to take place within the half-mile buffer zone.  The city can submit a grant application to the CIB.  They have issued grants for at least 50% of the bill.  Jones & DeMille have hired a couple of people to help cities with these plans. He will schedule the consultants to come, combining it with the work meeting to be held on Thursday, February 11th.
Application for Fire Station Grant. Dean Peckham made the motion to table the CDBG grant application for the fire station.  Seconded by Holly Oldroyd, all in favor.
Cemetery Job Opening.  Holly Oldroyd stated that John Field is retiring from his job of taking care of the cemetery. The position will need to be put in the paper and ran for two weeks.  Interviews will be set up for February 18th.
Jones and DeMille pay request.  Jeff Walker made the motion to approve the pay request of $18,988.90 from Jones & DeMille for engineering costs that are within the scope of the budget.  Seconded by Holly Oldroyd, all in favor.
Signs for City Offices.  Jerime Ivory made the motion for Michelle to go ahead and order the office signs for the city hall.  Seconded by Dean Peckham, all in favor.
Minutes.  Jeff Walker made the motion to accept the minutes as read.  Seconded by Holly Oldroyd, all in favor.
Mainstreet Improvements Project Bids.  During the work meeting (previous to this regular city council meeting).  Mike Naser, Ensign Engineering, presented the two bids, one from Carlisle Excavating located in Salina and the other one from A&D Jensen Contractor located in Richfield, that came in for the Mainstreet Improvements Project.  Mike will set up a walk through with both contractors and then have the bid selection ready for the February’s City Council meeting.


Miscellaneous – 
There has been no response from Holiday Oaks.
The City received another letter from BLM regarding the horse open range proposal, stating that comments will be taken until Feb. 16
The AOG sent a letter to the city stating that Fountain Green Justice Court has been recertified.
Duplexes – Planning Commission Chair, Bryan Allred expressed his concern with enforcement issues regarding duplexes within the city.  According to the General Plan, duplexes are not allowed in the city.   There are some homeowners in town that are renting out the basements of their homes, one in particular has both floors rented to different non-owner families.  Mr. Allred stated that if the Mayor and City Council are not going to enforce it, they need to make the necessary changes in the General Plan. After much discussion it was decided that the Planning Commission review the general plan on duplexes and bring their recommendation to next month’s city council.
Dean Peckham made the motion to adjourn.  Seconded by Jeff Walker, all in favor.
