The regular meeting of the Fountain Green City Council was held on Thursday, February 25, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. in the Fountain Green City Hall, 260 W 100 N, Fountain Green, UT.
Council members present:  Scott R. Collard, Jerime Ivory, Jeff Walker and Holly Oldroyd.  Excusing Dean Peckham.
City Employees present:  Officer Chad Huff and Michelle Walker.

Pledge
Oath of Office.  Newly elected Fountain Green City Councilman Scott R. Collard was sworn in by the City Recorder, Michelle Walker.
Controlled Intersection at 200 N 500 W.  Resident, Craig Burgess, came before the Mayor and City Council requesting a stop sign, either stopping traffic going north and south or east and west on his corner.  He has witnessed several near mishaps because of drivers traveling too fast and others not slowing down to look for traffic traveling in the opposite direction.  The Council stated that there were yield signs there but apparently have disappeared and have not been replaced.  Chad will talk to Roger, both will look at the city’s traffic plan regarding stop signs, but will likely reinstall the yield signs.
Municipal Wastewater Program Report.   Jerime Ivory made the motion to accept the annual Municipal Wastewater Program Report which is how the state tracks the condition of the City’s sewer system. The report includes such things as water flow going into the sewer lagoons and growth of the city.   Seconded by Holly Oldroyd, all in favor.
Sanitary Sewer Management.  Scott Collard made the motion to accept the Sanitary Sewer Management Program which is state mandated and basically defines the city’s sewer overflow policy. Seconded by Jerime Ivory, all in favor
Out of Town Water.  Jeff Walker explained the findings of Rural Water representative, Terry Smith, as to why (in the best interest of Fountain Green City) the Mayor and City Council would not allow any more out of town water granted.  As of right now, there are 417 water meters and 24 of those are outside of city limits.  There are enough empty lost inside the city limits on city streets to double the number of meters (based on ½ acre lots).  If raw land, inside of city limits were to be developed, there could be an additional 100+ meters.  Taking the highest usage of water used, subtracting that from the city’s 1 CFS and dividing it by the states required figure of 800 gallons per day that leaves the city enough water for an additional 331 meters.                         
Application for water connection.  Gene Jacobson, representing Evan Jacobson, explained what he would like to accomplish:  1. Review the Water Ordinance approved in 1993, which defines culinary water service, non-resident service and non-owner service.  Mr. Jacobson commented that the Ordinance is still in place and there has not been a legal moratorium placed on granting water out of town water until Evan’s application.  There is a correct and legal way to make changes and the city council should go through the proper procedures.  2.  Evan has the right to receive water service requested in the formal application.  3.  There is in fact enough water to grant the service right now.  
Mr. Jacobson would like to have approval tonight.  Mayor Ivory recommended that issue at hand be tabled until further review.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Scott Collard made the motion to accept the Mayor’s recommendation that the vote be tabled until further review.  Seconded by Jeff Walker, all in favor.
Culinary Water Project Plan.  Jeff Walker made the motion to accept the plans as designed by Jones and DeMille.  Seconded by Holly Oldroyd, all in favor.
Masterplan update – Shannon, Rural Community Consultants, presented the outline of a potential Masterplan offered to Fountain Green City.  This would include a Priorities Workshop and an Annexation Policy Plan.  It would take approximately 102 hours to develop and would cost approximately $16,500.  That approximate cost would be reduced without the workshop.  For Rural Community Consultants to update the entire General Plan would cost around $40,000.
If the City were to apply with CIB, they will often approve a ½ grant to help with costs.
The Mayor stated that he did put it on the capital improvements list.
Mainstreet Project Update.  UDOT decided that the curbing located within the block of the Mainstreet Project did need to be raised 6 inches.  Ensign made the adjustments and submitted the plans back to UDOT.  There is a walk-through scheduled for Monday, March 7th and the bid selection on Thursday, March 10th.  
Scott Collard posed a question:  Can we legally open up the bidding again to see if more bids would come in?  Mike was concerned that it would put the project back too far because of advertising requirements.    Scott mentioned that if you open the bidding back up to anyone (not just to those who prequalify) you give more contractors a chance. Mike asked Scott to talk to the contractors and get a guarantee that they will put in.  Mike will ask his supervisor if that’s okay.
Ensign Engineering Pay Request.  Scott Collard made the motion to pay Invoice #53768 for $1,235.00 and Invoice #54209 for $2,280.00.  Seconded by Jeff Walker, all in favor.
Website Information.  Scott Collard made the motion to accept the proposal from Nate Palmer, Designate Media, to set up a website up for Fountain Green City.  The initial site build will cost $990.00 with a deposit of 50% required before beginning the project.  The annual cost for hosting, maintenance and domain registry is $560.00.  Seconded by Jerime Ivory, all in favor. It was suggested that the website could advertise for various vendors to help pay for the annual cost. 
Duplexes.  Planning Commission has nothing official yet.  
Semi-Trucks.  Chad gave the Mayor and Council copies of the amended ordinance regarding vehicles parked on city right-of-ways.  He feels that the amended ordinance is still not completely understood.  Chad will work on the rewording and bring it to the next city council.
City Bills. Jerime Ivory made the motion to pay the city bills.  Seconded by Jeff Walker, all in favor.
Minutes.  Jerime Ivory made the motion to amend the minutes to say with application the CIB may grant ½ of the cost of a Masterplan and accept the rest as read.  Seconded by Jeff Walker, all in favor.
Executive Session.  Scott Collard made the motion to move into an executive session to discuss legal matters regarding the medical clinic.  Seconded by Jerime Ivory, all in favor.
Jerime Ivory made the motion to move back into the regular city council meeting and adjourn.  Seconded by Jeff Walker, all in favor.
Meeting adjourns at 9:30 p.m.
