Prayer was offered by Marlow Plumb. Meeting called to order at 7:21 p.m.  Bills have been signed.  Minutes were emailed to all board members prior to the meeting.  All have read the minutes for March 3rd Town Council Meeting. Russ made a motion to approve minutes. Marlow seconded the motion.  Minutes were approved for March 3, 2016.

Pelorus Training for Council Members
	Pelorus training will be tomorrow, Friday, April 8th at 9:00 a.m. here in the town council room.  Matt has to leave by 10:30 a.m.  Chad won’t be able to be here.  Chad will get training at a later date.

Utility License Agreement Review & Approval for the State:
	Russ talked to the Engineer that sent this out and has been in contact with several other people since then.  They are trying to figure out the right-of-way down the highway.  The state figures it is 33 feet from the center line which takes it to the fences on either side of the highway.  Karl is concerned if it is recorded that way.  ULGT told Russ one paragraph is too vague and should not be signed as it is.  The paragraph holds the state harmless for any damage caused along that roadway.  Russ called a legal hotline and talked to Steve Hansen.  He said to have the UDOT lawyer call him direct and he would explain what was wrong with the agreement.  Russ is waiting to hear back from Steve Hansen after he talks with UDOTs attorney.  The issue is with the State of Utah not being liable for any damages they may cause.  Karl explained to Chad what was going on since he wasn’t here last month.  Chad is in agreement with the rest of the council.

Update on the proposal to purchase & install two solar speed limit signs:
	Russ heard back from the man in Richfield.  They want to stay with the way it was originally – using an electric sign at the West end of town and a solar sign at the East end because they already have the materials.  Russ explained the issue with the budget year and it not being in the budget for this year.  The man understood and they would put the poles up anyway and install the signs later.  The cost will be the initial cost they gave us.  




Revised Cemetery Ordinance Review:
	Russ gave us all copies of the revised cemetery rules and regulations.  A copy will be posted with these minutes on the public website.  This is good to be presented at a public meeting for comment.
Russ will post this revised ordinance in the post office again for people to review prior to the public meeting. 
	
Building Ordinance/Planning & Zoning Revisions Review:
	Since the approval of Sylvan Lovell’s subdivision last month, it has been found that the subdivision has not been recorded with the county as the council was lead to believe.  Bob Morris gave a copy of the building requirements to the Lovell family.  Jim Edwards told Bob that all that has been done is the plot map drawn up.  	Bob told Marlow about this and then Marlow gave the check-list to John Winsor outlining what has to take place before the subdivision can move forward.  The check-list covers any type of building permit.  
	Procedure is as follows: Go to town clerk, get check-list.  Have Mike Ferrell, Bob Morris, and the Mayor sign the form when all the requirements have been met.  The confusion happens when people get in a hurry and corners are cut.  Everyone will be required to follow this same procedure.  Marlow read the check-list to the town council.  How the physical address is assigned was questioned.  It is believed that Connie Hansen, from the county makes that assignment.  We keep the water impact fee but the building permit fee goes to the county.
	Bob was gone for two weeks when this was going on.  He suggests we have an alternate listed as someone who could sign in case he is out of town or if Mike Ferrell is out of town.  
	Russ suggested the backflow preventer requirement be included in the building requirements.  Bob Morris had a backflow preventer installed and he has had problems with it locking shut so then he had no water.  The water pressure fluctuates too much.  With the new water system does the water pressure fluctuate as much?  It happens when the water gets shut off someplace and when it comes back on it locks up the preventer.  The issue may be solved with something they’ve installed at the pump where the pump kicks on when the pressure gets so low.
	Marlow asked how much the county will charge Sylvan to subdivide.  Bob recalls it being $100 plus $10 per lot after that.  His biggest issue will be that the property across the road comes to his fence line.  He will need their approval to have access across their property to get to his land.  That road needs to be fixed as to where the property lines are.  They should not go across the road like they do.  Chad thinks the council should look into getting it corrected.  Russ questioned if there is an easement existing on that road?  Chad said the first thing to do is to go to the county and see what roads are recorded and which ones aren’t.  Russ will look into this since he is over the roads.
	Bob asked about the status of the bridge over the canal and why it hasn’t been completed.  He asked if Russ could use some help.  Russ said he would like the help, but it will be in about two weeks before he can get to it.
Marlow asked about the time pressure we are feeling from Sylvan.  Bob said John doesn’t plan to start building until October.  Sylvan will be leaving in July for a year.  
	Bob left the meeting at 8:00 p.m.
	No public meeting will be necessary for this item.



[bookmark: _GoBack]Water Ordinance Revisions Review (specifically water connections outside town limits):
	There were a few changes made to what they presented a couple months ago.  Chad will make the changes and get it posted in the post office along with the cemetery ordinance before the public meeting.  Chad will meet with Todd Tolley and get his input on the wording before it is posted.  Karl is concerned about the wording concerning people tapping into the supply line when it crosses their private property.  This needs to be clarified.

Schedule Town Meeting for approval of ordinance revisions:
	Town meeting to approve the cemetery ordinance and water ordinance will be May 5th, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. 
	
Discussion of projects the town could use help with:
	Kenalou Evers is on the Community Advisory Committee that Ash Grove Cement sponsors.  She asked if there were any projects the town could use help with that she could ask Ash Grove to help fund.  They have a Sunderland Foundation that will contribute money to towns located near their plant sites to help with worthwhile projects.  They helped design and donated money to build the ramp access to our town hall.
	LED street lights – 33 lights at $200/each = $6,600.00, rock on road at cemetery – Karl is going to talk with Gordon Jarrett about this one.  We might could ask Ash Grove Cement to donate the rock and ask Dave Frandsen’s company he works for to haul it for us.  We will ask Kenalou to request a donation from Ash Grove Cement to help fund the LED light project.

Miscellaneous:
	Some issues brought to Karl’s attention recently:
		The trailer across the highway from the Wilcken’s has been sold and so has changed ownership – are there bylaws affecting this?  This particular trailer house had some prior agreement between two existing families and Karl is not sure it is a transferable agreement.  For trailer houses to be in town they should be in an area that is zoned specifically for trailer homes.  Trailer homes have been stopped from moving in, but not sure about existing trailer homes.  Karl is digging into the bylaws to find out if this sale was in accordance with the bylaws.  
	Karl came across another bylaw concerning the pay for town employees.  It states that if a town employee is being paid for two jobs they should only get paid for the higher of the two jobs.  Judy’s job used to be two individual people then the state said the treasurer had to be the same person as the water biller. So she is being paid correctly.
	Russ is the other employee affected by this bylaw where he serves as council member and does the town maintenance.  Russ wonders what the genesis was for that bylaw what the reason for this was.  Karl is going to look into this some more.
	Jill Gilgen asked Karl about the pitching machine the town owns.  She is interested in buying it.  It is stored in the shed by the ballpark.  No one is sure what condition it is in.  We will have Jill look at it and see what it is worth to her.  Judy pointed out it may need to be advertised before it could be sold to an individual.  We will find out if it works before doing anything.  If we decide to sell it, we will advertise it at the post office.

Departments:
Roads/Cemetery
	Nothing to report.
Water
	Kay gave updates on the water samples that have been done at the springs.  We have no creek influence going on at springs one and three.  She doesn’t know where the little bugs and things are getting in.  Springs are sealed off good – no outside influence.  
	Kay went to the water conference and reported the training was really good.
	Kay needs to have a note put on the water bills that if anyone wants a copy of the report they can contact Kay.  Karl asked for a copy to be emailed to him now as did all council members.
	The fencing up at the springs is being cut and left in disrepair.  Discussion about what to do to get this stopped.  Someone is hauling wood out of there. Chad is going to work on this.

Town Hall/Parks/Planning and Zoning
	Marlow was here for the republican convention and he felt like it was too dark outside the entrances.  He would like to revisit the idea of installing a light at each entry.
	Someone is getting into the girls’ bathroom in the concession building.  Russ has taken the battery out of the lock so it can’t be used.  Someone must have a key to be getting in.  The water is shut off out there all winter so the restrooms are not usable.  Kay suggests buying a new lock and recoding it along with a new set of keys.  Could re-key the current locks, is it more cost effective to get a new lock or to have them rekeyed?  Russ doesn’t think we need the coded locks.  Marlow will pick up three new regular metal door locks for the concession building.
	Chase’s used the town hall on March 26th, Jennifer Nielson has it on April 10th.  There is nothing else scheduled.in the town hall until Nov and Dec when Evers have it.
	Russ needs to pick up more fertilizer for the parks – two 50 lbs bags.  
	Rain gutter out back needs to be repaired or replaced.  Matt said they have some spray filler that would fix it.  Matt is happy to climb up and fix it.

Fire Department
	Matt did have another dog complaint last week with the Wood’s dogs.  The sheriff got involved again.  
	Gas tank security – what is happening with that?  Todd was going to build the boxes for some security cameras.  Nothing has happened with it yet.  Dave has a log he keeps track of the usage in.  We have only purchased gas once to fill them.  They didn’t use much last year because there weren’t many fires.
