Minutes April 21, 2016
The Minersville Town Council held a public hearing on April 21, 2016 at the Minersville Town Hall followed by a regular council meeting. 


Council present:  Ward Dotson, Jared Woolf, Barry Marshall and Brady Carter.  Town Marshal Kevin Carter and Town Clerk Cherie Wood.

Visitors:  Robert Worley, Kloby Blackner, Brandon Davis, Dylann Davis, Scott Albrecht and Amy Albrecht. 

Mayor Ward Dotson opened the public hearing at 7:00 p.m. and explained that this public hearing is to discuss the impact fee analysis to properly allocate the cost of culinary and wastewater systems improvements to new development.   

Mayor Dotson then opened the hearing to public comment.

Kolby Blackner explained that the planning and zoning commission made their recommendation on the fact that it has been 20 years since the last time impact fees have been raised.  
Scott Albrecht asked if someone could explain how Sunrise Engineering came to this figure.  Robert Worley from Sunrise went over the process formulation with him from the analysis.

Scott expressed his concern to the council that if they were to raise the impact fees to the maximum amount that it might discourage people from building here in Minersville. 

Amy Albrecht also voiced her concern that she and Bret are planning on building in the near future and she is concern about the high fees. 

The council will take these concerns into consideration when they set the new rates.

There were no other comments.  Mayor Dotson closed the public hearing at 7:35 p.m.
The council convened into the regularly scheduled council meeting at 7:36 pm.

Barry Marshall made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 7th council meeting without additions or corrections.  Brady Carter seconded the motion; all voted in favor, the motion passed.

Resolution No. 2016-1 A RESOLUTION IMPOSING IMPACT FEES:  Jared Woolf made a motion to pass the resolution to impose the impact fees for wastewater fees to $4,202.90 per ERC. Culinary water per ERC is $832.15 Drainage will remain the same at $60.00 and Park and Recreation will stay at $275.00.   Barry Marshall seconded the motion; all voted in favor, the motion passed.
Smithfield would like to know if the council would like them to redo a portion of the fence at the cemetery instead of the 2 benches.  They will still help with the tree planting and would like to put an arch over the other entrance into the cemetery if the council would like them to.

The Council agreed that if Smithfield could work out a way to redo the fence and the arch it would be a greater asset to the cemetery.  The projects will be done on May 12th from 3:00 pm-5:00pm or longer if necessary.  The Council would also like that day to be Minersville Town Arbor Day celebration for the year 2016.

The quarterly financial statement for Minersville Town was reviewed and any questions answered. 
The back hoe contract will be up in June 2016.  Kevin Carter checked with the John Deere dealer in St. George and they told him that they do have the state contract and will be willing to work with us in getting a back hoe.  They do not know the price for this year  but should know by next month.  
Mayor Dotson has talked to the Sherriff Dept. they are willing to bring down the inmates to help us out with the painting of the swimming pool locker room building.

Valerie Short would like to start getting the pool ready; the council thinks it would be better to hold off until the painting is done.

Library board members:  Mayor Dotson was given a list of names by the librarian. 

Other Business:

The Town Clerk has received the first pay request from Riley’s Construction for the park restroom in the amount of 36,720.00 Brady Carter made a motion to approve the payment for the restrooms.  Jared Woolf seconded the motion; all was in favor, the motion passed.  

Jared Woolf made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Barry Marshall seconded the motion.
