Aaron Skabelund, Rivergrove Neighborhood Co-Chair, presented a neighborhood report for the 11 

council.  He reported the Rivergrove Neighborhood had a mix of housing with many single 12 

family homes.  One of the oldest homes in Provo, a log cabin now covered by siding, was 13 

located in their neighborhood.   The residents had worked hard to improve their neighborhood by 14 

participating in several projects such as starting a mobile watch program, making improvements 15 

at Lions Park, and creating a more walkable community by putting sidewalks in along 800 West.

TOPIC Approval of Interlocal Agreement and Lease Agreement Related to the Provo-Orem 
Transportation Improvement Project (Bus Rapid Transit)

Background 

As transportation planning began several years in advance of the 2002 Winter Olympics, discussions 

were underway about the opportunity to use the coming Games to stimulate needed infrastructure 

improvements.  Most were needed for the Olympics, but many were simply needed and the Olympics 

became the catalyst for these improvements.  Both improved freeway access and enhanced transit were 

needed for the growth coming to the Wasatch Front, and the Olympic catalyst helped bring the first I-15 

project and the first rail-based transit in Salt Lake City.  Communities with Olympic venues outside the 

Salt Lake Valley (Park City, Ogden and Provo) were also studied for improvements, but price tags were 

well beyond the reach of reality prior to the Games. 

About the same time, the Wasatch Front Regional Council (serving the Salt Lake and Ogden areas), 

Mountainland Association of Governments (serving Utah, Summit and Wasatch Counties), UDOT and 

UTA began to work in earnest on regional transportation plans that included freeway improvements, 

other roadway improvements and transit expansion.  Part of the regional transit plan, the Inter-Regional 

Corridor Alternatives Analysis, called for a much improved, more predictable and faster mass transit 

system for the Wasatch Front urban area, including in Utah County.  Following this study completed in 

1999, MAG undertook an alternatives study to determine which approach was best for the Provo Orem 

area and which could be funded with limited local resources. 

This alternatives study was completed in 2005 by the engineering firm of Carter Burgess.  In that study, 

Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) was defined as the best alternative, and the preliminary route identified in the 

study called for the BRT to run in dedicated lanes on University Avenue from the Towne Center Mall to 

800 North, east on 800 North then north across the BYU Campus to University Parkway, then west into 

Orem (page 7-2).   

The alternatives study recommended proceeding with a full Environmental Assessment (EA) to comply 

with the National Environmental Protection Act (NEPA) to evaluate alternatives and assess the 

environmental impact of those alternatives.  That study began in 2007 and was completed in 2011.  As a 

part of that assessment project, various routes were identified and evaluated based on environmental, 

cost and operational factors.  As a part of the EA, a new alternatives analysis was conducted in 2010 

which resulted in the definition of the locally preferred alternative.  This study demonstrates the extent 

to which analytical work was done, alternatives were reviewed and public input was sought and 

considered.  A variety of scoping meetings were held in addition to public open houses, a project 

website and multiple coordination meetings and public presentations through 2008 and 2009.  These 

are detailed in the coordination chapter of the EA.    
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The EA resulted in the definition of a locally preferred alternative (LPA) which included the BRT wrapping 

around BYU on 900 East with a northbound only dedicated lane and a BRT station near the Creamery on 

Ninth East.  The transit planners’ initial preferred alignment was to take BRT across the BYU Campus on 

East Campus and North Campus Drives, but because these were privately owned streets, the University 

would need to grant a permanent easement and allow improvements to be made for stations.  BYU 

declined to give permission, which led to the option of moving the alignment to 900 East during the EA 

process.   

Armed with the EA and the LPA, the staff members from the two cities, UTA, UDOT and MAG began the 

process of preparing for and securing funding for the BRT route.  The EA was submitted to the Federal 

Highway Administration, which issued a Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI), clearing the way for 

continued work on the design of the project.   

The cost of the project as currently scoped is estimated at $150 million.  A federal Small Starts transit 

grant would fund 50% of the project costs up to a maximum of $75 million.  Thus, a $75 million local 

match from local resources needed to be found to apply for the federal funding. 

Provo City Policy on the Bus Rapid Transit Project 

In 2013 and 2014, as the Environmental Assessment was being finalized, questions developed from 

many in the Provo community, including from members of the Municipal Council, about the project.  

Questions centered primarily around:  

(a) whether the route proposed in the process and identified as the LPA truly would be best for the 

system in terms of ridership and minimizing impact on residential areas,  

(b) whether impacts on University Avenue could be mitigated to the point where buses, other 

vehicles, pedestrians, bicycles, landscaping, and local parking could all be reasonably minimized 

during and after construction, 

(c) whether mitigation on 900 East could protect Wasatch Elementary School, BYU and the 

neighboring residential areas if the bus route ran along 900 East, and 

(d) whether other related improvements could be made to enhance the areas impacted by the new 

BRT route 

In 2013-14, the Administration and the Municipal Council held a number of meetings, public hearings, 

open houses and other similar outreach efforts to gather feedback from our residents and other 

stakeholders about the BRT project.  Additionally, the Council commissioned an independent study led 

by Hales Engineering to evaluate the route and to validate ridership numbers advanced by UTA and their 

consultants.  The Hales study validated that the LPA route was the best one among those evaluated, and 

subsequently the Mayor and Municipal Council adopted a joint resolution which expressed support for 

the LPA route and expressed other concerns that we all hoped to address in the design of the BRT 

project.  In pertinent part, the resolution stated: 
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The Mayor and Municipal Council hereby express their support for the 2013 Locally Preferred 

Alternative (commonly known as Route 4) as the Bus Rapid Transit alignment that best meets 

the criteria of the city of Provo, the Utah Transit Authority and the Mountainland Association of 

Governments and which has the best possibility of funding from Utah County, UTA, UDOT, MAG 

and the Federal Transit Administration. 

The Mayor and Municipal Council hereby express their commitment to engage with UTA, MAG, 

UDOT and other stakeholders in a detailed review of possible enhancement strategies to make 

the Locally Preferred Alternative as responsive as possible to the needs and concerns of 

residents, neighborhoods, the traveling public and the Provo business community impacted by 

the proposed alignment, as well as key institutions to be served by the BRT, and to ensure that 

funding for appropriate enhancements shall be part of the BRT funding package and other 

relevant sources. Potential enhancements shall address, at a minimum, improvements for 

business and residential ingress and egress, pedestrian safety, bicycle safety, parking, noise 

abatement, school security, landscaping, and other factors that may arise as the project is 

designed and built. 

Additionally, in the Council Work Meeting on September 1, 2015, the Mayor and Council asked UTA to 

ensure that a multi-use path and frontage road along 900 East from Birch Lane to Fir Avenue be included 

in the project baseline to address safety concerns in that area. 

The Project Status 

Currently, funding for the BRT project has been included in the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) 

budget ($75 million) and bonding for the local cash match ($65 million) has been approved by Utah 

County.  Lease agreements with the City of Provo, the City of Orem and the Utah Department of 

Transportation will account for the remaining $10 million in required local match.  Bonding for the local 

cash match will be done by Utah County with proceeds coming from revenue from a local transportation 

sales tax, and will be repaid (principle and interest) by UTA after 12 years from available resources in the 

transit sales tax. 

Funding has been allocated by Utah County and by the Federal Transit Administration to continue design 

on the BRT project, which is approaching the 60% design level.  Buses have been ordered by UTA for the 

BRT line. 

The Agreements 

Before the Municipal Council are two agreements which implement the BRT process. 

Lease Agreement.  The Lease Agreement authorizes UTA to make use of city property and rights of way 

for (1) station locations along city streets and (2) dedicated lanes for the BRT project on city rights of 

way.  The Agreement is for a term of 50 years, which term was requested by the FTA and is standard in 

similar agreements across the country.  The Lease Agreement also specifies changes that the 

Administration has been working on including in the baseline project scope, as well as identifying 
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priority project enhancements should funding in the project be sufficient to fund them.  The Lease 

Agreement calls out two significant additions to the project baseline which are the 900 East Frontage 

Road from Birch to Fir Streets and pedestrian safety improvements on 700 North at 200 East and on 

University Parkway west of the Missionary Training Center.  It also includes three projects as “priority 

enhancements,” which will be funded first from any surplus project costs.  These include a landscaped 

median on 900 East, pedestrian safety lighting improvements on 700 North and street improvements to 

enhance a proposed transit center on the south side of the BYU campus near 900 North.   

The Lease Agreement also provides a method by which the City can reclaim the leased right of way 

should UTA cease operating the BRT system.  The City also agrees to waive any fees associated with land 

use permits, agrees to work with UTA and UDOT on traffic signal coordination, establishes maintenance 

responsibilities between the City and UTA, and includes other provisions required by UTA and FTA in 

such agreements. 

Adoption of the Lease Agreements by the parties is a needed precursor to securing the formal grant 

agreement between FTA and UTA.  The Lease Agreement with UDOT has already been signed and the 

Orem City Council is considering the signing of their lease agreement on April 12. 

The Interlocal Agreement.  The Interlocal Agreement establishes the governance model for the project.  

In an effort to enhance UTA’s transparency, and after significant negotiations between Provo City, Orem 

City, Utah County, MAG, UDOT and UTA, a new project governance model is proposed in the Interlocal 

Agreement.  This model is unprecedented in UTA’s history and represents a significant departure from 

their normal practice.  The Agreement gives significant involvement to the stakeholder partners in the 

execution and management of the project. 

We should note that the Interlocal Agreement actually makes reference to the “Provo Orem 

Transportation Improvement Project” rather than just the Bus Rapid Transit Project.  Funding for the 

UDOT improvements on University Parkway – which are being timed with the BRT project to maximize 

efficiency and reduce construction time – are included in the “Transportation Improvement Project” 

along with the BRT funding.  Accordingly, the budget associated with the broader project includes UDOT 

funding for University Parkway along with the BRT project funds.   

The Agreement creates an executive committee composed of the chief executives of the two cities, Utah 

County, MAG, UDOT Region 3 and UTA which has control of the project budget, change orders, project 

scope, station design and release of contingency.  It also creates a project management committee 

composed of the engineering professionals in the stakeholder entities which have day to day project 

management authority.   

How the Agreements and Design Address the City’s Concerns 

Concern How and Where Addressed 

Improvements for business and residential ingress 
and egress  

Project Design – the baseline design includes a 
variety of ingress and egress improvements for 
businesses and residential areas along the 
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corridor.  Some turning movements will be limited 
on University Avenue and 700 North to 
accommodate dedicated lanes for the BRT 
Lease Agreement – the 900 East Frontage Road 
will allow safer ingress and egress for residents 
along 900 East from Birch Lane to Fir Street. 

Pedestrian safety Project Design – significant pedestrian safety 
enhancements have already been provided in 
baseline project design in many Provo areas along 
the route.   
Lease Agreement - Specific pedestrian crossing 
enhancements have been negotiated in the Lease 
Agreement on 700 North and 200 East and on 
University Parkway west of the MTC.  
Supplemental pedestrian level lighting on 700 
North has been included as a priority 
enhancement in the Lease Agreement. 

Bicycle safety Project Design – bicycle lanes will be added on 
University Avenue from 300 South to 700 North 
and a multiuse path has been added on 900 East 
from University Parkway to Birch Lane.   

Parking Project Design – the project team has worked 
closely with businesses along University Avenue 
and with City staff to minimize the on-street 
parking space loss where parking is most critical on 
University Avenue.   The dedicated lanes are being 
placed on 700 North in part because it does not 
disrupt any existing on-street parking. 

Noise abatement Project Design – with the elimination of stations 
on 900 East and the coordination of signals along 
the entire route, noise should not be any greater 
than currently occurring in residential areas that 
front along the route.

Landscaping Project Design – the City staff has worked closely 
with the design team to replace lost landscaping 
on University Parkway through Provo and to 
minimize the loss of street landscaping on 
University Avenue. 
Lease Agreement – a landscaped median on 900 
East is included as a priority enhancement 
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What if the Lease Agreement and Interlocal Agreement are Not Approved? 

The Administration has heard multiple concerns about whether the City can kill the BRT project if they 

don’t approve the lease agreement and the interlocal agreement.  While that might be a possibility, our 

fear is that failure of the City to approve the agreements will simply result in a less than optimal project. 

For example, if stations had to be located other than on city right of way, it would eliminate center 

running stations on 700 North and move them to smaller side locations on private property that would 

have to be acquired at higher costs, resulting in the elimination of some stations.  It may also eliminate 

side stations at the Provo Towne Center Mall and in the East Bay Business Park, or perhaps the 

elimination of the routing south of the Provo intermodal center, reducing the usability of the BRT for 

shoppers and workers in Provo. 

If the dedicated lanes needed to be removed from Provo streets and the length of dedicated lanes in the 

project would fall below the 50% threshold for FTA projects, that dedicated lane length would need to 

be replaced in areas where they are not currently called out – perhaps in Orem or on the UVU campus.  

This would likely reduce the usefulness of the project in Provo. 

But an even greater risk of failing to adopt the agreements would be the loss of the benefits to the 

community that would be gained not only by the BRT project but also the related improvements in our 

community detailed above.  And, importantly, the City would lose the element of involvement in the 

project execution that we gain through the Interlocal Agreement.   

Recommendation 

The Administration strongly recommends that the Council adopt by resolution the Interlocal Agreement 

and the Lease Agreement and authorize the Mayor to execute these agreements on behalf of the City.  

We feel that the BRT project is critical to our success as a city in both the short and long runs.  As our 

community grows as the government, financial, political and education center of the rapidly growing 

Utah Valley, a credible transit option is vital.  The success of light rail in Salt Lake City and the success of 

bus rapid transit projects across the country give us the confidence that the BRT will be a very popular 

transit option in our community and will exceed ridership expectations.  Based on conversations with 

the new owners of the Provo Towne Center Mall and The Mix, we see it as crucial to the success of these 

important economic investments in our community. 

Finally, we feel very strongly that the negotiated governance model included in the Interlocal 

Agreement will allow us to shape this project in the best way possible.  The Interlocal provides us the 

tools we need to make sure that the project is well and efficiently built, that the needs of the 

stakeholders are met, and that the funds from both federal and local taxpayers are transparently and 

effectively used.

PUBLIC WAY LEASE AGREEME�T 

 This Public Way Lease Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into as of _________, 2016, 

by and between Provo City (“Provo”), a municipal corporation, and Utah Transit Authority 

(“UTA”), a public transit district.   

RECITALS 

A. Provo owns and has jurisdiction over a network of streets within its municipal 

boundaries. 

B. UTA is engaged in a project (“Project”) to design, construct, and operate a Bus Rapid 

Transit System that will follow a route through Provo and Orem (the “BRT System”), 

and which will serve the residents of Provo and Orem. 

C. The parties desire to enter into this Agreement to (i) provide UTA with the right to 

construct and operate the BRT System on Provo streets, and (ii) to define the parties’ 

roles and responsibilities with respect to the design and construction of the Project, and 

with respect to the operation and maintenance of the completed BRT System. 

AGREEME�T 

In consideration of the promises contained herein, the parties agree as follows: 

1. Definitions. 

“Exclusive BRT Lanes” means the sections of roadway to be constructed on Provo Streets 

as part of the Project that will be designated for exclusive use by UTA buses.  The 

Exclusive BRT Lanes do not include the underlying real property. 

“Provo Streets” means those public streets within Provo’s municipal boundaries that are 

not designated as State highways under Utah Code Ann. Title 72, Chapter 4.   

 “Provo Street Improvements” means the land, roadway materials, curb, gutter, sidewalks 

and other improvements to be acquired, installed, or constructed on Provo Streets as part 

of the Project, and which are not considered UTA Facilities.  The Provo Street 

Improvements include, but are not limited to, relocated sidewalks, widened roadways, 

and traffic control devices. 

“UTA Facilities” means the BRT Stations and appurtenant improvements such as 

canopies, benches, and ticket vending machines, the Exclusive BRT Lanes, and 

communications infrastructure serving the BRT Stations. 

2. Alignment.  The BRT System alignment is depicted on Exhibit A hereto, and includes 

the following Provo Streets: University Parkway (between S.R. 189 and 900 East), 900 
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East (between University Parkway and 900 North), 900 North (between 900 East and 700 

East), 700 East (between 900 North and 700 North), 700 North (between 700 East and 

University Avenue), 750 South (between 100 West and Freedom Boulevard), Freedom 

Boulevard (between 750 South and Towne Centre Boulevard); Towne Center Boulevard 

(between Freedom Boulevard and East Bay Boulevard); East Bay Boulevard (between 

Towne Centre Boulevard and 1860 South); 100 West (between 920 South and 750 

South), 920 South (between University Avenue and Freedom Boulevard); and 1860 

South (between East Bay Boulevard and University Avenue). 

3. Lease of Provo Streets for UTA Facilities.  (a) Provo leases to UTA the following 

portions of Provo Streets (collectively referred to as the “Leased Premises”): 

i. Two strips, each approximately 11 feet wide, along the outsides of 900 North 

Street, between 900 East and East Campus Drive, for use as Exclusive BRT 

Lanes. 

ii. A strip in the center of 700 North Street, approximately 22 feet wide, from 

700 East to University Avenue, for use as Exclusive BRT Lanes. 

iii. An area roughly 14 by 128 feet on the north side of 1860 South, to the east of 

Novell Place, for use as a BRT Station. 

iv. A strip along the north side of 1860 South Street, approximately 11 feet wide, 

for use as an Exclusive BRT Lane 

v. An area roughly 14 by 128 feet on the south side of East Bay Boulevard, to 

the west of 180 East Street, for use as a BRT Station. 

vi. An area roughly 14 by 104 feet in the center of 700 North, to the east of 400 

East, for use as a BRT Station. 

vii. Two areas, each roughly 14 by 128 feet, along the outsides of 900 North 

Street, to the east of East Campus Drive, for use as a BRT Stations. 

viii. Two areas, each roughly 14 by 128 feet, along the outsides of University 

Parkway, to the west of 900 East, for use as BRT Stations. 

ix. Two areas, each roughly 14 by 128 feet, along the outsides of University 

Parkway, to the east of Canyon Road, for use as a BRT Station. 

x. An area roughly 14 by 128 feet, along the north side of Towne Center 

Boulevard, just north of Towne Center Drive, for use as a BRT Station. 

(b)  The general descriptions of the areas leased to UTA for UTA Facilities provided 

above are based on the preliminary design drawings dated October 17, 2014.  The final, 
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precise locations and boundaries of the areas leased to UTA for UTA Facilities will be as 

shown on the final as-built drawings, complete copies of which shall be furnished by 

UTA to Provo City.  Following completion of the Project, the parties will execute an 

addendum to this Agreement adopting the as-built drawings as the documents defining 

the leased areas. 

(c) As of the date of this Agreement, some of the areas leased to UTA for UTA 

facilities, as described above, are not owned by Provo.  UTA shall, as part of the Project, 

acquire those areas through voluntary transactions, or, if necessary, request that the Utah 

Department of Transportation acquire those areas through the use of eminent domain, as 

provided in Utah Code Ann. § 17B-2a-820.  Following the completion of the Project, 

UTA will convey and dedicate those areas to Provo, in a manner to be determined by 

Provo.  Upon such conveyance or dedication to Provo, the leases described above will 

take effect as to those areas. 

(d) The leases described above are valued at $1,726,000 (inclusive of rights-of-way 

to be purchased by UTA from private property owners and transferred to Provo for 

inclusion under this Agreement).  Provo is donating the rights set forth in this Agreement 

to UTA at no cost, as an in-kind contribution to the Project. 

(e) Notwithstanding the use of the term “lease” in this Agreement, the parties do not 

intend that UTA be deemed a “tenant” pursuant to Utah Code Ann. § 78B-6-801 et seq.  

Rather, the parties intend that the parties’ rights and remedies under this Agreement be 

determined solely by the express terms of this Agreement. 

4. Term.  (a)  The rights set forth above are for an initial term of fifty (50) years from the 

date of this Agreement.  One year prior to the end of the initial term, UTA shall invite 

Provo to propose amendments to the terms of this Agreement to address changed 

circumstances.  So long as the parties are able to agree to those proposed amendments, or 

agree in writing that no amendments are warranted, this Agreement will renew for an 

additional term of twenty-five (25) years. 

(b) Notwithstanding subsection 4(a), Provo may terminate this Agreement prior to the 

expiration of the then-current term if (i) UTA permanently terminates or abandons transit 

service on the Leased Premises, (ii) UTA does not provide transit service on the Leased 

Premises for a period of one year, except when due to a force majeure event, in which 

case such one year period shall be tolled for the duration of the force majeure event and 

any time necessary to reconstruct UTA Facilities, so long as UTA is engaged in good 

faith efforts to reconstruct the UTA Facilities, or (iii) UTA commits a material, 

continuing breach of this Agreement that subjects Provo to irreparable harm for which 

monetary damages are inadequate compensation.   
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(c) Prior to terminating the Agreement for one of the reasons stated in subsection 

4(b), Provo shall provide UTA with written notice of its intent to terminate and its basis 

for doing so.  If UTA does not recommence transit service or cure the breach, as 

applicable, within six (6) months from the date of Provo’s notice, the rights granted in 

this Agreement will terminate and UTA shall, upon Provo’s request, remove all UTA 

Facilities within six (6) months of said termination.   

(d) Provo may terminate this Agreement as to any portion of the Leased Premises on 

which UTA either (i) permanently terminates or abandons transit service, or (ii) does not 

provide transit service for one year, except when due to a force majeure event, in which 

case such one year period shall be tolled for the duration of the force majeure event and 

any time necessary to reconstruct UTA Facilities, so long as UTA is engaged in good 

faith efforts to reconstruct the UTA Facilities.  If Provo desires to terminate this 

Agreement as to any portion of the Leased Premises, it shall provide the notice described 

in paragraph 4(c), and UTA will have six (6) months to recommence transit service and 

avoid termination, as described in paragraph 4(c).   

5. Project Management.  The Parties contemplate that they will also be parties to a 

proposed Interlocal Cooperation Agreement among Provo City, City of Orem, Utah 

Department of Transportation, Utah Transit Authority, and the Mountainland Association 

of Governments pertaining to A Public Transportation Project Known as the Provo-Orem 

Transportation Improvement Project (the “Interlocal Agreement”).  That Interlocal 

Agreement will create a Project Management Committee and an Executive Committee.  

The Parties will be represented on both Committees, which shall oversee and manage the 

Project as described in the Interlocal Agreement. 

6. Design.  With participation by the Provo City Engineer, UTA has selected and engaged 

the engineering firm AECOM to design the BRT System.  The Provo Street 

Improvements shall be designed in accordance with applicable Provo specifications.  

Throughout the design process, UTA shall cause the design firm to provide Provo with 

the opportunity of reviewing, commenting on, and approving all design submittals, 

including the preliminary design documents and the final design documents.  Provo may 

provide comments to any design submittals and UTA will direct the design firm to 

incorporate changes into the design submittals.  To the greatest extent possible, the 

parties desire to ensure that the BRT System will not have any negative impact on traffic, 

pedestrian flow and bicycle safety in Provo.  In order to further this objective, the parties 

agree that the design and construction of the BRT System shall comply with the 

following guidelines and principles: 

(a) 900 East Frontage Road.  The BRT project will construct a frontage road on the 

east side of 900 East  to address safety issues due to the 10’ multiuse path along 

the east side of 900 East, substantially in compliance with the design sheet 

attached hereto as Exhibit C. 
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(b) Pedestrian Safety.  The BRT project will construct pedestrian enhanced crossings 

on 700 North at 200 East and on University Parkway just west of the Missionary 

Training Center. 

 

7. Construction.  With participation by the Provo City Engineer, UTA has selected and 

engaged a qualified firm to construct the BRT System.  Throughout the construction 

process, Provo will have continuous access to the Project site to monitor Project 

construction and to ensure that construction meets applicable City specifications and is 

performed in accordance with the final design documents.  

8. Enhancements.  (a) Provo may request additions to the baseline scope of the Project 

(“Enhancements”).  UTA shall cause the design and/or construction firm to include 

Enhancements if (i) the party requesting the Enhancement agrees to pay for it, (ii) the 

Enhancement is not prohibited by a governing State or federal standard, (iii) the  

Enhancement is within the scope of the Environmental Assessment prepared pursuant to 

the National Environmental Policy Act (“Act”), or is a Categorical Exclusion under the 

Act, (iv) the Enhancement does not substantially adversely impact the operation or 

maintenance of the Project; and (v) the Enhancement will not unreasonably delay or 

interfere with the Project schedule.   

(b) Baseline Scope Defined.  With respect to the alignment of the BRT System, 

location of Exclusive BRT Lanes and BRT Stations, location of barrier curbs, retaining 

walls, curb and gutter, and right of way width, “baseline scope” is defined by the Finding 

of No Significant Impact (“FONSI”) issued by FTA on March 27, 2015.  With respect to 

the UTA Facilities, the “baseline scope” additionally means the work necessary to allow 

the BRT System to function as required by applicable UTA and federal requirements, 

including those set forth in the Capital Improvements Grant Agreement and in the 

FONSI.  With respect to the Provo Street Improvements, the “baseline scope” 

additionally means the work necessary to meet applicable City specifications; provided, 

however, that where Provo Street Improvements are adjacent to existing city roadways or 

facilities, the new improvements shall be deemed to meet the “baseline scope” if they 

match the existing roadways or facilities.  As of the execution of this Agreement, the 

baseline scope is as depicted on the preliminary design drawings dated October 17, 2014.  

The parties acknowledge that the final design, including materials, colors, and aesthetics 

will be further refined and agreed upon through the final design process.  The “final” 

baseline scope will be as depicted on the final design documents.  The final baseline 

scope shall include all elements that are incorporated into the final design documents 

pursuant to or in conformance with the guidelines, principles and requirements of Section 

6 of this Agreement.  All elements of the final design documents shall be considered to 

be part of the baseline scope of the Project unless otherwise clearly noted on the final 

design documents. 
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(c) Priority Enhancements.  The proposed Enhancements listed on Exhibit B 

(“Priority Enhancements”) will be paid for with Project funds only if sufficient 

Project funds are available to complete them after the baseline scope has been 

completed.  All reasonable efforts will be made by the Parties to find sufficient 

Project funds to cover these proposed enhancements.  If left over Project funds are 

not sufficient to pay for all of the proposed Enhancements on Exhibit B, the 

Executive Team created by the Interlocal Agreement described in Section 20(c) 

shall have the authority to determine which of the Priority Enhancements will be 

completed.  The use of FTA funds to fund the proposed Enhancements on Exhibit 

B is subject to FTA approval.  

(d) Enhancement Agreements.  The parties will formalize their agreement regarding 

any specific enhancement in separate written agreements (each, an “Enhancement 

Agreement”).   

9. Permitting.  Provo shall waive all fees typically charged for licenses, applications, plan 

reviews, building permits, and land use permits.  The value of such fees will be 

determined at the time they would otherwise be imposed.  Provo is not required to waive 

payment for any out-of-pocket costs it incurs in connection with permitting activities.  

Provo specifically reserves the right to charge street cut fees. 

10. Utility Relocations.  Completion of the Project will require the relocation of publicly and 

privately-owned utility facilities.  With respect to private utility facilities located in Provo 

Streets pursuant to franchise agreements, UTA and Provo may jointly agree that Provo 

will exercise its rights under the franchise agreements to require the private utility 

companies to relocate their facilities as required by the Project.  However, whether Provo 

elects to exercise any such franchise rights, shall be in Provo’s sole discretion. 

11. Ownership of Improvements.  Provo shall own the Provo Street Improvements, and will 

have no ownership interest in the UTA Facilities.   

12. Operations.  UTA shall operate, maintain, and control the BRT System and provide 

regular service to the general public in accordance with applicable Federal and state law. 

13. �o Public Forums.  In recognition of the safety concerns associated with potentially 

crowded station platforms, substantial foot traffic, street traffic and BRT System vehicle 

traffic, and the resulting need for crowd control and attention to surroundings, the parties 

intend that no part of the BRT System, specifically including station platforms, will be 

considered public forums. 

14. Traffic Signal Priority.  As part of the Project, the traffic signal systems along the BRT 

System alignment will be programmed to give priority to BRT vehicles over cross-traffic.  

The signal timing will be determined as part of the design process and will be subject to 
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the approval of the parties, with the intent of striking an appropriate balance between 

BRT System efficiency and other local traffic needs.  No party may alter or adjust the 

signal timing in a way that impacts or changes the priority of BRT vehicles, unless such 

alterations or adjustments are performed in coordination with the other party. 

15. Maintenance.  (a) UTA shall be responsible for all routine and long-term maintenance of 

the UTA Facilities, except for routine maintenance of, and snow removal from, the 

Exclusive BRT Lanes.  UTA shall be responsible for snow removal at BRT Stations. 

(b) Provo shall be responsible for all routine and long-term maintenance of the Provo 

Street Improvements.  Provo shall be responsible for routine maintenance of the 

Exclusive BRT Lanes.  UTA shall reimburse Provo for the cost of performing routine 

maintenance of the Exclusive BRT Lanes on Provo streets.  Such reimbursement shall be 

paid to Provo on an annual basis, upon receipt from Provo of an invoice and an 

accounting of costs incurred by Provo in performing routine maintenance on the 

Exclusive BRT Lanes on Provo streets.  Routine maintenance of Provo Street 

Improvements includes snow removal, crack sealing, pothole repair, and maintenance of 

traffic signals.  Provo shall be responsible for snow removal from Provo Streets, 

including the Exclusive BRT Lanes.  UTA, subject to Provo’s approval, shall cause the 

design firm to design the Exclusive BRT Lanes in such a way as to allow Provo to 

perform snow removal with Provo’s standard snow removal equipment and procedures.  

In all cases, Provo shall have the right to determine both the frequency and scope of any 

such maintenance activities. 

(c)   Long term maintenance of Provo Streets includes mill and overlay projects, as 

well as more comprehensive pavement replacement.  Any such maintenance will be 

coordinated between the parties to minimize disruption to the BRT System and other 

traffic. 

(d) During the final design process, the parties shall develop a plan for snow removal.  

That plan must identify areas for storage of removed snow, such that pedestrian, BRT, 

and automobile traffic is not impeded.   

(e) To coordinate maintenance responsibilities, the parties shall exchange routine and 

emergency contact information and keep such information current.  

16. City Access to Exclusive BRT Lanes.  UTA acknowledges the existence of public and 

private utility facilities under the Exclusive BRT Lanes.  Provo reserves the right to enter 

the Exclusive BRT Lanes as and when reasonably necessary to inspect, maintain, repair, 

or replace City-owned facilities located on, under, or adjacent to the Exclusive BRT 

Lanes.  To the extent reasonably possible, Provo shall coordinate such work with UTA in 

advance, in order to ensure safety and to minimize disruption of BRT operations.  
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Proposals to make minor realignments of the Exclusive BRT Lanes will be coordinated 

between the Parties.   

17. Realignment.  (a) UTA will not disapprove of Provo’s request to make minor 

realignments of the BRT lanes if Provo pays for the realignment and the realignment of 

the lane does not have significant impact to the BRT route or operation. 

(b)  UTA will not disapprove of Provo’s request to change the route of the BRT System 

under the following conditions:  

i. The legislative body of Provo makes a finding after a public hearing that the 

new proposed route has a greater public benefit than the then-existing route; 

 

ii. The proposed realignment of the BRT System is accomplished by the 

replacement of any specific portion of the Leased Premises that will no longer 

be part of the alignment with other property that allows the BRT System to 

function in a way that is mutually agreeable to the Parties; 

iii. The realignment is approved through applicable National Environmental 

Policy Act processes, if any;  

iv. The realignment complies with applicable Federal Transit Administration 

processes, if any;  

v. The realignment is approved by other interested parties, if any, specifically 

including Utah County and the Utah Department of Transportation to the 

extent that the realignment implicates their property interests, facilities and/or 

jurisdiction; and 

vi. The parties agree on a source of funding for the realignment project. 

18. Future Utilities.  Provo may grant additional franchises and permits in the future for 

utility facilities under or over the Exclusive BRT Lanes, so long as such facilities do not 

unreasonably interfere with operation of the BRT System.  Provo shall notify UTA of  

any requests for permits under or over the Exclusive BRT Lanes, and UTA shall have 

two (2) weeks to review and object to such requests or applications prior to work 

commencing.  Provo shall notify UTA of any applications for street cut permits within 

the Exclusive BRT Lanes, but shall have the right to approve such applications in its 

reasonable discretion.  The parties shall cooperate to minimize disruption to BRT service 

caused by the granting of any new franchises or permits for new utility facilities, and by 

the granting of street cut permits within the Exclusive BRT Lanes.   

19. Fiber Infrastructure.  Provo shall grant to UTA, at no cost, the right to use Provo street 

rights of way and public utility easements along the BRT System alignment for such fiber 
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optic communication facilities as are necessary for UTA to install communications 

infrastructure such as duct banks, conduit, and fiber as necessary for the efficient 

operation of the BRT System.  The precise location of the fiber infrastructure will be 

determined through the final design process, and may make use of existing duct banks 

and conduit where such facilities are available. 

 

20. Condition Precedent.  (a) This Agreement is executed with the anticipation UTA will be 

awarded a Capital Improvements grant from FTA in 2016, in an amount sufficient, 

together with local funding, to complete the Project.  This Agreement is expressly 

conditioned on UTA executing a Capital Improvements Grant Agreement with FTA.  If 

UTA and FTA do not execute a Capital Improvements Grant Agreement, this Agreement 

shall be of no further force or effect. 

(b) This Agreement is further executed with the anticipation that Provo and UTA will 

come to agreement on the final design during the design process described in Section 6.  

If Provo and UTA cannot agree upon the details of the final design, this Agreement shall 

be of no further force or effect. 

(c) This Agreement is also subject to and conditioned upon the execution of the Interlocal 

Agreement described in Section 5.  If the Interlocal Agreement is not fully executed by 

all the parties listed in Section 5, this Agreement shall be of no further force or effect. 

21. Indemnification.  UTA shall use the Leased Premises at its own risk and agrees to 

indemnify, defend, and hold harmless Provo and Provo’s officers, officials, employees, 

and representatives for, from, and against all liabilities, claims, damages, losses, suits, 

judgments, causes of action and costs (including court costs and attorneys’ fees,), of any 

nature, kind or description (“Losses”) resulting from: (a) negligence or fault on the part 

of UTA or any employees, officials, agents or contractors of UTA related to the design, 

construction, maintenance or other work performed by or on behalf of UTA on the BRT 

System within the Leased Premises; and (b) negligence or fault on the part of UTA or any 

employees, officials,  agents or contractors of UTA in the use or operation of the BRT 

System within the Leased Premises, or (c) UTA’s breach of any provision of this 

Agreement.  In the event any Losses are caused by the joint or concurrent negligence of 

UTA and Provo, UTA shall indemnify Provo only in proportion to UTA’s own 

negligence and/or fault. 

 

22. Amendment.  This Agreement may be modified or amended only by a written 

instrument executed by the parties and/or all their successors, as applicable. 

23. Governing Law.  This Agreement shall be construed, interpreted and applied in 

accordance with the laws of the State of Utah 
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24. �on-Waiver.  No covenant or condition of this Agreement may be waived by any party, 

unless done so in writing.  Forbearance or indulgence by any party in any regard 

whatsoever shall not constitute a waiver of the covenants or conditions to be performed 

by the other. 

25.  Severability.  If any provision of this Agreement is held to be illegal, inoperative or 

unenforceable, the same shall not affect any other provision or provisions herein 

contained or render the same invalid, inoperative or unenforceable to any extent 

whatever. 

26.  Binding Agreement.  This Agreement is binding upon all of the assigns, grantees and 

successors in interest to each of the parties, and shall remain in full force and effect until 

amended as provided herein.   

27. �o Third Party Beneficiaries.  The parties intend that there be no third party 

beneficiaries to this Agreement. 

28. Further Assurances.  The parties shall execute such other documents and take such 

other actions as may be reasonably necessary or proper to achieve the intent and purposes 

hereof.

THIS AGREEME	T is made and entered into this       day of                         , 2016, by and between 

the Parties listed above. 

 

RECITALS: 

 

WHEREAS, the Utah Interlocal Co-operation Act, Title 11, Chapter 13, Utah Code Annotated 

(1953), as amended, permits local governmental units including cities, counties and political subdivisions of 

the State of Utah to make the most efficient use of their powers by enabling them to cooperate with other 

public entities on the basis of mutual advantage and to exercise joint cooperative action for the benefit of their 

respective citizens; and 

 

WHEREAS, in order to facilitate a more efficient system of public transportation, the Parties to this 

Agreement desire to implement a Transportation Improvement Project (the “Project”) including a Bus Rapid 

Transit (BRT) project and numerous street improvements in Provo and Orem; and  

 

WHEREAS, the budget for the Project is approximately $180 million; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Parties anticipate that UTA will enter into separate lease agreements (the “Lease 

Agreements”) with both Provo and Orem regarding the use of each city’s streets for the Project; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Parties further anticipate that the Lease Agreements will address many of the issues 

that are critical to the implementation of the Project including but not limited to BRT lane alignment, 

landscaping, station location, light rail compatibility, parking agreements, compatibility of traffic signal 

equipment, ownership of improvements, maintenance responsibilities, traffic signal prioritization, utility 

relocations, alignment of intersections and other issues that are specifically addressed in the Lease Agreements; 

and 

 

WHEREAS, there are several issues regarding the Project that cannot be conveniently and efficiently 

addressed in the Lease Agreements because they require the participation, cooperation, input and agreement of 

all of the Parties to this Agreement; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to enter into this Interlocal Agreement to create an Executive 

Committee and a Project Management Committee consisting of representatives from each of the Parties to 
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make decisions regarding issues that are not addressed in the Lease Agreements and that fall within the scope 

of this Agreement and to work cooperatively as partners to create the highest quality project possible within the 

projected budget; and 

 

WHEREAS, the creation of the Executive Committee and the Project Management Committee 

hereunder and the decision-making authority granted to such committees as provided in this Agreement will 

promote transparency and stakeholder engagement in the Project and will ensure that all Parties feel and act as 

legitimate members of the Project team as well as assist in managing the various Project components in a 

cooperative manner; and  

 

WHEREAS, Utah County has already entered into an interlocal agreement with UTA and their 

obligations are defined therein; and 

 

WHEREAS, each Party hereto has complied with the requirements of Utah Code Section 11-13-202.5 

applicable to that Party pertaining to the approval of this Interlocal Agreement; and   

 

	OW THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants and agreements contained herein and other 

valuable consideration, the sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the Parties hereby agree as follows: 

 

COVENANTS 

 

1. Purpose. This Agreement has been entered into by the parties to this Agreement (the "Parties") for the 

purpose of creating a process for resolving issues related to the Project that are not addressed in the Lease 

Agreements and to outline the respective rights and responsibilities of the Parties in the design and 

construction of the Project. 

 

2. Executive Committee. There is hereby created under this Agreement an Executive Committee. 

2.1. Membership. The Executive Committee shall consist of the following members: 

2.1.2. UDOT Region Director or designee 

2.1.2. UTA CEO or designee 

2.1.3. Orem City Manager or designee 

2.1.4. Provo Mayor or designee 

2.1.5. MAG CEO or designee 

2.1.6. Utah County Commission Chair or designee 

2.2. Executive Committee Authority and Responsibilities. Subject to the limitations contained in 

Section 4, the Executive Committee shall have the exclusive authority and responsibility to: 

2.2.1. Establish Project goals, objectives and priorities. 

2.2.2. Approve the final design standards for stations along the BRT route with the intent of 

creating continuity in station design in both Provo and Orem. 

2.2.3. Approve all change orders for the Project that exceed $200,000. 

2.2.4. Approve the release and use of any portion of the Project contingency fund. UTA will set 

aside an amount equal to approximately 10-15% of the projected Project cost into a contingency 

fund to be used for unexpected Project expenses. No funds will be released from the contingency 

fund without the unanimous approval of the Executive Committee. Release of contingency funds 

will also be subject to obtaining any required Federal Transit Administration (“FTA”) approvals.  
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2.2.5. Approve any significant changes to the Project Baseline and the Project scope, schedule 

and/or budget. The Project budget will not exceed $180 million, including federal, state and local 

funds unless agreed to by all members of the Executive Committee and a funding source is secured 

for any recommended increase. 

2.2.6. Make all decisions related to Enhancements. Enhancements beyond the Project Baseline 

must be: 

2.2.6.1. Approved by the Executive Committee before programming. 

2.2.6.2. Funded by cost savings/value engineering to the extent possible. 

 2.2.6.3. Funded by the requesting entity if there is insufficient Project budget. 

 2.2.6.4. Approved by the FTA as compliant with the approved environmental document. 

2.3. Executive Committee Meetings. The Executive Committee shall meet at least monthly during the 

Project timeline or at additional times as requested by Committee members or by UTA’s project manager. 

2.4. Executive Committee Decisions. Executive Committee decision-making will be on a consensus 

basis.  In the event consensus cannot be achieved and except as otherwise provided herein, decisions will 

be made based on a majority vote. The Executive Committee will vote using a three-member group system 

with the three groups assigned as follows: Group 1- State (UDOT and UTA), Group 2 – County (Utah 

County and MAG), and Group 3 – City (Provo and Orem).  Each of the three groups shall have one vote. 

In the event that the two members of a group cannot agree on a vote to be made, that group’s vote shall be 

treated as if no vote has been cast. In situations where a unanimous vote of the Executive Committee is 

required, failure of the members of a group to agree on a vote to be cast shall be considered failure to attain 

a unanimous vote of the Executive Committee.  

3. Project Management Committee. There is hereby created under this Agreement a Project Management 

Committee  

3.1. Membership. The Project Management Committee shall consist of the following members: 

3.1.1. UDOT Region Project Manager or designee 

3.1.2. UTA Project Manager or designee 

3.1.3. Orem City Engineer or designee 

3.1.4. Provo City Engineer or designee 

3.1.5. MAG Sr. Planner or designee 

3.1.6. Utah County Engineer or designee 

3.2. Project Management Committee Authority and Responsibilities. Subject to the limitations 

contained in Section 4, the Project Management Committee shall have the authority and responsibility to:  

3.2.1. Manage the Project work on a daily/weekly basis. 

3.2.2. Provide daily/weekly direction to the Project team. 

3.2.3. Resolve problems in a timely manner and at the Project level. 

3.2.4. Provide oversight and accountability in relation to Project objectives and goals. 

The Project Management Committee shall not have authority to make any decision or take any action that 

is inconsistent with a decision of the Executive Committee. 

3.3. Project Management Committee Meetings. The Project Management Committee shall meet weekly.  

3.4. Project Management Committee Decisions. Project Management Committee decision-making will  

be on a consensus basis.  Every effort will be made to make decisions and resolve problems at the Project 

Management Committee level.  However, issues that cannot be resolved by the Project Management 
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Committee by consensus within two weeks after initial discussion will be forwarded to the Executive 

Committee for decision. 

 

4. 	o Authority to Act Contrary to a Lease Agreement Without Consent. Neither the Executive 

Committee nor the Project Management Committee shall have the authority to make any decision or take 

any action that (1) is inconsistent with the authority provided in, or a decision made pursuant to authority 

provided in a Lease Agreement (unless written consent of both parties to the relevant Lease Agreement is 

given) or (2) would have the effect of modifying any commitment, obligation, right, or responsibility 

included in a Lease Agreement (unless written consent of both parties to the relevant Lease Agreement is 

given).   

 

5. Project Baseline.  With respect to the alignment of the Project, location of Exclusive BRT Lanes and 

BRT Stations, location of barrier curbs, retaining walls, curb and gutter, and right of way width, “Project 

Baseline” is defined by the Finding of No Significant Impact (“FONSI”) issued by FTA on March 27, 

2015.  With respect to the UTA Facilities (as defined in the Lease Agreements), the “Project Baseline” 

additionally means the work necessary to allow the BRT System to function as required by applicable UTA 

and federal requirements, including those set forth in the Capital Improvements Grant Agreement and in 

the FONSI.  With respect to the Orem and Provo Street Improvements, the “Project Baseline” additionally 

means the work necessary to meet applicable Orem and Provo specifications. As of the execution of this 

Interlocal Agreement, the Project Baseline is as depicted on the preliminary design drawings dated October 

17, 2014, which are included as an Exhibit to the FONSI.  The Parties acknowledge that the final design 

and finish will be further refined and agreed upon through the final design process. The “final” Project 

Baseline will be as depicted on the final design documents. All elements of the final design documents 

shall be considered to be part of the Project Baseline unless otherwise clearly noted on the final design 

documents. 

5.1. Additions to Project Baseline. In addition to the elements described above, the Project Baseline will 

also include the following items: 

5.1.1. All elements that are required to be incorporated into the final design documents pursuant to 

or in conformance with the guidelines, principles and requirements of Section 6 of the Lease 

Agreement between Provo and UTA. 

5.1.2. All elements that are required to be incorporated into the final design documents pursuant to 

or in conformance with the guidelines, principles and requirements of Section 6 of the Lease 

Agreement between Orem and UTA.   

6. Effective Date. This Agreement shall become effective and shall enter into force within the meaning of the 

Interlocal Cooperation Act following approval of this Agreement by the governing body of each of the Parties 

(where applicable), the approval as to form by an authorized attorney of each Party, and the execution of this 

Agreement by an authorized representative of each of the Parties.  

 

7. Term. This Agreement shall remain in effect until completion of the Project and the allocation and 

expenditure of all amounts in the Project contingency fund. The Executive Committee may elect to extend this 

Interlocal Agreement for an additional period of time agreed upon by unanimous vote of the Executive 

Committee to resolve any additional issues related to the Project that may arise after completion of the Project 
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and expenditure of the contingency fund. However, in no event shall this Interlocal Agreement remain in effect 

for a period greater than three years from the completion of the Project, and if not earlier terminated as 

provided herein, this Interlocal Agreement shall terminate three years after completion of the Project.  

 

8. Agreement Subject to Execution of Lease Agreements. This Interlocal Agreement is subject to and 

conditioned upon the execution of a Lease Agreement between Provo and UTA and upon the execution of a 

Lease Agreement between Orem and UTA.  

 

9. 	o Separate Legal Entity. The Parties do not contemplate nor intend to establish a separate legal entity 

under the terms of this Agreement.  The Committees described in this Agreement are for convenience purposes 

only in the furtherance of the goals stated herein and shall not be construed to be separate bodies politic or 

political subdivisions of the State of Utah.  The obligations of the Parties set forth in this Agreement shall not 

create any rights in or obligations to any persons or parties other than to the actual signatory Parties to this 

Agreement.  This Agreement is not intended to nor shall it be construed to benefit any third party. 

 

10. Approval as to Form. This Agreement has been reviewed as to proper form and compliance with 

applicable law by a duly authorized attorney on behalf of each Party.  

 

11. Filing of Interlocal Cooperation Agreement.  Executed copies of this Agreement shall be placed on file 

with the official keeper of records of each Party and shall remain on file for public inspection during the term 

of this Agreement. 

 

12. Amendments. This Agreement may not be amended, changed, modified or altered in any way except by an 

instrument in writing which shall be approved by each of the Parties in accordance with the procedure outlined 

in Section 6 of this Agreement.  

 

13. Severability. If any term or provision of this Agreement or the application thereof shall to any extent be 

invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement, or the application of such term or provision to 

circumstances other than those with respect to which it is invalid or unenforceable, shall not be affected 

thereby, and shall be enforced to the extent permitted by law.  To the extent permitted by applicable law, the 

Parties hereby waive any provision of law, which would render any of the terms of this Agreement 

unenforceable. 

 

14. Governing Law. All questions with respect to the construction of this Agreement, and the rights and 

liability of the Parties hereto, shall be governed by the laws of the State of Utah.  

 

15. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts by the Parties.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT



PUBLIC WAY LEASE AGREEME�T 

 This Public Way Lease Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into as of _________, 2016, 

by and between Provo City (“Provo”), a municipal corporation, and Utah Transit Authority 

(“UTA”), a public transit district.   

RECITALS 

A. Provo owns and has jurisdiction over a network of streets within its municipal 

boundaries. 

B. UTA is engaged in a project (“Project”) to design, construct, and operate a Bus Rapid 

Transit System that will follow a route through Provo and Orem (the “BRT System”), 

and which will serve the residents of Provo and Orem. 

C. The parties desire to enter into this Agreement to (i) provide UTA with the right to 

construct and operate the BRT System on Provo streets, and (ii) to define the parties’ 

roles and responsibilities with respect to the design and construction of the Project, and 

with respect to the operation and maintenance of the completed BRT System. 

AGREEME�T 

In consideration of the promises contained herein, the parties agree as follows: 

1. Definitions. 

“Exclusive BRT Lanes” means the sections of roadway to be constructed on Provo Streets 

as part of the Project that will be designated for exclusive use by UTA buses.  The 

Exclusive BRT Lanes do not include the underlying real property. 

“Provo Streets” means those public streets within Provo’s municipal boundaries that are 

not designated as State highways under Utah Code Ann. Title 72, Chapter 4.   

 “Provo Street Improvements” means the land, roadway materials, curb, gutter, sidewalks 

and other improvements to be acquired, installed, or constructed on Provo Streets as part 

of the Project, and which are not considered UTA Facilities.  The Provo Street 

Improvements include, but are not limited to, relocated sidewalks, widened roadways, 

and traffic control devices. 

“UTA Facilities” means the BRT Stations and appurtenant improvements such as 

canopies, benches, and ticket vending machines, the Exclusive BRT Lanes, and 

communications infrastructure serving the BRT Stations. 

2. Alignment.  The BRT System alignment is depicted on Exhibit A hereto, and includes 

the following Provo Streets: University Parkway (between S.R. 189 and 900 East), 900 
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East (between University Parkway and 900 North), 900 North (between 900 East and 700 

East), 700 East (between 900 North and 700 North), 700 North (between 700 East and 

University Avenue), 750 South (between 100 West and Freedom Boulevard), Freedom 

Boulevard (between 750 South and Towne Centre Boulevard); Towne Center Boulevard 

(between Freedom Boulevard and East Bay Boulevard); East Bay Boulevard (between 

Towne Centre Boulevard and 1860 South); 100 West (between 920 South and 750 

South), 920 South (between University Avenue and Freedom Boulevard); and 1860 

South (between East Bay Boulevard and University Avenue). 

3. Lease of Provo Streets for UTA Facilities.  (a) Provo leases to UTA the following 

portions of Provo Streets (collectively referred to as the “Leased Premises”): 

i. Two strips, each approximately 11 feet wide, within the roadway of 900 North 

Street, between 900 East and East Campus Drive, for use as Exclusive BRT 

Lanes. 

ii. A strip in the center of 700 North Street, approximately 22 feet wide, from 

700 East to University Avenue, for use as Exclusive BRT Lanes. 

iii. An area roughly 14 by 128 feet on the north side of 1860 South, to the east of 

Novell Place, for use as a BRT Station. 

iv. A strip along the north side of 1860 South Street, approximately 11 feet wide, 

for use as an Exclusive BRT Lane 

v. An area roughly 14 by 128 feet on the south side of East Bay Boulevard, to 

the west of 180 East Street, for use as a BRT Station. 

vi. An area roughly 14 by 104 feet in the center of 700 North, to the east of 400 

East, for use as a BRT Station. 

vii. Two areas, each roughly 14 by 128 feet, along the outsides of 900 North 

Street, to the east of East Campus Drive, for use as BRT Stations. 

viii. Two areas, each roughly 14 by 128 feet, along the outsides of University 

Parkway, to the west of 900 East, for use as BRT Stations. 

ix. Two areas, each roughly 14 by 128 feet, along the outsides of University 

Parkway, to the east of Canyon Road, for use as BRT Stations. 

x. An area roughly 14 by 128 feet, along the north side of Towne Center 

Boulevard, just north of Towne Center Drive, for use as a BRT Station. 

(b)  The general descriptions of the areas leased to UTA for UTA Facilities provided 

above are based on the preliminary design drawings dated October 17, 2014.  The final, 
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precise locations and boundaries of the areas leased to UTA for UTA Facilities will be as 

shown on the final as-built drawings, complete copies of which shall be furnished by 

UTA to Provo City.  Following completion of the Project, the parties will execute an 

addendum to this Agreement adopting the as-built drawings as the documents defining 

the leased areas. 

(c) As of the date of this Agreement, some of the areas leased to UTA for UTA 

facilities, as described above, are not owned by Provo.  UTA shall, as part of the Project, 

acquire those areas through voluntary transactions, or, if necessary, request that the Utah 

Department of Transportation acquire those areas through the use of eminent domain, as 

provided in Utah Code Ann. § 17B-2a-820.  Following the completion of the Project, 

UTA will convey and dedicate those areas to Provo, in a manner to be determined by 

Provo.  Upon such conveyance or dedication to Provo, the leases described above will 

take effect as to those areas.  Notwithstanding any language to the contrary in this 

Agreement, if any portion of the property described in 3(a) is owned by BYU, it will not 

be subject to the acquisition or conveyance requirements in this paragraph, nor will it be 

considered part of the Leased Premises. 

(d) The leases described above are valued at $1,726,000 (inclusive of rights-of-way 

to be purchased by UTA from private property owners and transferred to Provo for 

inclusion under this Agreement).  Provo is donating the rights set forth in this Agreement 

to UTA at no cost, as an in-kind contribution to the Project. 

(e) Notwithstanding the use of the term “lease” in this Agreement, the parties do not 

intend that UTA be deemed a “tenant” pursuant to Utah Code Ann. § 78B-6-801 et seq.  

Rather, the parties intend that the parties’ rights and remedies under this Agreement be 

determined solely by the express terms of this Agreement. 

4. Term.  (a)  The rights set forth above are for an initial term of fifty (50) years from the 

date of this Agreement.  One year prior to the end of the initial term, UTA shall invite 

Provo to propose amendments to the terms of this Agreement to address changed 

circumstances.  So long as the parties are able to agree to those proposed amendments, or 

agree in writing that no amendments are warranted, this Agreement will renew for an 

additional term of twenty-five (25) years. 

(b) Notwithstanding subsection 4(a), Provo may terminate this Agreement prior to the 

expiration of the then-current term if (i) UTA permanently terminates or abandons transit 

service on the Leased Premises, (ii) UTA does not provide transit service on the Leased 

Premises for a period of one year, except when due to a force majeure event, in which 

case such one year period shall be tolled for the duration of the force majeure event and 

any time necessary to reconstruct UTA Facilities, so long as UTA is engaged in good 

faith efforts to reconstruct the UTA Facilities, or (iii) UTA commits a material, 
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continuing breach of this Agreement that subjects Provo to irreparable harm for which 

monetary damages are inadequate compensation.   

(c) Prior to terminating the Agreement for one of the reasons stated in subsection 

4(b), Provo shall provide UTA with written notice of its intent to terminate and its basis 

for doing so.  If UTA does not recommence transit service or cure the breach, as 

applicable, within six (6) months from the date of Provo’s notice, the rights granted in 

this Agreement will terminate and UTA shall, upon Provo’s request, remove all UTA 

Facilities within six (6) months of said termination.   

(d) Provo may terminate this Agreement as to any portion of the Leased Premises on 

which UTA either (i) permanently terminates or abandons transit service, or (ii) does not 

provide transit service for one year, except when due to a force majeure event, in which 

case such one year period shall be tolled for the duration of the force majeure event and 

any time necessary to reconstruct UTA Facilities, so long as UTA is engaged in good 

faith efforts to reconstruct the UTA Facilities.  If Provo desires to terminate this 

Agreement as to any portion of the Leased Premises, it shall provide the notice described 

in paragraph 4(c), and UTA will have six (6) months to recommence transit service and 

avoid termination, as described in paragraph 4(c).   

5. Project Management.  The Parties contemplate that they will also be parties to a 

proposed Interlocal Cooperation Agreement among Provo City, City of Orem, Utah 

Department of Transportation, Utah Transit Authority, and the Mountainland Association 

of Governments pertaining to A Public Transportation Project Known as the Provo-Orem 

Transportation Improvement Project (the “Interlocal Agreement”).  That Interlocal 

Agreement will create a Project Management Committee and an Executive Committee.  

The Parties will be represented on both Committees, which shall oversee and manage the 

Project as described in the Interlocal Agreement. 

6. Design.  With participation by the Provo City Engineer, UTA has selected and engaged 

the engineering firm AECOM to design the BRT System.  The Provo Street 

Improvements shall be designed in accordance with applicable Provo specifications.  

Throughout the design process, UTA shall cause the design firm to provide Provo with 

the opportunity of reviewing, commenting on, and approving all design submittals, 

including the preliminary design documents and the final design documents.  Provo may 

provide comments to any design submittals and UTA will direct the design firm to 

incorporate changes into the design submittals.  To the greatest extent possible, the 

parties desire to ensure that the BRT System will not have any negative impact on traffic, 

pedestrian flow and bicycle safety in Provo.  In order to further this objective, the parties 

agree that the design and construction of the BRT System shall comply with the 

following guidelines and principles: 
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(a) 900 East Frontage Road.  The BRT project will construct a frontage road on the 

east side of 900 East  to address safety issues due to the 10’ multiuse path along 

the east side of 900 East, substantially in compliance with the design sheet 

attached hereto as Exhibit C. 

(b) Pedestrian Safety.  The BRT project will construct pedestrian enhanced crossings 

on 700 North at 200 East and on University Parkway just west of the Missionary 

Training Center. 

 

7. Construction.  With participation by the Provo City Engineer, UTA has selected and 

engaged a qualified firm to construct the BRT System.  Throughout the construction 

process, Provo will have continuous access to the Project site to monitor Project 

construction and to ensure that construction meets applicable City specifications and is 

performed in accordance with the final design documents.  

8. Enhancements.  (a) Provo may request additions to the baseline scope of the Project 

(“Enhancements”).  UTA shall cause the design and/or construction firm to include 

Enhancements if (i) the party requesting the Enhancement agrees to pay for it, (ii) the 

Enhancement is not prohibited by a governing State or federal standard, (iii) the  

Enhancement is within the scope of the Environmental Assessment prepared pursuant to 

the National Environmental Policy Act (“Act”), or is a Categorical Exclusion under the 

Act, (iv) the Enhancement does not substantially adversely impact the operation or 

maintenance of the Project; and (v) the Enhancement will not unreasonably delay or 

interfere with the Project schedule.   

(b) Baseline Scope Defined.  With respect to the alignment of the BRT System, 

location of Exclusive BRT Lanes and BRT Stations, location of barrier curbs, retaining 

walls, curb and gutter, and right of way width, “baseline scope” is defined by the Finding 

of No Significant Impact (“FONSI”) issued by FTA on March 27, 2015.  With respect to 

the UTA Facilities, the “baseline scope” additionally means the work necessary to allow 

the BRT System to function as required by applicable UTA and federal requirements, 

including those set forth in the Capital Improvements Grant Agreement and in the 

FONSI.  With respect to the Provo Street Improvements, the “baseline scope” 

additionally means the work necessary to meet applicable City specifications; provided, 

however, that where Provo Street Improvements are adjacent to existing city roadways or 

facilities, the new improvements shall be deemed to meet the “baseline scope” if they 

match the existing roadways or facilities.  As of the execution of this Agreement, the 

baseline scope is as depicted on the preliminary design drawings dated October 17, 2014.  

The parties acknowledge that the final design, including materials, colors, and aesthetics 

will be further refined and agreed upon through the final design process.  The “final” 

baseline scope will be as depicted on the final design documents.  The final baseline 

scope shall include all elements that are incorporated into the final design documents 
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pursuant to or in conformance with the guidelines, principles and requirements of Section 

6 of this Agreement.  All elements of the final design documents shall be considered to 

be part of the baseline scope of the Project unless otherwise clearly noted on the final 

design documents. 

(c) Priority Enhancements.  The proposed Enhancements listed on Exhibit B 

(“Priority Enhancements”) will be paid for with Project funds only if sufficient 

Project funds are available to complete them after the baseline scope has been 

completed.  All reasonable efforts will be made by the Parties to find sufficient 

Project funds to cover these proposed enhancements.  If left over Project funds are 

not sufficient to pay for all of the proposed Enhancements on Exhibit B, the 

Executive Team created by the Interlocal Agreement described in Section 20(c) 

shall have the authority to determine which of the Priority Enhancements will be 

completed.  The use of FTA funds to fund the proposed Enhancements on Exhibit 

B is subject to FTA approval.  

(d) Enhancement Agreements.  The parties will formalize their agreement regarding 

any specific enhancement in separate written agreements (each, an “Enhancement 

Agreement”).   

9. Permitting.  Provo shall waive all fees typically charged for licenses, applications, plan 

reviews, building permits, and land use permits.  The value of such fees will be 

determined at the time they would otherwise be imposed.  Provo is not required to waive 

payment for any out-of-pocket costs it incurs in connection with permitting activities.  

Provo specifically reserves the right to charge street cut fees. 

10. Utility Relocations.  Completion of the Project will require the relocation of publicly and 

privately-owned utility facilities.  With respect to private utility facilities located in Provo 

Streets pursuant to franchise agreements, UTA and Provo may jointly agree that Provo 

will exercise its rights under the franchise agreements to require the private utility 

companies to relocate their facilities as required by the Project.  However, whether Provo 

elects to exercise any such franchise rights, shall be in Provo’s sole discretion. 

11. Ownership of Improvements.  Provo shall own the Provo Street Improvements, and will 

have no ownership interest in the UTA Facilities.   

12. Operations.  UTA shall operate, maintain, and control the BRT System and provide 

regular service to the general public in accordance with applicable Federal and state law. 

13. �o Public Forums.  In recognition of the safety concerns associated with potentially 

crowded station platforms, substantial foot traffic, street traffic and BRT System vehicle 

traffic, and the resulting need for crowd control and attention to surroundings, the parties 
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intend that no part of the BRT System, specifically including station platforms, will be 

considered public forums. 

14. Traffic Signal Priority.  As part of the Project, the traffic signal systems along the BRT 

System alignment will be programmed to give priority to BRT vehicles over cross-traffic.  

The signal timing will be determined as part of the design process and will be subject to 

the approval of the parties, with the intent of striking an appropriate balance between 

BRT System efficiency and other local traffic needs.  No party may alter or adjust the 

signal timing in a way that impacts or changes the priority of BRT vehicles, unless such 

alterations or adjustments are performed in coordination with the other party. 

15. Maintenance.  (a) UTA shall be responsible for all routine and long-term maintenance of 

the UTA Facilities, except for routine maintenance of, and snow removal from, the 

Exclusive BRT Lanes.  UTA shall be responsible for snow removal at BRT Stations. 

(b) Provo shall be responsible for all routine and long-term maintenance of the Provo 

Street Improvements.  Provo shall be responsible for routine maintenance of the 

Exclusive BRT Lanes.  UTA shall reimburse Provo for the cost of performing routine 

maintenance of the Exclusive BRT Lanes on Provo streets.  Such reimbursement shall be 

paid to Provo on an annual basis, upon receipt from Provo of an invoice and an 

accounting of costs incurred by Provo in performing routine maintenance on the 

Exclusive BRT Lanes on Provo streets.  Routine maintenance of Provo Street 

Improvements includes snow removal, crack sealing, pothole repair, and maintenance of 

traffic signals.  Provo shall be responsible for snow removal from Provo Streets, 

including the Exclusive BRT Lanes.  UTA, subject to Provo’s approval, shall cause the 

design firm to design the Exclusive BRT Lanes in such a way as to allow Provo to 

perform snow removal with Provo’s standard snow removal equipment and procedures.  

In all cases, Provo shall have the right to determine both the frequency and scope of any 

such maintenance activities. 

(c)   Long term maintenance of Provo Streets includes mill and overlay projects, as 

well as more comprehensive pavement replacement.  Any such maintenance will be 

coordinated between the parties to minimize disruption to the BRT System and other 

traffic. 

(d) During the final design process, the parties shall develop a plan for snow removal.  

That plan must identify areas for storage of removed snow, such that pedestrian, BRT, 

and automobile traffic is not impeded.   

(e) To coordinate maintenance responsibilities, the parties shall exchange routine and 

emergency contact information and keep such information current.  
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16. City Access to Exclusive BRT Lanes.  UTA acknowledges the existence of public and 

private utility facilities under the Exclusive BRT Lanes.  Provo reserves the right to enter 

the Exclusive BRT Lanes as and when reasonably necessary to inspect, maintain, repair, 

or replace City-owned facilities located on, under, or adjacent to the Exclusive BRT 

Lanes.  To the extent reasonably possible, Provo shall coordinate such work with UTA in 

advance, in order to ensure safety and to minimize disruption of BRT operations.  

Proposals to make minor realignments of the Exclusive BRT Lanes will be coordinated 

between the Parties.   

17. Realignment.  (a) UTA will not disapprove of Provo’s request to make minor 

realignments of the BRT lanes if Provo pays for the realignment and the realignment of 

the lane does not have significant impact to the BRT route or operation. 

(b)  UTA will not disapprove of Provo’s request to change the route of the BRT System 

under the following conditions:  

i. The legislative body of Provo makes a finding after a public hearing that the 

new proposed route has a greater public benefit than the then-existing route; 

 

ii. The proposed realignment of the BRT System is accomplished by the 

replacement of any specific portion of the Leased Premises that will no longer 

be part of the alignment with other property that allows the BRT System to 

function in a way that is mutually agreeable to the Parties; 

iii. The realignment is approved through applicable National Environmental 

Policy Act processes, if any;  

iv. The realignment complies with applicable Federal Transit Administration 

processes, if any;  

v. The realignment is approved by other interested parties, if any, specifically 

including Utah County and the Utah Department of Transportation to the 

extent that the realignment implicates their property interests, facilities and/or 

jurisdiction; and 

vi. The parties agree on a source of funding for the realignment project. 

18. Future Utilities.  Provo may grant additional franchises and permits in the future for 

utility facilities under or over the Exclusive BRT Lanes, so long as such facilities do not 

unreasonably interfere with operation of the BRT System.  Provo shall notify UTA of  

any requests for permits under or over the Exclusive BRT Lanes, and UTA shall have 

two (2) weeks to review and object to such requests or applications prior to work 

commencing.  Provo shall notify UTA of any applications for street cut permits within 
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the Exclusive BRT Lanes, but shall have the right to approve such applications in its 

reasonable discretion.  The parties shall cooperate to minimize disruption to BRT service 

caused by the granting of any new franchises or permits for new utility facilities, and by 

the granting of street cut permits within the Exclusive BRT Lanes.   

19. Fiber Infrastructure.  Provo shall grant to UTA, at no cost, the right to use Provo street 

rights of way and public utility easements along the BRT System alignment for such fiber 

optic communication facilities as are necessary for UTA to install communications 

infrastructure such as duct banks, conduit, and fiber as necessary for the efficient 

operation of the BRT System.  The precise location of the fiber infrastructure will be 

determined through the final design process, and may make use of existing duct banks 

and conduit where such facilities are available. 

 

20. Condition Precedent.  (a) This Agreement is executed with the anticipation UTA will be 

awarded a Capital Improvements grant from FTA in 2016, in an amount sufficient, 

together with local funding, to complete the Project.  This Agreement is expressly 

conditioned on UTA executing a Capital Improvements Grant Agreement with FTA.  If 

UTA and FTA do not execute a Capital Improvements Grant Agreement, this Agreement 

shall be of no further force or effect. 

(b) This Agreement is further executed with the anticipation that Provo and UTA will 

come to agreement on the final design during the design process described in Section 6.  

If Provo and UTA cannot agree upon the details of the final design, this Agreement shall 

be of no further force or effect. 

(c) This Agreement is also subject to and conditioned upon the execution of the Interlocal 

Agreement described in Section 5.  If the Interlocal Agreement is not fully executed by 

all the parties listed in Section 5, this Agreement shall be of no further force or effect. 

21. Indemnification.  UTA shall use the Leased Premises at its own risk and agrees to 

indemnify, defend, and hold harmless Provo and Provo’s officers, officials, employees, 

and representatives for, from, and against all liabilities, claims, damages, losses, suits, 

judgments, causes of action and costs (including court costs and attorneys’ fees,), of any 

nature, kind or description (“Losses”) resulting from: (a) negligence or fault on the part 

of UTA or any employees, officials, agents or contractors of UTA related to the design, 

construction, maintenance or other work performed by or on behalf of UTA on the BRT 

System within the Leased Premises; and (b) negligence or fault on the part of UTA or any 

employees, officials,  agents or contractors of UTA in the use or operation of the BRT 

System within the Leased Premises, or (c) UTA’s breach of any provision of this 

Agreement.  In the event any Losses are caused by the joint or concurrent negligence of 

UTA and Provo, UTA shall indemnify Provo only in proportion to UTA’s own 

negligence and/or fault. 
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22. Amendment.  This Agreement may be modified or amended only by a written 

instrument executed by the parties and/or all their successors, as applicable. 

23. Governing Law.  This Agreement shall be construed, interpreted and applied in 

accordance with the laws of the State of Utah 

24. �on-Waiver.  No covenant or condition of this Agreement may be waived by any party, 

unless done so in writing.  Forbearance or indulgence by any party in any regard 

whatsoever shall not constitute a waiver of the covenants or conditions to be performed 

by the other. 

25.  Severability.  If any provision of this Agreement is held to be illegal, inoperative or 

unenforceable, the same shall not affect any other provision or provisions herein 

contained or render the same invalid, inoperative or unenforceable to any extent 

whatever. 

26.  Binding Agreement.  This Agreement is binding upon all of the assigns, grantees and 

successors in interest to each of the parties, and shall remain in full force and effect until 

amended as provided herein.   

27. �o Third Party Beneficiaries.  The parties intend that there be no third party 

beneficiaries to this Agreement. 

28. Further Assurances.  The parties shall execute such other documents and take such 

other actions as may be reasonably necessary or proper to achieve the intent and purposes 

hereof.

Every year, as Lead Entity for the Utah Valley HOME Consortium, Provo City submits 

an Annual Action Plan update to the Five-Year Consolidated Plan submitted to the 

Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). The Five-Year Consolidated 

Plan outlines the goals, objectives, and projects to be undertaken with the use of 

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and HOME funding allocations that the 

Redevelopment Department receives from HUD.

1. Introduction 

The City of Provo/Utah Valley HOME Consortium 2016-2017 Annual Action Plan is the 

second year action plan of the 2015-2019 Five-Year Consolidated Plan (ConPlan).  It is a 

product of a planning and coordination process to identify housing and community 

development needs.  The process forms the framework for a community-wide dialogue 

to establish priorities and create strategies to address those needs, especially for low- 

and moderate income households.  This plan is intended to be an informative and useful 

tool for the residents, organizations and businesses committed to continued growth in 

our community. 

The Annual Action Plan includes the City’s application for the federal grants received 

from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) and administered 

by the Office of Community Planning and Development (CPD), a division of HUD, 

through which the City receives an annual allocation, or formula grant, from the CPD 

programs: 

 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) 

The CDBG program’s primary objective is to promote the development of viable 

urban communities by providing decent housing, suitable living environments and 

expanded economic activities to persons of low and moderate income.  Provo 

receives CDBG as an entitlement city. 

 Home Investment and Partnerships Program (HOME) 

The primary objective of the HOME Program is to create affordable housing for low-

income households.  Communities often partner with nonprofit and for-profit 

organizations to fund a wide variety of activities including building, buying and/or 

rehabilitating affordable housing for rent or homeownership or provide direct 

rental assistance to low-income people. 

The City of Provo has designated the Redevelopment Agency of Provo City Corporation 

(RDA) to manage and administer all funding received from HUD. 

The Utah Valley HOME Consortium is an inter-jurisdictional partnership between The 

City of Provo, Orem City and Utah County, formed to receive HOME Program funds 

directly from HUD.  The City of Orem receives its own CDBG entitlement and Utah 

County, as a qualified Urban County, also receives its own allocation of CDBG funding.  

All jurisdictions within Utah County, which have entered into an Interlocal Agreement 

to receive CDBG funding through Utah County, are also eligible to benefit from HOME 

funds.  As the designated Lead Entity for the Consortium, The City of Provo administers 
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the HOME Program through the RDA.  Although not yet a member of the Consortium, it 

is anticipated that City of Lehi will become a participating member with the new 

Consortium Agreement covering years 2017 through 2019 is signed. 

2. Summary of Objectives and Outcomes Identified in the Plan 

As a result of citizens’ and City Council’s input The City of Provo will prioritize its 

activities and projects in three categories of Locally Targeted Objectives: Decent 

Housing, Suitable Living Environment, and Creating Economic Opportunities.

While specific accomplishment data for the 2015 PY are not yet available we believe the 

programs and projects carried out have benefited greatly and assisted in meeting 

community needs. 

4. Summary of Citizen Participation and Consultation Process 

An integral part of the ConPlan planning process is Citizen Participation as it provides 

for goals and priorities that are defined in the context of community needs and 

preferences.  In addition, the citizen participation process provides a format to educate 

the community about the federal grants received by City of Provo and the Consortium.  

To this end the RDA solicited involvement from a diverse group of stakeholders and 

community members during the development of the 2015-2019 ConPlan.  A 

comprehensive public engagement process included stakeholder meetings, citizen’s 

survey, public hearings, committee meetings and a public comment period. 

The City received input from residents, stakeholders and other interested parties 

including service providers.

In preparing the 2016-17 Action Plan the RDA held consultations with various 

organizations which provide services in the City and Utah County, including local 

leaders, housing providers, and service providers. 

The RDA held two workshops at the City’s Recreation Center and provided a survey 

to gather input from citizens.  The survey was also made available electronically and 

published in the City’s website and social media.  Additionally, the survey was 

emailed to current service and housing partner agencies receiving CDBG and/or 

HOME funding through the City and the Consortium. 

b. Describe coordination with the Continuum of Care and efforts to address the 

needs of homeless persons (particularly chronically homeless individuals and 

families, families with children, veterans, and unaccompanied youth) and 

persons at risk of homelessness. 

The vision of the Mountainland Region Continuum of Care (CoC) is to provide 

decent, safe and affordable housing and effective support services to homeless, 

chronic homeless families and individuals including—initial stabilization, 

transitional housing, permanent housing, access to mainstream resources and 

independence from governmental assistance.  United Way of Utah County (United 

Way) leads the CoC, of which the City of Provo is a member, represented by the RDA.  

The CoC is an organized body of local jurisdictions, government agencies, local 

nonprofit organizations, faith-based service and housing organizations, and other 
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agencies and partners seeking to maximize resources and avoid duplication of 

services while providing consistent and unified planning in Utah County. 

As it annually does, the CoC led the efforts for the point in time count, in which over 

70 volunteers participated in an outreach to find homeless individuals.  The event 

was advertised in the Daily Herald (local paper), the Provo Mayor’s blog, and the 

United Way Facebook page.  A partner agency, Community Action Services and Food 

Bank, emailed invitations to their volunteers. 

Chronically Homeless Individuals and Families—The RDA coordinates closely with 

the CoC in addressing chronic homelessness for individuals and families.  The CoC 

developed a coordinated intake and assessment system to coordinate services, 

support individual agencies in reaching project goals and HUD and CoC established 

performance goals. 

Families with Children—The specific needs of families facing homelessness is a key 

component of the work being done by the CoC, which centralizes resources, 

leveraging partnerships amongst CoC members. 

Veterans—The CoC participates in the planning and coordinating efforts associated 

with the Ten-Year plan to End Homelessness in Utah.  The CoC will implement its 

coordinated intake and assessment and housing placement system for single adults.

For all activities for Downpayment assistance, owner-occupied rehabilitation, 

purchase/rehabilitation/resale and multi-family rehabilitation involving structures 

built before 1978, the premises are inspected and tested for lead-based paint.

1. Jurisdiction Goals, Programs and Policies for reducing the number of Poverty-

The limited incomes of many residents in The City of Provo and other Consortium cities 

have left them with insufficient means to meet an adequate standard of living.  In a 

strategic effort to reduce the number of households living in poverty and prevent 

households at risk of moving into poverty, is necessary to support the most vulnerable 

populations, including the chronically homeless, homeless families, food-insecure 

families and individuals, the disabled, victims of domestic violence, and the low-income 

elderly.

Provo City Corporation (City) is the recipient of HUD’s Community Development Block 

Grant (CDBG) as an entitlement city and the HOME Investment and Partnerships Program 

(HOME) as Lead Entity of the Utah Valley HOME Consortium.  The City has designated its 

Redevelopment Agency (RDA) to administer these and other grants received by the City. 

To ensure compliance from the start of a project/program, the RDA uses the application 

process to start the monitoring process of all agencies.  Each application goes through a 

review process conducted to ensure that each applicant meets a national objective and that 

the organizational goals are in line with the goals identified in the Consolidated Plan.  Once 

the application pass the initial review, each application is then evaluated through a public 

process with the final decision for funding decided by elected officials.  The next step is 

drawing a contract identifying regulations, scope of work, budgets and all other federal and 

local requirements of the particular program. 

Desk Review 

The RDA administers and operates all CDBG and HOME grants on a reimbursement basis.  

This ensures that desk reviews, which is an important part of monitoring, can be completed 

by the Program Administrators before Federal funds are used for any program/project. 

A desk review will be completed every time a reimbursement request needs to be 

processed, generally every month, but sometimes quarterly.  Program Administrators can 

then verify that all requirements of the contract are actively being met prior to 

disbursement of any funds or drawing funds from HUD’s Integrated Disbursement and 

Information System (IDIS).  The IDIS system also helps assist with program/project 

eligibility requirements, track spending rates and report performance measurements. 

Trust Deeds and/or Restrictive Covenants are recorded on all properties using HOME 

funds to ensure the property will be used for the correct affordability period required and 

determined by the amount of HOME funds used. 

Annual On-Site Monitoring 

Contracts with all CDBG Subrecipients and HOME Contractors/Developers establish an on-

site annual monitoring per fiscal year.  These visits provide an opportunity for RDA staff 

member to ensure that Subrecipients understand their responsibilities and are in 

compliance with all Federal regulations and are actively working to achieve the objectives

outlined in their contract and the ConPlan.  The RDA completes a Risk Analysis which 

together with other reporting mechanisms determines which agencies would benefit from 

a technical training session.  Technical assistance is also available at any time when 

requested by a Subrecipient, Contractor or Developer. 

Section 3 and Minority- and Women-Owned Businesses 

Section 3 policies require that employment opportunities created in conjunctions with HUD 

funded projects are extended to low- and very low-income residents of the area where the 

project is being implemented.  In essence, Section 3 eligible residents are to be extended 

preference in new hiring situations which result from HUD-sourced public construction 

funds.  The RDA encourages businesses to hire from Section 3 pools, and to apply for 

official Section 3 Business designation.  These Section 3 Businesses must meet self-certified 

application requirements on the State of Utah’s Section 3 registry.  The RDA also 

encourages partnerships for outreach, training, and hiring with local workforce agencies. 

Following The City of Provo policies, the RDA purchases the highest quality supplies, 

equipment, construction and services at the lowest possible prices.  The purchases of these 

goods and any contracts on projects funded by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban 

Development (HUD) are administered without discrimination on the basis of race, color, 

religion, sex, age, or national origin. 

Grant Administrators for CDBG and HOME evaluate program performance for compliance 

with grant fiscal and program requirements.  Their responsibilities include: accurate and 

timely submission of required federal reports (including HUD 60002 Section 3 Annual 

Summary Report; HUD 4710 Labor Standards Enforcement Report and HUD 2516 Contract 

and Subcontract Activity Report); IDIS reporting, monitor and approve program 

expenditures, monitor CDBG and HOME administration expenditures to ensure they are 

within HUD limits; monitor low- and moderate-income public benefit limits to ensure at 

least 70 percent of CDBG activities benefit low- and moderate- income persons for the 

certification period and monitor periods of affordability for HOME funded activities. 

The RDA submits to The City of Provo’s audit and quality control procedures outlined by 

Government Auditing and Reporting Standards and by Utah State code.  The RDA is audited 

annually for review of financial and reporting activities, including a “Single Audit” review of 

federal grants.

2. Discussion

The Housing Authority of Utah County and Provo City Housing Authority are 

responsible for managing the public housing inventory, developing new affordable 

housing units and administering the Section 8 voucher programs for Utah County and 

Provo City, respectively.  They strive to provide affordable housing opportunities 

throughout their jurisdictions by developing new or rehabilitating existing housing that 

is safe, decent, sanitary and affordable—a place where an individual’s income level or 

background cannot be identified by the neighborhood or housing in which they live. 

2. Actions planned during the next year to address the needs to public housing 

The Housing Authority of Utah County’s construction for 31 units of senior housing in 

Springville is completed and is now looking to produce up to 50 permanent supportive 

housing units for disabled clients.  HAUC continues to leverage funding to develop 26-

40 units of senior housing in American Fork during 2016, pending funding.  HAUC is 

actively looking for to develop/purchase additional 2 bedroom units throughout the 

county. 

Provo City Housing Authority plans to look at additional LITHC developments and 

continue to actively provide property management to existing units keeping them well 

maintained 

3. Actions to encourage public housing residents to become more involved in 

management and participate in homeownership 

HAUC residents are invited to participate each year in a Resident Advisory Board where 

proposed policies are reviewed prior to implementation.  HAUC has a resident currently 

serving on our Board of Commissioners.  HAUC promotes self-sufficiency to all 

residents, to the extent they are able to achieve.  Clients are referred to various agencies 

who provide budgeting, home ownership and financial counseling.  Clients are often 

notified about various home ownership opportunities available 

PCHA has a few CROWN developments which allow the resident to purchase their unit 

after 15 years at a price well below market value.  PCHA just sold 6 CROWN units some 

of which were to the original tenants (lived there for 15 years).  PCHA coordinates a 

home owner class for residents as well

1. Introduction 

The Consortium, through the Mountainland Continuum of Care, works with a number of 

homeless services agencies to reduce the number persons experiencing homelessness, 

reduce the length of time individuals experience homelessness, increase successful 

transitions out of homelessness and reduce the instances of return to homelessness. 

Representatives from The City of Provo and Consortium cities participate in the CoC 

executive specifically so the CoC’s priorities are considered during funding allocations. 

The Mountainland Continuum of Care contracts with the State of Utah to administer 

HMIS.  All service agencies in the region and the rest of the state are under a uniform 

data standard for HUD reporting and local ESG funders.  All ESG funded organizations 

participate in HIMS, which is supported by Client Track. 

The Mountainland Continuum of Care conducts an annual Point-In-Time count at the 

end of January to count sheltered (emergency sheltered and transitional housing) and 

unsheltered homeless individuals.  Unsheltered homeless individuals are counted by 

canvassing volunteers.  The volunteers use the Vulnerability Index & Service 

Prioritization Decision Assistance Tool (VI-SPDAT) to interview and try to connect 

unsheltered homeless individuals into services. 

2. Describe the jurisdictions one-year goals and actions for reducing and ending 

homelessness including: 

a. Reaching out to homeless persons (especially unsheltered persons) and 

assessing their individual needs 

The City of Provo and Consortium cities will continue to partner with the 

Mountainland Continuum of Care and its partner agencies, and providing CDBG 

funding to support the efforts to reaching out to unsheltered individuals to assess 

their needs. 

b. Addressing the emergency shelter and transitional housing needs of homeless 

persons 

Neither The City of Provo nor Consortium cities have direct access to Emergency 

Solutions Grant (ESG) funding.   However, State of Utah allocations are awarded to 

Community Action Services and Food Bank and the Food and Care Coalition.  These 

agencies use the funding to support their services such as: providing motel 

vouchers, access to safe facilities, case management, etc. 
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c. Helping homeless persons (especially chronically homeless individuals and

Case management is a key component to success during the 

transition; community partners are assisting the youth as they learn and grow in 

their new environments.  Wasatch Mental Health Vantage Point Youth Services plays 

a key local role in assisting youth in making the transition to independence. 

Health Care Discharge—The Mountainland Continuum of Care has a Discharge 

Planning Committee whose goal is to ensure that no one is discharged from a 

medical facility to the streets.  The persons on this committee who are developing 

the final protocol for health care discharge are: homeless service providers, housing 

providers, emergency room case workers, hospital social workers and 

representation from the largest local health care system, Intermountain Healthcare. 

Mental Health Discharge—The State of Utah has developed protocol and has 

completed a survey and analysis of homelessness.  Within the Public Mental Health 

System, we are currently in development stages to plan the capacity to ensure that 

all mentally ill homeless individuals discharged from public institutions will have 

access to affordable housing and supportive services.  State Human Services 

Discharge Planning Committee has developed a plan specific to mental health and 

substance abuse, and continues to work with the State Homeless Coordinating 

Committee to identify and create additional low-income permanent housing for the 

chronically homeless and develop a process for rapid re-housing of the temporarily 

homeless. 

Correction Discharge—In addition to private organizations such as Prisoner 

Information Network (PIN) and the Harm Reduction Project, which provide 

prisoners being discharged with information and services as they leave the state 

prison, State Corrections has developed a program inmates are able to access before 

their release.  The Women’s Correctional Facility has developed the Your Parole 
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Requires Extensive Preparation (YPREP) office which is opened to women prior to 

their release and offers much information on successful living outside the facility.  

The YPREP office is currently in the process of assessing the housing needs of the 

female population.  The information gathered will result in a strategically targeted 

effort to meet those needs for the women prior to release from incarceration.  Each 

month community members meet for the Women’s Summit and Men’s Summit 

meetings.  The summit meetings are used to identify and develop resources needed 

for successful transition. 

3. Discussion 

While the The City of Provo and Consortium cities do not fund services that directly 

affect homelessness, it is their intent to support agencies with programs that assist the 

homeless and help people that are vulnerable to becoming homeless.  We also continue 

to work with other organizations, including those that serve and coordinate with 

Mountainland Continuum of Care to influence policy to help prevent homelessness in 

the future.

● The Community Redevelopment Agency of Provo City 
Corporation (Agency) purchased the property at Center 
Street and 300 West over a number of years and from 
various property owners.  One of the prior uses involved 
underground storage tanks and the Agency had 
environmental studies performed and the tanks 
removed in accordance with state law.  Subsequently, 
the property was sold to Cowboy Partners for a multi-
story mixed use development entitled Liberty Center.  
Liberty Center will be four-stories with 120 apartments 
and 6,465 square feet of commercial space on the 
ground floor. 



 

● Cowboy closed escrow on the property and got their 
necessary permits and began construction.  During their 
excavation process, the contractors discovered 
contamination on the site.  They were required halt 
construction and deal with the contamination pursuant 
to guidelines from the State of Utah.  Also pursuant to 
those guidelines, the Agency, as the entity that removed 
the underground storage tanks, is the responsible party 
for the costs of cleaning up the contaminated soil.  
Cowboy Partners, to facilitate the cleanup and not face 
any further delays, cleaned up the site and worked with 
their subcontractors to get the most reasonable price for 
the work.  They have completed the remediation and 
have submitted an invoice to us.   

● Staff is requesting authority to appropriate $154,650.27 
from unencumbered fund balance from Fund 279 to 
reimburse Cowboy Partners.  It is important to note that 
many of the subcontractors used on the project are small 
local contractors who typically do not have a large cash 
reserve for these situations.  Staff is also working with 
Legal to determine if we are able to seek any form of 
reimbursement from prior property owners.

The following action was taken on the above described item by the Provo City Planning Commission at its regular 
meeting held on February 24, 2016: 
 

 RECOMMEND APPROVAL 
 
On a vote of 5:0, the Planning Commission recommended the Municipal Council approve the zone change request from 
the R1.10 zone to the Low Density Residential zone for property located at approximately 2470 West 1160 North, with 
an amendment to the staff report to note that a development agreement was proffered by the applicant and to include a 
note on the final plat no place future buyers and homeowners on notice that the development is in an established 
agricultural area and is subject to all of the typical impacts of livestock.

Second By: Maria Winden 
Votes in Favor of Motion: Fred Bandley, Ross Flom, Deborah Jensen, Kermit McKinney, Jamin Rowan, Maria Winden 
Ross Flom was present as Chair and Ed Jones was excused. 
 
The Planning Commission recommendation is generally consistent with the Staff analysis and determination.  
 
LEGAL DESCRITPION OF PROPERTY TO BE REZONED 
The property to be rezoned to the LDR Zone is described in the attached Exhibit A. 
 
RELATED ACTIONS 
Approval of the proposed 26-unit Planned Unit Development following positive Council action on the rezone request 
and compliance with all applicable conditions of approval.  
 
STAFF PRESENTATION  
The Staff Report to the Planning Commission provides details of the facts of the case and the Staff's analysis, 
conclusions, and recommendations. Key points addressed in the Staff’s presentation to the Planning Commission 
included the following: 

 The request is generally in compliance with the land use map, goals, and policies of the General Plan. 

 The request is generally consistent with the applicable goals and objectives of applicable sections of the Vision 2030 
Master Visioning Document. 

 A graphic representation of anticipated traffic counts corresponding to both a single-family development and the 
proposed twin home development.  

 The staff’s concern regarding the possibility of a more dense development than proposed by the applicant. 
 
 
 



NEIGHBORHOOD MEETING DATE 
The applicant attended and presented the proposed zone change request and the associated 26-unit development at the 
November 2015 Lakeview North Neighborhood Meeting. According to the applicant and the neighborhood chair there 
were no significant concerns voiced at the meeting regarding the subject rezone request and the associated development.  
 
APPLICANT COMMENTS 
The applicant spoke in favor of the rezone request and associated development. He explained that the product they want 
to develop on the site is marketed toward and better designed for buyers who are “empty nesters” and seeking a more 
maintenance free lifestyle. However, he explained that because of fair housing laws, it is very difficult to specifically 
only allow buyers of a certain age, i.e. 55+. The applicant further explained that entering into a development agreement 
with the City is not an issue. He also explained that the proposed development would have very strict Covenants, 
Conditions, and Restrictions (CC&Rs) to regulate items like street parking and prohibiting residents from parking their 
RVs on their properties. In response to comments by residents, he later explained that the higher density of the project 
allows the HOA to be very involved in upkeep of the landscape maintenance. Additionally, responding to parking 
concerns, the applicant explained that the design of the site allows a minimum of 20 feet behind the sidewalk to the 
dwellings so each unit has a minimum of four parking stalls. He mentioned that CC&Rs for the development he 
currently lives in doesn’t prohibit street parking, but it is able to limit the amount of time cars can be parked on the street. 
He explained that similar provisions would be included in the CC&Rs for this project.  
 
NEIGHBORHOOD AND PUBLIC COMMENT 
The Neighborhood Chair was present during the hearing. She confirmed that the applicant had made a presentation at 
the November 2015 Neighborhood Meeting. She explained that at first all comments were generally positive; however, 
some concerns had been expressed regarding parking and the possibility that more cars could be possible if the project 
was not specifically age restricted. She explained that access to the irrigation ditches and water sources is extremely 
important for the adjacent agricultural uses. She was glad that the applicant is working with the Public Works 
Department to continue the necessary water availability. She expressed concern that people moving into this area would 
need to understand they will be moving next to a working farm and the associated sounds and smells will not be going 
away. She explained that the existing neighborhood has many small children and she expressed concern regarding 
future construction trucks. She asked that they be extremely cautious entering and existing the neighborhood and that 
the possibility of an alternative ingress/egress be explored. She was hopeful that the new community would match the 
existing more mature landscaping of the neighboring development. In conclusion, she expressed support for the 
dynamic of a 55+ community; however, she felt that without the specific exclusion, it may be more concerning for 
neighbors 
 
CONCERNS RAISED BY PUBLIC 
Six (6) members of the public spoke regarding the proposed zone change request and the associated 26-unit project. 
Five (5) expressed concerns regarding traffic, property values, increased density, and protecting abutting agricultural 
uses. In general, those who spoke with concerns, did not oppose developing the site, but wanted to see the site developed 
with single family homes. Two of the speakers did provide a petition signed by 19 residents of the adjacent 
neighborhood who oppose the rezone. The pe One (1) speaker, the owner of the property, expressed support for the 
rezone request and explained that she had tried for several years to develop the property without success. She explained 
that it would be difficult to specifically limit the new dwellings to buyers over the age of 55. She thought the proposed 
development would be good for the community.    
 
PLANNING COMMISSION DISCUSSION 
Prior to comments from the Planning Commission, the Assistant Community Development Director explained that in 
Provo there are many single family homes and many condos, but the product that the applicant is proposing is very 
scarce and constitutes what is referred to as the “missing middle.” Other areas have been extremely successful in 
developing this type of product and having it fit very well into existing neighborhoods.  
 
Mr. Bandley expressed support for the proposed zone change and associated development. He has done much to reduce 
the maintenance needs on his own property in recent years and can see the appeal of having an HOA that takes care of all 
those needs. Mr. Rowan commented that he was glad the water issues were being addressed between the applicant and 
the Public Works Department. He also expressed support for zone change and associated development saying that it will 



provide additional housing opportunities within an existing neighborhood. Ms. Jensen inquired about controls for runoff 
given the significant increase in rooftops and impervious surfaces. The applicant responded by saying that the 
engineering would allow a significant amount of runoff to be retained on site. Mr. McKinney and Ms. Winden also 
expressed support for the zone change and development.

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OVERVIEW    

Current General Plan Designation - Residential 

 

Current Zoning – R1.10 
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Proposed Zoning – Low Density Residential (LDR) 

 
 

The subject property is a single-family home site and a vacant lot that consists of 

approximately six (6) acres. The site is currently zoned residential and is designated as 

R1.10, with a minimum lot size of 10,000 square feet. Eagle Summit Construction is 

seeking a zone change for the two parcels from the R1.10 Zone to Low Density 

Residential (LDR) to allow a 26-unit Planned Unit Development consisting of 12 twin 

home structures (24 dwelling units) and 2 single-family dwellings. The properties are 

already designated as residential on the General Plan.  The housing density is 4.19 

units per acre where the LDR zone allows a maximum of 15 units per acre.  While the 

proposed housing development is acceptable to staff and to neighboring residents in 

terms of housing density and housing type, the LDR zone would allow for townhomes 

up to 15 units per acre to be built on this site.  

A Project Plan application has been submitted currently with this rezone application 

which details the proposed development.    

GENERAL PLAN POLICIES 

The General Plan policies for the Lakeview North Neighborhood include the following: 

1. Compliance with the policies under the guiding principles for the SW 

[Southwest] Area.  

The proposed amendment is generally consistent with the guiding 

principles for the SW Area. The proposed amendment will maintain the 

Residential General Plan designation, although the LDR Zone will allow 
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two-family dwellings. The proposed amendment will slightly increase the 

gross density per acre; however, it is consistent with the general policy 

and surrounding neighborhood.  

The proposed amendment relates to lands that are not determined to be 

with the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) definition of the 

“AE” flood zone, nor are they designated as wetlands.  

The proposed amendment will have an impact on City utility services; 

however, preliminary indications conclude that the existing utility services 

will be able to accommodate the anticipated growth from proposed 

amendment.  

4. Infrastructure needs should continue to be evaluated in order to resolve 

issues for existing and future residents, particularly where road conditions 

may be hazardous. 

The proposed amendment allows for the development a 26-unit Planned 

Unit Development which is proposed concurrently with the rezone 

application. The proposed development includes extensions of 2470 West 

and Reese Drive and also provides for future connectivity of those road 

extensions. The proposed amendment will allow for adequate connectivity 

and improved access. 

 

Vision 2030 Policies 

The Vision 2030 Master Visioning Document contains the following Goals, Objectives, 

and Action Steps:  

Action Steps 1.4.3 (d) Encourage multi-generational participation in 

neighborhood activities.  

The proposed amendment to allow rezone the subject property to the LDR 

Zone will allow for a more diverse range of demographic homeowners as 

the development concurrently proposed with the rezone will be targeted 

toward empty-nest citizens who are over 55 years of age seeking to age in 

place.  

Goal 1.6 – Maintain and improve the physical appearance and beauty of 

neighborhoods.  
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The proposed amendment will support this goal by allowing the subject 

property to change from a vacant unimproved lot to a new development of 

modern homes which will adhere to the residential design standards 

described in the code.  

Goal 2.1 – Protect existing owner-occupied housing and neighborhoods and 

encourage an increased percentage of owner-occupied or long-term residency 

housing in Provo neighborhoods.  

The proposed amendment has the potential to support this goal by 

providing additional housing that will be specifically marketed to potential 

home owners 55 and older. This demographic would most likely be owners 

of the homes in which they live. The concern will be that the proposed 

amendment allows the potential for a type of housing product that may 

lend itself more readily to rental housing. It will be important to encourage 

land controls which reflect goal of creating and maintaining long-term 

owner occupancy on the subject property.  

Goal 12.3 – Modify current street standards to promote flexible street widths in 

residential areas.  

The proposed amendment will allow some flexibility in housing types that 

would be consistent with allowing more flexible street widths. The 

concurrent proposal suggests a narrower street width to promote a more 

pedestrian oriented landscape as well as reduced long-term infrastructure 

and maintenance costs.  

FINDINGS OF FACT  

1. Provo City Code Section 14.02.020(2) sets forth the following guidelines for 

consideration of zoning map amendments: 

 Upon receipt of a petition by the Planning Commission, the Commission shall hold a 

public hearing in accordance with the provisions of Section 14.02.010 of this Title and 

may approve, conditionally approve, or deny the preliminary project plan.  Before 

recommending an amendment to this Title, the Planning Commission shall determine 

whether such amendment is in the interest of the public, and is consistent with the goals 

and policies of the Provo City General Plan.  The following guidelines shall be used to 

determine consistency with the General Plan: 

(a) Public purpose for the amendment in question. 

 The public purpose for the amendment in question is to provide 

additional housing stock for residents and it provides additional 

housing choices for older citizens who wish to age in place.  
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(b) Confirmation that the public purpose is best served by the amendment in 

question. 

 The public purposed is best served by the amendment in question 

because it accomplishes the stated purposes with the minimum 

intrusion and impact to the adjoining single family neighborhood. 

(c) Compatibility of the proposed amendment with General Plan policies, goals, and 

objectives.  

 The amendment supports the policies of the General Plan by utilizing 

property already designated for residential use rather than rezoning 

agricultural or other sensitive lands and contributing to “leap-frog” 

development.

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OVERVIEW    

Current General Plan Designation - Residential 

 

Current Zoning – R1.10 
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Proposed Zoning – Low Density Residential (LDR) 

 
 

The subject property is a single-family home site and a vacant lot that consists of 

approximately six (6) acres. The site is currently zoned residential and is designated as 

R1.10, with a minimum lot size of 10,000 square feet. Eagle Summit Construction is 

seeking a zone change for the two parcels from the R1.10 Zone to Low Density 

Residential (LDR) to allow a 26-unit Planned Unit Development consisting of 12 twin 

home structures (24 dwelling units) and 2 single-family dwellings. The properties are 

already designated as residential on the General Plan.  The housing density is 4.19 

units per acre where the LDR zone allows a maximum of 15 units per acre.  While the 

proposed housing development is acceptable to staff and to neighboring residents in 

terms of housing density and housing type, the LDR zone would allow for townhomes 

up to 15 units per acre to be built on this site.  

A Project Plan application has been submitted currently with this rezone application 

which details the proposed development.    

GENERAL PLAN POLICIES 

The General Plan policies for the Lakeview North Neighborhood include the following: 

1. Compliance with the policies under the guiding principles for the SW 

[Southwest] Area.  

The proposed amendment is generally consistent with the guiding 

principles for the SW Area. The proposed amendment will maintain the 

Residential General Plan designation, although the LDR Zone will allow 
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two-family dwellings. The proposed amendment will slightly increase the 

gross density per acre; however, it is consistent with the general policy 

and surrounding neighborhood.  

The proposed amendment relates to lands that are not determined to be 

with the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) definition of the 

“AE” flood zone, nor are they designated as wetlands.  

The proposed amendment will have an impact on City utility services; 

however, preliminary indications conclude that the existing utility services 

will be able to accommodate the anticipated growth from proposed 

amendment.

The proposed amendment allows for the development a 26-unit Planned 

Unit Development which is proposed concurrently with the rezone 

application.

The proposed amendment will allow for adequate connectivity 

and improved access.

The proposed amendment to allow rezone the subject property to the LDR 

Zone will allow for a more diverse range of demographic homeowners as 

the development concurrently proposed with the rezone will be targeted 

toward empty-nest citizens who are over 55 years of age seeking to age in 

place.  

Goal 1.6 – Maintain and improve the physical appearance and beauty of 

neighborhoods.  
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The proposed amendment will support this goal by allowing the subject 

property to change from a vacant unimproved lot to a new development of 

modern homes which will adhere to the residential design standards 

described in the code.  

Goal 2.1 – Protect existing owner-occupied housing and neighborhoods and 

encourage an increased percentage of owner-occupied or long-term residency 

housing in Provo neighborhoods.  

The proposed amendment has the potential to support this goal by 

providing additional housing that will be specifically marketed to potential 

home owners 55 and older. This demographic would most likely be owners 

of the homes in which they live. The concern will be that the proposed 

amendment allows the potential for a type of housing product that may 

lend itself more readily to rental housing. It will be important to encourage 

land controls which reflect goal of creating and maintaining long-term 

owner occupancy on the subject property.
