Items of business to address: 
Minutes 
The minutes of the March board of directors meeting were presented to the board for their review and approval. A motion was made by Kipp Bangerter to approve the minutes of the March 2016 board of directors meeting.  The motion was seconded by Steve Farrell and the motion passed all in favor. 
Warrants 
The listing of warrants was presented to the board for their review and approval.  The total amount of $156,565.00 included both payroll and AP warrants.  A motion was made by Kipp Bangerter to approve the warrants as presented.  The motion was seconded by Steve Farrell and the motion passed all in favor.
Strawberry Fire Station 
Chief Giles stated that Councilman Kohler had asked that the Strawberry Fire Station be on the agenda for this meeting.  He had stated that he would like to see the fire station out on the highway rather than in Strawberry Ranch.  
Steve Farrell stated that it would be up to the developer to decide where the placement of the station would be.  He stated that eventually they will need a station on Highway 40.  
Chief Giles informed the board that they have been working on the agreement with them.  He stated that Paul Berg has a copy of the agreement.
Mike Kohler arrived at the meeting after this discussion and added that he still felt that it should be on the county property on Highway 40.
Chief Giles stated that he agrees with placement of a fire station there but the agreement states that it will be on the property of Strawberry Ranch.
Fire Chief Report 
Chief Giles stated that they will have a court hearing on May 6th at 2:00 pm regarding the assessment.  They are going to try to make a motion regarding the fraud but will be combining the cases together.
Chief Giles stated that they held the meeting a month ago regarding the wildland map.  There will be a meeting on April 20th regarding this.  He stated that he has left a message for the building department regarding this.
Mike Peterson stated that he would like to see them get them together and work it out. 
Chief state that it will need to be put on the agenda for the council meeting on the 20th. 
Fire Marshal Report 
Clint Neerings addressed the board to give them an update on the Midway Fire Station.  He stated that they have performed and inspection and the required items have been resolved.  They will be performing several other reviews and inspections before they receive occupancy.
Steve Farrell asked where the equipment that was housed in the old station was at.
Chief Giles stated that they have it in several different places.  He stated that they have applied for a grant for a compressor for the Midway Station.  This is a $40,00.00 purchase.  They hope to purchase this within the next 30 days.
Clint Neerings addressed fire sprinklers.  He stated that location is a main reason for the requirement.  The requirements that Steve Ivie prepared several years ago, when he was fire marshal, are still being enforced.  He stated that location and fire flows are the two main reasons for the requirement for fire sprinklers.
Clint Neerings stated that in July of 2007 Appendix B was adopted.  To put out a fire you need water and fire sprinklers were required in lieu of fire flows.  There are also areas where they have required tanks to be put in.  He stated that there is a home in the valley that is 25,000 sf and they do not have the required flows so they have a tank.  There is also one in Snake Creek.
Clint Neerings informed the board that there have been problems that have been approved by the Building Department prior to approval of the Fire Department.  He stated that the two properties he addressed do not have access through a gate and others who do not have the required flows and then have been given occupancy.  He has attempted to address this with Mr. McDonald and he has indicated that the stickers showing approval are fine but it is still not working.  He stated that the requirements are very difficult to enforce once there is occupancy granted.
Steve Farrell asked of there were ways to mitigate the Appendix B requirements with building materials.
Clint Neerings stated that the Chief has the authority to increase or decrease the requirements due to issues.
Mike Peterson stated that House Bills 330 and 316 address fire issues regarding ordinances that will go into effect on July 1st.   
Fire Warden Report 
Troy Morgan stated that Senate 122 is a new fire ordinance.  There will be a meeting in Park City on May 20th at the Canyons Station to address this.
Other 
Mr. Kosakwski asked for a report from the April 2nd fire at Stillwater.
Jason Provost stated that he was there.  He stated that this came across as a fire alarm then they were notified that there was an active fire in the building.  Dispatch then paged for the Heber crews.  He stated that upon arrival some of the residents were evacuating.  They did see smoke and water had gone into the lobby area.  The smoke and water was coming from a kitchen on one of the units.  The sprinkler system had activated and put the fire out.  The system was shut off.  They noted that there were boxes sitting on a stove that had been turned on and caught the boxes on fire.  The east side of the building was evacuated with the assistance of the officers on scene.  The do not consider this fire suspicious in nature.
Mr. Koxakawski stated that there was a second incident the day previous.  He stated that a balloon had crashed on the parkway and had been drug for a way.
Janet Carson reported that the balloon did not crash but did make an emergency landing with no issues.  Mrs. Kosakawski called the fire station instead of 911.  The duty crew checked it out and found no problems.
Mike Petersen asked what he would need to do to get an item on the agenda.  He stated that he would like to address the comptroller.
Closed Session for Litigation and Personnel 
A motion was made by Steve Farrell to move into closed session to address Litigation and Personnel.  The motion was seconded by Mike Petersen and the motion passed all in favor.
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
