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Meeting Minutes
April 7, 2016
1. Welcome				Gay Cookson/Julie Fisher
Julie Fisher opened at 12:04 pm by talking about the background as to why this committee came together, and what this committee’s role will be moving forward. Fisher talked about the budget (75k) that was awarded to SB194 to delegate to the cultural community. The vision is that there will be additional funding in the future for this committee. 
The committee then went around the room for introductions. 
2. SB 194 Funding Allocation			
a. Description & Criteria		Gay Cookson
Gay Cookson briefly talked about the description of the committee and what the role of the committee is. She talked about the various names (SB194, Arts and Culture Business Alliance, etc). Cookson also stated that the funds must be dispersed and spent by June 30, 2016 per statue. Gay Cookson then went on to read the criteria that surround this committee and what the funds can be used for. This text came from statute and there were some recommendations put together by professional staff to give the committee some direction. 
Laurel Cannon Alder then took over and took the committee though our FY15 Annual Report to give them an idea of what the Division grants each year. 
b. Recommendations		Laurel Cannon Alder
Laurel Cannon Alder then went on to discuss some of the recommended organizations that could be funded. This list was created based on funding criteria and geographic diversity across the state. 
Julie Fisher asked if the committee was interested in taking the recommendations, and they all agreed. To clarify, the funds must be spent by the organizations by June 30. Craig Jessop thinks the idea of funding three organizations at 25k each is a good structure. James Huntsman asked for clarification on how the department and division are structured: Cannon Alder explained. Marcia Price asked what happens after this funding is allocated, and if we will be going back to get more. The problem, as Julie Fisher explained, is that we cannot ask for the funds to continue this. That must come from the Governor or be sponsored by a Senator. 
Gay Cookson outlined that this committee is essentially a third board in addition to our arts and museums boards. This committee can be a great advisory group moving forward to guide us on how we can be connected more with business and tourism partnerships.
Laurel Cannon Alder then went on to talk about the organizations in front of everyone to consider inviting them to apply for these funds. 
Marcia Price and Craig Jessop both agree that what has been recommended was well put together and would support inviting all 9 organizations to write a letter of interest. Then the committee would have to vote on the organizations to be funded. 
Kelly Stowell asked if we have considered spending the money equally in all 29 counties, which is something we have not considered. There was a proposal to add Kanab to the list of organizations to be invited to write a letter of intent. 
James Huntsman is interested in seeing the funds go toward an organization that will show a return on investment to drive the economy forward. Gay Cookson clarified that the focus on partnerships for these organizations will serve that need for impact and economic development. 
There was then a formal motion from Kelly Stowell to include Kanab on the list of organizations to be invited to apply.
