1.  CALL TO ORDER.  Mayor Allred calls the room to order.
2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Mayor Allred calls on Jack Coulter to lead the pledge of allegiance.
3.  ROLL CALL:

4.  DISCLOSURES AND DECLARATIONS OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST.  No one has any conflicts to declare.
5.  KEN STAPLEY-ONE TIME LOT SPLIT AT 275 S. 100 W.  Kent Stapley represents his son Ken for the lot split.  He shows the split to Town Board.  The clerk said he had to change it.  It was .475 for each lot created by the split.  However he changed it to .50 on the south lot and .45 on the north lot because of the setbacks of the house.  There are no further questions on this item.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the lot split.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the lot split at 275 S. 100 W. for Ken Stapley.  Councilor Cornelius seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  
6.  KEN STAPLEY-WATER CONNECTION AT 275 S. 100 W.  Mayor Allred asks if all the requirements have been met.  Kent Stapley said yes.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve a water connection for 275 S. 100 W.  Councilor Shugart moves to approve a water connection at 275 S. 100 W. for Ken Stapley.  Councilor Cornelius seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  Mayor Allred said the main is on the east side 15 feet.  
7.  KEN STAPLEY-BUILDING PERMIT FOR HOUSE AT 275 S. 100 W.  Kent Stapley asks for the building permit for his son.  Mayor Allred asks if the Planners approved the plan for the house.  He is told yes.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve a building permit for Ken Stapley at 275 S. 100 W.  Councilor Allred moves to approve a building permit for 275 S. 100 W.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
8.  JEFF FULLMAN-BUILDING PERMIT FOR HOUSE AT 285 W. 200 N.  No one is here to represent the Fullmans for their building permit.  It is decided to table their plans and put them on next month’s agenda.  
9.  JACK COULTER-BUILDING PERMIT-REAR ADDITION-89 N. 200 W.  Mayor Allred asks Chris Archibald to present the plans for the Coulter addition.  Archibald said the addition is a 10x20 foot addition on the west side of the house.  The setbacks are so big it is not really an issue.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the building permit pending the inspection.  Councilor Cornelius moves to approve pending inspection, the Coulters addition to 80 N. 200 W.  Councilor Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
10.  TOWN MAINTENANCE DISCUSSIONS:  Mayor Allred asks Tom Talbot to discuss the dumpster.  Tom Talbot said we need to get the limbs burned and that we are attracting more and more people at the dumpsters.  Councilor Allred said he has asked the county several times to burn it, but they are slow this year.  Talbot said he has to go out several times a week to punch it down with the back hoe.  Councilor Allred asks about the wall.  Councilor Cornelius thinks it could be lower.  Mayor Allred said it sits on a slab on top of the footing.  Councilor Allred said we could cut the wall on a forty-five and clean it up.  That way it is straight.  He would do it for nothing.  Just find him a blade and he will donate the labor.  
Mayor Allred asks Tom Talbot about the picnic tables.  Talbot said he has hauled the picnic tables around at the parks, and he would like to put in a small pavilion here at the park and put some picnic tables under them.  Mayor Allred asks if we would have to put it on a foundation.  It would be advised he is told.  Mayor Allred asks how big.  Talbot thinks big enough for a couple of picnic tables.  The Clerk said we would need the church’s permission for that.  Mayor Allred wants the picnic tables to be the ones that are power coated.  Tom Talbot is given permission to buy the picnic tables.
100 S. between Main and 1900 W.  Major repairs needed.  The clerk states that if we do roads this year we should look into doing that one as it is badly in need of repair.  Councilor Allred said this is a skip year isn’t it.  We did streets last year.  It will have to wait until 2017.  
Tom Talbot said if anyone knows where we can buy a used snow plow, our old one is about done.  Mayor Allred said let’s look at the state surplus sites.  Councilor Allred said we need to look at the cities that are getting rid of them, sometimes they give them away for free.  He will make some calls.  
11.  ORDINANCE #05-08-14-REVISIONS FROM PLANNERS, SET DATE FOR PUBLIC HEARING.  Mayor Allred asks about the ordinance.  The Clerk reports that this is the ordinance the Planning Commission wanted to clarify concerning the setbacks for accessory buildings on a corner lot.  The Planners want to add the language that the setbacks for accessory buildings on a corner lot need to be twenty feet, just like a house, on the side that faces the street.  Town Board are happy with this and Mayor Allred said we should move forward with the amendment.  The Clerk said the Planners set their public hearing for their next meeting on April 1st.  If Town Board is willing we could have their Public Hearing on April 14th.  Mayor Allred and Tyler Allred will both be absent on this day.  Mayor Allred said you will have a quorum if the other three all come.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the ordinance amendment public hearing for April 14, 2016.  Councilor Cornelius moves to set the zoning ordinance public hearing for April 14th.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.    
12.  BUDGET REVIEW.  EXPENDITURE APPROVALS, AND QUARTERLY REPORTS.  Mayor Allred asks the Clerk to do the Budget.  General Government is at 76.3%.  Public Safety is at 173.7%.  We are looking at an amendment there.  Highways and Streets is at 68.8% and Parks and Recreation is at 57.6%.  The clerk asks if everyone had a chance to look at the quarterly reports.  The board say yes.
Mayor Allred said the clerk forgot to put approval of the minutes on the agenda from the February meeting.  He asks for a motion to approve the minutes from February 11, 2016 on the agenda.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the February minutes.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the minutes from the February meeting.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor. 
Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the expenditures for March.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the expenditures for March.  Councilor Cornelius seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
There are no questions on the quarterly reports.
13.  TOWN BOARD REPORTS:  Mayor Allred asks for Town Board reports.  Councilor Allred said he was going to start looking for a snow plow.  Counselor Shugart doesn’t have anything to report.  
The clerk said we have advertised for a parking lot attendant.  Town Board said they should be at least 18.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Clerk asks the board if they read in the Planning & Zoning minutes that Chris Archibald from Planning & Zoning wants to bring soil compaction back for discussion.  We are the only ones in five counties who don’t require compaction.  It adds a small amount to the cost of building, but it is a good insurance policy.  Councilor Allred said he agrees with it, and we should re-consider making it a necessary part of building.  Mayor Allred agrees but isn’t sure where he stands.  Councilor Cornelius thinks it should be an option of the owner.  Councilor Shugart asks if there have been any issues.  No one knows of any.  Bob Archibald thinks we are crazy for not doing it.  The clerk said they are going to start looking into it in Planning.  Mayor Allred said we did it when the county was the building inspector.  Councilor Allred said Enoch requires it.  The clerk said that is why our Attorney’s came up with the release and covenant not to sue in case of subsidence.  
The clerk said Reynold Stout called and said it was still too muddy get up to the water tank to get it ready for testing.  
14.  MAYOR’S REPORT:  Mayor Allred said he didn’t have anything to report.
15.  ADJOURN:  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to adjourn.  Councilor Cornelius moves to adjourn.  Councilor Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
The meeting adjourns at 8:15 p.m.
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
