1.  CALL TO ORDER.  
Chairman Kim Ward calls the room to order and opens the meeting.
2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.  
Chairman Ward leads the Pledge of Allegiance.
	DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS
3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 11, 2016 PLANNING & ZONING MEETING.
Chairman Ward asks for a motion to approve the minutes listed above.  Bret Allred moves to approve the minutes from the February 11, 2016 Planning & Zoning meeting.  Chris Archibald seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
4.  KEN STAPLEY-ONE TIME LOT SPLIT-275 S. 100 W.
Ken Stapley shows the Planners the plat showing the proposed lot split.  The clerk reports that he made a mistake on the agenda.  The address for this lot split is actually 275 S. 100 W. The address map was wrong and has been corrected.  Ken Stapley said he put it as lot two, block five.  The Planners look at the plat for Ken Stapley.  The lot is .94 acres.  Splitting it adds up to .475 for each lot.  It will be split right down the middle east and west, and keep on the same lot line that is right next to him on the east of RKS and then straight down.  Chairman Ward asks for questions and clarifies that .475 is enough acreage for each lot.  The clerk said .45 is the legal lot size for Kanarraville.  There are no other questions.  Chairman Ward asks for a motion to approve the lot split and pass it on to Town Board.  Chris Archibald moves to approve the lot split for Ken Stapley at 275 S. 100 W.  Allen Jenson seconds the motion.  All are in favor.   The clerk said he will assign a new address number for the new lot.  There is some discussion as to where the water line is and how it will connect to the Stapley lot.  Stapley said he would discuss it with Galen Allred.  
5.  KEN STAPLEY-WATER CONNECTION-275 S. 100 W.
Allen Jenson asks if the water connection will be for one or two lots.  Stapley said one.  He may have to come back and get another one.  Chairman Ward asks for a motion to approve the water connection.  Bret Allred moves to approve the water connection for Stapley.  Chris Archibald seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
6.  KEN STAPLEY-BUILDING PERMIT-275 S. 100 W.
Ken Stapley shows the plans to the Planners.  He is doing an owner/builder on this home.  Allen Jenson said the 13 feet on the left side won’t work.  It has to be fifteen. The side on the corner has to be twenty.  The inside property line has to be fifteen.  Stapley said he can move the lot line.  Chris Archibald said as long as its over .45 you will be good.  Stapley said he has plenty of room there so he can move that.  Jenson said we need to see a set of plans showing the changes.  Chris Archibald agrees, and said you are going to have to calculate it in and see if you can get the two feet and still remain at .45 for the ½ acre lot, and if it works to make one lot a little bigger than the other one.  We need to have something showing that it is fifteen feet and the lot will work that way if you scoot that over and give yourself a bigger ½ acre there.  Stapley said he could modify that to fit this house plan right now if the Planners want.  Chris Archibald has Stapley draw the line in on the plans and initial it and that should work for the Planners.  Stapley does that, and initials the plans.  Chairman Ward asks for any other questions.  There aren’t any.  Stapley asks again about the water connection.  The clerk said Galen Allred will be at Town Board next week and he will know the answers.  Chairman asks for a motion to pass the plans for Stapley’s house to Town Board.  Allen Jenson moves to approve the plans for Ken Stapley and pass them on to Town Board.  Lonnie Pebworth seconds the motion.  All are in favor.    
7.  JEFF FULLMAN-BUILDING PERMIT-285 W. 200 N.  
Chairman Ward asks Jeff Fullman for his plans. Fullman brings his plat plan to the Planners.  The Planners look at the setbacks.  Chris Archibald asks what the front setbacks are.  Fullman said thirty feet.  Fullman said we already have the water hookup.  There are no more questions.    Chairman Ward asks for a motion to approve the plans for a house at 285 W. 200 N. and pass them on to Town Board.  Bret Allred moves to approve the plans and pass them on to Town Board.  Allen Jenson seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  
8.  JACK COULTER-REAR ADDITION-89 N. 200 W.
Chris Archibald excuses himself from the vote as he is the builder of the addition for Coulter.  He shows the plans to Town Board.  They are doing a 10x20 addition on Jack and Wendy Coulter’s modular.  The setbacks are huge, way over what is necessary.  Allen Jenson asks if the addition will be over the septic tank.  Archibald said no.  There are no more questions.  Chairman Ward asks for a motion to approve.  Lonnie Pebworth moves to approve the Coulters plans and send the plans to Town Board.  Bret Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
9.  VIOTE ON NEW TIME FOR PLANNING MEETINGS.  
The clerk said the Planners can make this change themselves according to the Kanarraville ordinance.  It is decided that 6:00 p.m. will be best for the Planners.  Chairman Ward asks for a motion to set the time for the Planning Commission meetings for 6:00 p.m.  Chris Archibald moves to set the Planning Commission meeting time to 6:00 p.m.  Lonnie Pebworth seconds the motion.  All are in favor.


10.  ORDINANCE #5-8-14 REVISIONS AND VOTE TO APPROVE.  
The clerk passes out the new ordinance with new language for side yard lots.  He added language that this ordinance repeals ordinance 5-8-14, but other than that it was pretty much the same.  The Planners read through the ordinance.  The clerk asks if he covered everything.  The Planners all think it looks good.  Chairman Ward asks for a motion to pass the ordinance on to Town Board and set the day for the public hearing for next Planning & Zoning meeting.  Lonnie Pebworth moves to pass Ordinance #5-8-14 on to Town Board for approval and set the date for the public hearing as April 1, 2016 Planning & Zoning meeting.  Chris Archibald seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
11.  NEW BUSINESS.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Chris Archibald said he wants to re-visit the soil compaction issue for Kanarraville.  Every county around us requires compaction on anything residential.  He thinks we should try for 95%.  It adds about $650 to $800 dollars to the cost of building.   After some discussion, the other Planners agree that we should look at it again.  The clerk said he will put it on the agenda for next month and tell Town Board at the meeting next week that it will be coming down from the Planners.   There isn’t any more new business.
12.  ADJOURN.
Chairman Ward asks for a motion to adjourn.  Allen Jenson moves to adjourn.  Lonnie Pebworth seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
