1. CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL, WELCOME & PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Council Member Bloomer led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council Member Justice moved to approve the consent agenda with the correction made. The motion was seconded by Council Member Bloomer. The motion carried with Council Member Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote and Council member Trenery and Fox absent from the vote.
GENERAL BUSINESS / DISCUSSION ITEMS 
4. ITEMS PULLED FROM THE CONSENT AGENDA

There were no items pulled from the consent agenda.

5. PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD
There were no public comments.
6. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION TO RENT METAL BUILDING AT THE FAIRGROUND - E-MOTION DANCE - ANJELENA BEHLING

Anjelena Behling addressed the council for permission to rent the metal building at the Fairgrounds to hold dance classes. The charge of $3.00 per hour will be the rental rate. 

Council Member Bloomer moved to approve the rental of the metal fairgrounds building to E-Motion Dance at the rate of $3.00 per hour. The motion was seconded by Council Member Justice. The motion carried with Council Member Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote and Council Member Trenery and Fox absent from the vote.
7. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION FOR A DONATION TO THE EMERY HIGH STUDENT COUNCIL FOR GRADUATION PARTY - BRYCE DUGMORE
Bryce Dugmore was not in attendance.
8. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION REGARDING THE EMT’S - JIM GORDON 

Jim Gordon addressed the city council with a proposal to have the city take the EMT’s on as city employees. He explained that the county will be faced with fines due to the requirements under the Obama Care Act. The EMT’s under the county causes them to have more than 50 employees and that requires the county to offer medical benefits to them. The county’s proposal stated that the county will be financially responsible for the cost and wages of the EMT’s and will reimburse the city. They are asking the city to just handle the payroll. After a discussion the council agreed to get advice from our city attorney and to find out what it would do to the city’s liability insurance rates and our workers comp rates. They discussed how much to budget for it and what was going to be included in the reimbursements. The City Council would also like to see a report of the last 5 years showing how many EMT calls came from Ferron and what this could end up costing the city before they make an agreement.
9. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION REGARDING COUNCIL MEMBER JOE TRENERY
Mayor Jackson noted that Council Member Trenery has been absent for some time due to medical reasons. Mayor Jackson has talked to Joe and reported he has a doctor’s appointment with his heart doctor next week for some testing. Council Member Trenery has all intention of returning to Ferron. The Utah State code states that it is up to the municipality to keep his seat open for him or to ask for a resignation. The city council has decided to give Council Member Trenery until the next scheduled city council meeting to give us an answer if he is going to return or resign. Council Member Bloomer noted how long Joe Trenery has served on the City Council and what dedication he has shown for the city and would hate to see him be forced to resign.

Council Member Bloomer moved to give Council Member Trenery until the next City Council meeting to give us an answer in regards to his seat on City Council. The motion was seconded by Council Member Mead. The motion carried with Council Member Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote and Council Member Trenery and Fox absent from the vote.
10. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION TO SET A DATE FOR A BUDGET WORK SESSION FOR THE 2016 - 2017 BUDGET AND TO SET A PUBLIC HEARING DATE TO ADOPT THE 2016-2017 TENTATIVE BUDGET


Council Member Bloomer moved to hold the budget work session on April 21, 2016 at 6:00 pm. The motion was seconded by Council Member Mead. The motion carried with Council Member Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote and Council Member Trenery and Fox absent from the vote.
11. PEACH DAYS DISCUSSION 


Mayor Jackson read a list of suggestions for a theme for Peach Days. The council decided to pick “The Good Ole Days” theme that was suggested by Norma Funk. It was also suggested to give peach trees as prizes and to plant more peach trees in town. 
Council Member Justice moved to adopt the theme “The Good Ole Days” as the Peach Days theme for 2016. The motion was seconded by Council Member Mead. The motion carried with Council Member Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote and Council Member Trenery and Fox absent from the vote.
REPORTS

12. MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORTS 
Council Member Mead reported that he has attended and enjoyed the ULCT conference in St. George Utah. He has also been contacted by a company that builds bike parks and has been looking into the costs. 
Council Member Justice reported that she has scheduled the Arbor Day celebration on April 23, at 9am. They plan on planting 12 trees in total. She is also having an Arbor Day poster contest and will announce the winners at the celebration. She noted that in one of her classes she attended during the ULCT, they talked about having a tiered billing schedule for the water bills and was going to learn more about it. Water usage was discussed and also a reminder about water conversation for the up coming year. She would like to add a discussion about water rates to the next Public hearing to see what the citizens think about going to a tiered billing schedule.  

Council Member Bloomer had nothing to report.
Julie Jones who is the Emery County Fair director and events coordinator asked if she could report on the upcoming events for the fair. She noted that the fair will be held on June 9th, 10th, and 11th. They have combined city days with the fair due to budget cuts. She would still like Ferron to enter a city display for the fair. She discussed what projects they are planning and would like our participation and support. She thanked the city council for letting her report. 

Mayor Jackson reported the Millsite Dam Rehabilitation project has been postponed. He reported the ULCT convention was better this year and he did enjoy attending it. He reported he has been contacted about getting fiber optic installed at the fairgrounds and noted the power is out dated. The city would have to dig the trench for it to be installed but would like to get it in before the Stock Show in July. Mayor Jackson reported that the Emery County Recreation Center has not received any of the mineral lease funding that they usually receive. They are trying to work with commissioner Miguliori and the county to figure out a solution. Mayor Jackson also reported that he has talked to the auditor about the Golf Course and will be sending the final report with any findings soon. 

Sid Swasey reported he has been working in the cemetery on the water lines. He also reported on the temporary workers and noted that they are doing a good job. Sid has also been tromping the dumpster down when they needed it. Mayor Jackson thanked him for his work. 

13. MAINTENANCE AND GOLF COURSE REPORTS
Kris Abbeglen reported that the weather has been good and the Golf Course it ahead of where they were last year. He has been working on advertizing and promoting events. He is tiring to coordinate with other golf courses in the area to bring more people into Ferron. Mayor Jackson thanked him for the job he has been doing.
14. CODE ENFORCERS REPORT

Kathy Jenkins reported she has noticed a vacant house that she needed to make a report on. She also alerted a homeowner of a broken door that needed fixed. Kathy added that she could help with a car show to add to our Peach Days celebration.
Desiree Leiva reported she has contacted the owner of the closed ATV store about the sign and what the ordinance says about taking it down. She also noted there is garbage building up along fence line at the Emery County Nursing home. Council Member Bloomer noted that in the last planning and zoning meeting he gave both of the code enforcers some suggestions of things to start working on. Council Member Fox wants to revisit the positions in May to evaluate how they are doing. It was suggested what procedures the code enforcers should follow.
