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 TOWN OF CIRCLEVILLE PUBLIC HEARING MINUTES
APRIL 14, 2016


The Mayor opened the public hearing at 7:00 pm for discussion of Bonds and any potential impact to the private sector from the construction of the Project being funded by the Bonds. Those present were Mayor Haaland, Council members: Priscilla Morgan, Scott Dalton, Geordin Gass, and Town Clerk, Susan Ashmore. Also attending was Ryan Savage of Savage Surveying, Deven Gass, Stacie Gass, Taelor Gass, Marty Morgan, Mickel Morgan, McKay Morgan, Kathy Riddle, Joe Dalton, Tanner Dalton, Tina Sudweeks, Shane Robinson, Lynn Morgan, Corey Sudweeks, Heidi Sudweeks, Liz Bagley, Kent Coates, and Roger Fullmer.

Ryan Savage took the floor and explained the CIB Bond contract. He then presented the plans for road improvement to the council and all present.

McKay Morgan asked about the grant vs loan from CIB. There was also a question as to why we needed to pay an engineering company for the road project.
 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Geordin explained the process of applying for and receiving funds from CIB. The funds available are limited and we are very fortunate to have been approved. He explained that having a qualified engineering firm to plan and oversee the proposed project is required by CIB. Savage Surveying has been instrumental in paving the way for Circleville to receive these much needed funds.
Another requirement for this year’s grant is that we must also accept a 10 year loan at a low interest rate that would be equal to the amount of the grant. Between the road grant last year and the grant this year, we will have close to a million dollars for improvements and will only need to pay back $250,000. We are very appreciative of the CIB grant program for small towns like Circleville. 

Joe Dalton asked about the future maintenance of chip sealed roads. A discussion ensued about the available fund sources to repair roads as needed over the 10 year period. Being able to improve the all of the roads in town this year, we will have 5-7 years to put aside additional road funds before any repairs will need to be done on the chip seal.
