
     SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, APRIL 20, 2016
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 20th of April, 2016 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

CITIZENS PRESENT

Sheriff Nathan Curtis, Becky Bastian and Dale Gifford.
1. Pledge of Allegiance. Opening Remarks given by Allen Henningson. Meeting called to order and roll call. Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting. Mayor Peterson said that David Nielson would not be present tonight. He is attending the League of Cities and Towns Road School in St. George along with Bruce and Scott.
2. Approve holding electronic meeting to include David Nielson by speaker telephone. Mayor Peterson stated that he had met with David and had decided that he would not participate in the meeting electronically. An electronic meeting will not be held.
3. Approval of minutes of previous meeting. The minutes of the March 16th Town Council meeting were presented for approval. All members had reviewed the minutes. Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes. The minutes were approved upon the motion of Bryan Brown and seconded by Charles Evans. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson was absent and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

4. Sevier County Sheriff's Office Program Presentation.

Sheriff Nate Curtis gave a presentation regarding the operation of the Sevier County Sheriff’s Office. He said that his purpose was to provide answers to questions the councils around the county may have. He suggested that residents can work directly with the Sheriff’s Office if they have problems or questions. The Sheriff’s Office answers to the people of Sevier County. They are set up according to Sevier County code. The code sets the qualifications and duties of the Sheriff’s Office. They are responsible to keep the peace in the county. Sheriff Curtis explained that his office is responsible for the programs of emergency medical services, jail, court security, emergency management, animal shelters, search and rescue, drugs, hazardous materials, sand bagging and fires within the county. The county has about two less deputies than it had in 2005. The county houses an average of 120 inmates. Last year the jail brought about 1.2 million in revenues back into the county. Sheriff Curtis explained that the county recently started leasing their vehicles which will save about 50% on their vehicle costs. Central Valley had 160 incidents last year. The Sheriff’s Office provides inmate work crews for cities and towns in the county. The inmate work crew program has been valuable to Central Valley in the past. Sheriff Curtis asked the council if they had any questions. Charles Evans stated that last Sunday a sheriff’s vehicle had come thru town really fast. It was during a time when church was going on with a lot of kids. Charles suggested that this was not safe. Sheriff Curtis stated that he would check into the incident. He told the council that they could contact him anytime. Mayor Peterson has his cell phone number.
5. Park Monument. Becky Bastian

Becky stated that at the inception of the fund raising for the park that had started about six years ago they had suggested that park donors would be recognized on bricks to be displayed at the park. The price of the bricks has since doubled making them unaffordable. Jeramy Johnson has suggested that the town use black granite in the form of a slab or benches that could be displayed in the splash pad area. Jeramy has the capability to engrave the names of the donors into the granite. Two Granite benches would cost between $5,000 and $6,500 depending on the bench type. There are about 80 to 100 donors that should be recognized. Bryan Brown suggested that a minimum amount for recognition be established. Some of the donors donated on behalf of others. Becky said that she had set aside $5,000 for the monument project. Becky explained that the black granite would not show water stains as much as other colors. The black granite is not excessively hot to sit on. Becky stated that between her, Joelle and Shelley they could come up with an accurate list of donors. Bryan stated that he would like to review the list. Mayor Peterson explained that currently there is about $7,700 left in the park budget and that he has projected that the park will need about $6,100 for playground chips, salary and supplies for the rest of the year which leaves about $1,600 available for the monument. The next budget year will start in July. The town has tentatively set aside $20,000 for next year’s park budget. Some of these funds could be used for the monument. Becky stated that she would like to have the benches in place by this time next year. The splash pad area does need some seating. Bryan asked if the benches would be susceptible to graffiti which has been a problem at the dugouts in the past. Mayor Peterson asked that the monument item be on next month’s agenda for further review.  
6. Park. Town Cleanup. Approve purchase of chips for playground.

Mayor Peterson asked that Shelley Brown give a report on the town cleanup. Shelley stated that the block captains would deliver a flyer on the cleanup next week. The cleanup will be held on May 3rd. Residents will be assigned to bring salads and veggie trays. Shelley will order sandwiches and cookies from Lin’s. The youth are assigned to clean up the roadways. The adults will have various cleaning assignments. Dinner will be served after the cleanup assignments are completed. 

Gary Barney reported that about 130 yards of chip material is needed for the playground area. Russ Buchanan can provide the chips for $2,340. We need to get the chips soon as the existing chips on the playground are shallow in several areas. Charles Evans made a motion to purchase the chips from Russ at the $2,340 cost as soon as we can. Bryan Brown seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson was absent and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Gary will work with Russ to get the chips delivered as soon as practicable. Gary reported that Debbie James has a work crew that can be available twice a month to rake and smooth the chips on the playground.

Gary reported that the town’s pitching machine that had been donated by Brad Duffin had been loaned out. It has been questioned that we did not get the same machine returned. Gary asked that the council decide if we want to loan out the machine in the future. Charles suggested that we place the town’s name on the machine. We need to test the machine to make sure that it works. Mayor Peterson suggested that the machine not be loaned out. The splash pad will be open for the Memorial Day weekend. 
7. Community Center Flag Pole.

Mayor Peterson reported that the flag pole at the community center needs to be replaced or repaired. The mechanism that raises and lowers the flag is not working. A new flag pole would cost about $3,000. The mechanism that raises and lowers the flag could also be replaced. We would need to rent a lift to get to the top of the pole to attach it. The mechanism materials would cost about $100. It was suggested that quality material such as marine grade be purchased. It was agreed that repairs would be made to the flag pole and that Bruce and Scott would complete the work.
8. Street Improvement Project.

Mayor Peterson reported that he, David and Allen had attended a pre-bid meeting at the Jones and DeMille office yesterday concerning our road project. The meeting was mandatory for those that want to bid on our project. There were five companies in attendance. Staker Parsons, Rasmussen’s and three other companies were in attendance. The bid opening will be held on April 27th. We will need to schedule an additional meeting for the evening of April 27th to accept the bid or if there are not enough funds other plans need to be put in place. The company that is awarded the project will have about two weeks to return documents and sign the contract. Our loan closing with CIB can be scheduled for after May 16th if all goes well. Road work will be starting around the first of June if we get an acceptable contractor. Mayor Peterson reported that we had asked about having the contractor make available extra asphalt for residents that are interested in extending their driveways. The cost was estimated at between $5,000 and $6,000 for an average driveway and about $2,000.00 for a minimum driveway. The contractor awarded the contract would need to give the final say on the availability and cost. Dale Gifford asked about extending the bike path through town. Mayor Peterson stated that he had contacted the county early in our road project plans. There are no plans to extend the bike path at this time. Funding is not currently available for extension of the bike path.
9. Panoramaland RC & D. Request for annual fee donation.

Mayor Peterson stated that he had talked with Kay Monroe regarding the overhead and the operation of Panoramaland RC & D. He learned that Panormaland works with the NRCS to go after grants that the NRCS cannot obtain. They work trying to get prairie dog numbers increased so they can be taken off the endangered species list. They also help with the honor flight. Their overhead is between 2 and 8 percent. Our $50 donation fee would help subdivise their expenses. Mayor Peterson said that David Nielson was okay with the $50 donation. Charles Evans said that he did not support the donation if we do not receive a benefit. Bryan Brown said that the donation would not break the bank, he also said that we need to be careful how we spend our funds. Gary Barney said it would not hurt us but would not be a benefit to us. Charles Evans made a motion to not provide the $50 donation fee. Bryan Brown seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted no, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson was absent and Gary Barney voted yes. The motion was passed with three in favor with one voting no and one absent. The town will not provide the $50 donation to Panoramaland. 
10. Water Department. Meacham Springs pump issues and approve payment for pump. Fire liability claim.
Charles Evans reported that he had been working with Bryan Johnson of Mountainland regarding purchasing the new pump for Meacham Springs. They provided a quote for $12,271.17 for the materials and installation of the pump. It could be a little less if it can be installed quicker. The pump has been ordered and the delivery date is April 30th. The pump is a direct drive that starts out slow. We can set the gallons that it will pump. The old pump was causing electrical problems. The electrical work at Meacham Springs is not quite complete. The connection for the generator still needs to be installed. We will not pay the bill until the work has been completed. We need council approval to pay Mountainland for the installation of the new pump. Charles Evans made a motion to pay Mountainland for the pump up to $12,271.17. Bryan Brown seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson was absent and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Charles was asked to notify Mayor Peterson when the pump is installed and is working. 

Mayor Peterson reported that the insurance liability claim for the fire damage to Charles Evans property near Meacham Springs has been reopened. 

11. Appeal Authority discussion. Mayor Peterson   
Mayor Peterson reported that he will be talking with our attorney Richard Chamberlain about our appeal authority. John Hicks was initially willing to be our appeal authority. Richard could be the appeal authority as well. The appeal authority is currently the town council. Those that work with the planning commission should not be involved with the appeal authority. Our town council has been involved with the planning commission in the past. Mayor Peterson requested that the appeal authority be placed on the agenda again next month.  

12. Utah League of Cities and Towns Mid-Year Conference Feedback.

Mayor Peterson reported that he and Allen had attended the League of Cities and Towns Mid-Year Conference on April 13th thru April 15th. Mayor Peterson and Allen gave a synopsis of the sessions that they attended. David Church presented two excellent sessions at the conference. Jody Hoffman of the league said that the municipalities need to get their ordinances up to date with the requirements required by the state legislature. The state could start telling us how to manage our municipalities if we do not get our ordinances up to date. Training is available on the new LUAU web site. The state has passed a new requirement for conservation pricing for water systems. It currently applies to systems with 500 or more connections. Allen attended excellent sessions on taking care of employees and keeping your cool in difficult situations.
13. Discuss 2016-2017 Fiscal Year Budget. Approve salary increase. 

Mayor Peterson reported that we do not have any changes for the tentative budget that we have been working on. The tentative budget will need to be adopted in our May meeting. Mayor Peterson stated that we need to decide on salary increases for our next budget year. A three percent raise has been proposed for next year. Gary Barney asked if Scott and Bruce were part time employees. Scott and Bruce are part time employees. Gary said that payroll is a big part of the town budget. He said the Scott and Bruce as maintenance employees are under paid. He said that Allen was over paid. He said that he has talked with several of the surrounding communities and feels that the pay is not equal for Allen’s position. It was reported that Allen and Shelley were placed on a salary starting in January of this year based on average hours from last year. Mayor Peterson stated that he did not want a raise for himself but was okay for a raise for everyone else. He said that David Nielson is okay with the 3% raise. Mayor Peterson suggested that we provide a $1.00 merit increase for both Bruce and Scott. Bryan Brown stated that we should not provide a 3% raise this year but is okay with giving Bruce and Scott the $1 per hour raise. Charles Evans said that we should give Susan Outzen a $1 per hour raise as well as Bruce and Scott. Charles does not want the council to receive a raise but is okay with giving the rest of the employees a 3% raise. Gary said that he agrees with the raise for Scott, Bruce and Susan. Charles disclosed that he was a town employee that would be subject to the 3% raise. Gary 
Barney made a motion for a 3% raise for town employees except for the town council. In addition a $1 per hour merit raise for Scott, Bruce and Susan Outzen. Charles Evans seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson was absent and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The raises will be effective July 1, 2016. The town council will not receive a raise this year.
14. Approval of monthly expenditures. Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the March expenditures. Charles Evans made a motion to approve the March expenditures as described. Bryan Brown seconded it. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson was absent and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Our power bill for Meacham Springs should decrease in the future.
15. Council Members Reports.
Bryan Brown clarified that the town cleanup would be held on May 3rd. The planning commission will have training on May 4th presented by Mike Hansen of Rural Community Consultants on the General Plan.
Gary Barney stated that Debbie James will have her youth group rake the playground chips twice a month. Ball games are scheduled for Tuesdays and Thursday during April and on Fridays thru May. Gary reported that Bruce had ordered a fertilizer spreader. No red dirt will be purchased this year 

Charles Evans reported that the water samples were good for the month. The problem with air in the water systems has been resolved. The lead and copper reporting to the state has been completed.

Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for the good job that they have been doing.  

16. Adjournment. Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn. Bryan Brown made a motion to adjourn, Charles Evans seconded it. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson was absent, Charles Evans voted yes, Gary Barney voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The meeting was adjourned at 10:20 p.m.
