Others in attendance:  Colleen Allen, Rhett Jeffery, Adus Dorsey, Nycole Durfey, Jeri Johnson, Forrest Sims, Sharon Torgerson, Ben Jackson, Leita Kingsland, Johanna Wilson, 
LeEllen McCartney – County Attorney – met with the Commissioners.  
Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen reported that the County was awarded a little over $6,000 in grant funding for corner monumentation preservation.  
Rhett Jeffery – Road Department – met with the Commissioners.  Rhett reported that there is a UDOT meeting next week.  Rhett is scheduled to meet with Sue Fivecoat about road maintenance this week.  The Commissioners would like to have Rhett visit with Bruce about using the Road Department dozer at the landfill to push up dirt for Bruce to use for daily cover.
Adus Dorsey – Economic Development – met with the Commissioners.  Adus reported on the BEAR program.  
Nycole Durfey – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole reported that visitation to the park is up 84% for the year compared to last year.  Nycole will attend an International training meeting this week to discuss International markets and the budget for it.  Tour of Utah is fast approaching and another planning meeting is scheduled.
Jeri reported that she has changed tonight’s meeting to next Monday night.  Jeri has to go to Salt Lake today and tomorrow.  Jeri needs to get bids for the installation of the cameras for the Courthouse.  
Commissioner Wood opened the meeting.
Bid opening on the Rip Rap project.  There were 4 bids received.  First bid was from TLC Rock Products for $320,072.19.  Second bid was $70,600.00 from Jackson Excavation.  Third bid was Harward &Rees at $115,000.00.  Fourth bid is from Brown Brothers Construction for $72,500.00.  Commissioner Harward moved to award the bid to Jackson’s Excavation.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  

Bid opening on 2008 Dodge Mega Cab.  Layne Jones bid $12,950, Eric Torgerson bid $12,357, Lloyd Brinkerhoff bid 14,235  Dave Roberts bid $100 over highest bid up to $16,578.  Commissioner Harward moved to award the bid to Dave Roberts.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Bid opening on 2010 Dodge pickup.  Eric Torgerson bid $15,656, and Lloyd Brinkerhoff bid $18,375.  Commission Harward moved to award the 2010 Dodge pickup to Lloyd Brinkerhoff and to make payments due by next Commission Meeting and if not it would go to the next bidder.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Leita Kingsland – Color Country Animal Welfare – met with the Commissioners to discuss a letter of support for the Color Country Animal Welfare to expand their capabilities.  The Animal Welfare has been successful in the past with their spay/neuter program for cats.  The County Attorney has concerns about signing a letter of support at this point since the Planning and Zoning board has not approved the zoning change on the property.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to take it under advisement and discuss it some more.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  
There was discussion on the Monument Preservation grant that Colleen received.  Colleen discussed the grant with the Commissioners.  It is for preserving Corner Monumentation in the County.  It required passing an Ordinance and creating a Monument Preservation Fund on the County’s books.  Commissioner Harward moved to sign the Contract document for the grant.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  

Colleen Allen met with the Commissioners to get approval on a road Right-of-Way. Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the Right-of-Way.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on Special Service District #3 board members.  2 people have declared their interest in serving on the board.  
There was discussion on leasing hangar space at the airport.  It will be put on next time’s agenda.  
There was discussion on the Forest Service agreement with the Sheriff’s Office. Commissioner Blackburn moved to sign the Forest Service agreement with the Sheriff’s Office.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  
Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
The vouchers were reviewed.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on the Swimming Pool.

A conference call was initiated by Darin Robinson with Jones and DeMille to discuss the Hanksville Diversion.  Bronson Smart announced that funding was secured to rebuild the Hanksville Diversion and the money should be available soon.  
Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned.
