									April 14, 2016

	The regular meeting of the Cleveland Town council was held at the public safety building located at 130 W Main in Cleveland, Utah on April 14, 2016 at 7:00 pm. Those in attendance were Michael Taylor, Tonya Clifford, Verla Jensen and Shannon World.  Kobi Erni was absent but excused.  Joe Wandell was late.  Michael was in charge of the meeting.  The meeting was opened with the pledge of allegiance.
	Michael opened the meeting with public comments.  Chantel Erni addressed the council about Cleveland Days purchasing and upcoming events.  She will be organizing a bake sale on May 20, 2016 from 10:00-4:00 at the park.  They will also sell nachos and hot dogs.  She also spoke with the council about volunteering for duties during Cleveland Days.  
	Verla made a motion to approve the minutes from March 10, 2016 town council meeting.  Tonya seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
	Verla made a motion to suspend the order of the agenda.  Tonya seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Items #1 and #2 were skipped.

	Item #3 Karen Griffin requests to use old town hall for recurring Zumba class
	Karen and Brink Griffin were in attendance.  Karen requested that she be allowed to use the old town hall for Zumba class.  This would not be a business venture for her.  She just wants a place for people to work out.  She has been driving to Price for Zumba.  She believes it will be a service to the community. She would only charge a minimal fee of $2.50 per class.  She also points out that there will be minimal cost to the town as she will clean after each class and bring all of her own equipment only using electricity in the morning. No heat will be needed. The council agreed to consider this a community activity and agreed to allow Karen to use the old town hall for Zumba for three months.  At that time they will revisit the issue and decide if it’s worthwhile for everyone.  This will be on the July agenda.  The council also agreed to advertise on the electronic sign outside. 

	Item #4 Garbage proposals-opening and accepting of bids
	There was only one bid submitted.  It was from Wade Williams at City Sanitation.  Michael opened the sealed proposal.  Each can will now cost the town $6.50.  The previous contract with City Sanitation had a cost of $5.68 per can.  There will be a .15 cent per can yearly increase included in the contract.  There will also be a $200 charge for the spring clean-up dumpster at the lower ball field when previously it was included free in the contract.   Verla made a motion to accept City Sanitation’s proposal for curbside garbage collection.  Joe seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.  Tonya, yes.  Verla, yes.  Joe, yes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

	Item #5 Emery County Fair guide ad space for Cleveland Days
	The Emery County Fair is early this year June 9-11.  The deadline to advertise in the fair guide is May 13, 2016.  The cost would be $60.  The council wondered if it would be effective to advertise activities for Cleveland Days so far in advance since Cleveland Days is not until July 18-23.  The council agreed not to advertise in the fair guide this year.  

	Item #6 Appoint new Emery County rec representative for Cleveland 
	The council made a list of names of possible people that might be interested.  Shannon will call these people.  Verla made a motion to table this item until next month’s meeting.  Tonya seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

	Item #7 Self-evaluation overview
	The self-evaluation is nearly complete and getting ready to send.  There are a few things that the town was not doing that the town will now do in the future.   

	Item #8 Cleveland Town needs a written financial policy and procedures per self-evaluation which should include purchasing, receiving, recording and timely deposit of funds.
	Cleveland Town needs to have a policy and procedures manual in place.  The information will be gathered and sent to the attorney.  The council will then adopt the new policy and add it to the handbook.  Shannon will call Huntington to get a copy of their policy.  

	Item #9 Town flower budget discussion (tabled from last month)
	Benny is growing flowers in the greenhouse.  Last year, $348 was spent on flowers and fertilizer.  The council estimates that it costs $1200 in payroll to water the flowers a season.  The council agrees that flowers improve the look of the town.  They would like to include a flower budget in the 2016-2017 budget.  Verla would like to see a beautification committee in Cleveland.  Joe suggests cutting down on the watering time by adding drought tolerant plants into the pots.  The council would like to see this item on May’s agenda.  

	Item #10 Budgeting ideas for 2016-2017
	The council was given a profit and loss statement for fiscal year to date activities to compare with the current budget.  They compared and looked over the financial statements.  Verla suggested using the old town hall for a hotel of sorts like a bed and breakfast only without the breakfast.  Since it is historical it could be marketed like that for reunions and such.

	Item #11 Review bills for payment
	Joe made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Tonya seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.  Joe, yes.  Verla, yes.  Tonya, yes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

	Item #12 Council reports
	Joe talked with Benny and he reported that there are water lines broke at the cemetery.  He has purchased parts to fix and is currently working on that.  Benny reported that the truck wires and plugs are being fixed.  
	Verla reported that the planning and zoning commission met in March and had concerns about zoning ordinances not being enforced.  There is a particular place on Main Street and one on Center Street that needs attention.  Enforcement has always been a problem.  Tonya suggests imposing a fine.  Verla will talk to the planning and zoning committee and Gary Arrington (Huntington enforcement).  Mike will talk to Benny about possible enforcement of ordinances.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Verla also suggests a beautification committee.  They could organize a yard of the month contest with a small prize.  Mike thinks it’s a good idea.  Verla will organize this.  She also suggests that there be a ward contest during the town clean-up to see which ward can collect the most garbage.  Council is agreeable with Verla putting this together.  
	Verla would also like to see the burn pile close.  The council was agreeable with that.  
	Tonya would like to see some kind of preparedness fair come to Cleveland to help the residents organize 72 hour kits and disaster plan awareness.  The residents need to know that the public safety building is available during extended power outages.  The extension service is a great resource to use as well as Christine Jensen.  
	Mike informed the council that the snow report is looking better.  There are fire district trainings in Ferron on July 15-16 as well as in Moab on May 6-7 for fire chiefs.  Mike told the council that he appreciate all the time they put in.
