	Mr. Billy Hesterman, Vice President, Utah Taxpayers Association, spoke under “Citizen Public Input” regarding the proposed budget adjustment of $66,000 for new dirt at the Equestrian Park.  He stated in November 2015, the Council decided not to fund this request because it wanted to look into the future of the Equestrian Park.  It would be premature to fund this request until the studies, which are currently underway, are done.

Interim Budget Adjustments  (2:54:58 PM)

	Mr. Brad Kendrick, Budget and Policy Analyst, Council Office, reviewed the following interim budget adjustment requests, which have been placed on the Council agenda for formal consideration:

	Council Member Wilson, seconded by Council Member Snelgrove, moved to bifurcate the vote on these two items.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Community Services Department – Equestrian Park

	Requests an interim budget adjustment of $66,000 to upgrade the Equestrian Park Arena footing.   

	Council Member Wilson stated this request was a recommendation from the Mayor’s Office during the budget, but the Council decided to first address what to do about the deficit of that facility.  However, after speaking with people and touring the facility, she learned that the dirt was a safety hazard for the animals; it puts a strain on horses’ muscles.  From use, it has become fragile, yet has not been replaced in over a decade.  Participants who come for shows are less likely to come back because the Equestrian Park is not at the level they expect it to be.   The $66,000 will secure the safety of the animals and reduce the reputational risk.  This is a maintenance and common sense issue, not a commitment to putting additional funding into the Equestrian Park.  

	Council Member Wilson, seconded by Council Member Bradshaw, moved to approve the budget request of $66,000.

	Council Member Newton stated the Council does need to consider some of the deferred maintenance, but she was concerned about the process.  The Mayor’s Office put out a survey that gives four options for people to choose from, and that will close on Friday.  Then, the Community Services Department will make its budget presentation in June.  So, the Council will make a decision in July what to do with the Equestrian Park.  She did not want to approve this and send a message to the public that the Council has already made a decision before seeing the process through.  She would propose getting together with Erin Litvack, Director, Community Services Department, SMG, and the Equestrian Park Advisory Board to talk about a deferred maintenance plan for the facility if that is the direction the Council decides to go.  

	Council Member Newton, seconded by Council Member Snelgrove, made a substitute motion to continue this to July until the Council has made a decision on the future of the Equestrian Park, at which time, to re-evaluate all the deferred maintenance issues the Equestrian Park is facing, and to include the Equestrian Park Advisory Board in discussions.

	Council Member DeBry stated he voted against this last year, but has since changed his mind.  The footing is a safety issue for the animals and the riders.  Additionally, the funds would come from the Tourism, Recreation, Cultural, and Convention Facilities (TRCC) Fund, so it wouldn’t require tax dollars.  The Equestrian Park is not going anywhere, but it will be altered once the Council decides which path to go down.  So replacing the dirt now is the right thing to do.  

	Council Member Snelgrove stated the TRCC Fund is taxpayer money, so the Council needs to be vigilant on how it spends those funds.  Approving this was disingenuous to the people who were told what the process was.   Last night, he went to the Equestrian Park and held a “Council on the Corner,” whereby he spoke to 4-H girls’ parents to seek their input on long and short-term priorities.  He asked what they would do if they had $100,000 to spend, and the highest priority was restroom facilities.  The issue of dirt never came up.  When asked about the dirt, he was told it was not being properly groomed for events, and that it had not been an issue before SMG took over the management of the facility.  If the Council does decide it needs new dirt, he suggested getting it for free from the construction site where the new District Attorney’s building is being built in West Jordan.  That is ideal dirt for an equestrian facility as it is sandy soil, the typical type of soil used for an equestrian facility.  That would just entail having the County’s Public Works Department transport the dirt.    

	Council Member Bradshaw stated the County needs to do chemical remediation at the site for the District Attorney’s building.  Experts in charge of maintenance for recruiting shows have recommended this.  It is a safety issue.  There are four options on the table for the future of the Equestrian Park and one of those is to close that facility, but there is growing consensus on the Council that will not happen.  Regardless, this will continue to be a riding surface.  Restrooms and the fee schedules can be decided on later.  Using TRCC funds for this is an appropriate use of that fund.

	Council Member Wilson read the following statement from a memorandum sent by Ms. Litvack regarding the footing:  “Regardless of type, most arena surfaces will need amendment at least every couple of years since arena footing material does not last forever.  Every 5 10 years, plan on a complete footing replacement or at least a major overall.  Even with proper management, the best, most carefully selected footing materials rarely maintain their good attributes indefinitely.  The key is to learn to manage what you have at all stages of its ‘life’.”   From a management perspective and user recommendation, replacing this dirt has risen to the top of priorities.  

	Council Member Snelgrove stated he read a thesis written by Bob Kiser, Kiser Arena Specialists, an expert in the field of footings, that said dirt for footing in regions where the soil composition is suitable, is simply a matter of digging up the dirt, and that the discipline in many western states favor dirt arenas, or dirt in combination with sand, which is exactly the texture of the soil underneath the West Jordan District Attorney building.

	Council Member Newton, seconded by Council Member Snelgrove, made a substitute motion to continue this to July until the Council has made a decision on the future of the Equestrian Park, at which time, to re-evaluate all the deferred maintenance issues the Equestrian Park is facing, and to include the Equestrian Park Advisory Board in discussions.  Council Member Snelgrove amended the substitute motion to include that the County get new dirt for the Equestrian Park for free from the construction site in West Jordan.  Council Member Newton accepted an amendment to have staff look into the possibility of using dirt from that construction site, and look at other options.

	Council Member Newton stated the dirt cannot be replaced until June anyway because there are back-to-back shows at the Equestrian Park until then, so waiting that extra few weeks should not affect anything.

	Council Member DeBry stated the dirt will not be free.  It will cost man hours and the use of vehicle trucks and excavating equipment to move it; however, it might be cheaper.  Mr. Kiser tested the soil mix at the Equestrian Park and said it was a great mix for the location.  The problem is that the dirt has never been replaced, nor has it had additions to it.  Dirt gets dragged out of the arena from various factors, so is reduced over time, and it becomes contaminated from animals, which makes it more difficult to work.  

	Mayor Ben McAdams stated when this was first recommended during the budget, his office did look into using dirt excavated from the Hale Center Theatre in Sandy, but the cost to excavate that dirt, get all the rocks and contaminants out to ensure its safety, and work the dirt and put the necessary additives in was substantially higher than purchasing the dirt.  However, his office can look into that again.

	Council Member Burdick stated in November, the issue of liability came up with regard to not replacing the dirt, at which time, staff said the bigger issue with not replacing the dirt was the inability to book business.  That is when the County began looking at options, including using the dirt from the Hale Center Theatre.  It makes sense to hold off on this expenditure until getting more information.  Waiting a few additional weeks will not make a world of difference.  

	Council Member Newton, seconded by Council Member Snelgrove, made a substitute motion to continue this to July until the Council has made a decision on the future of the Equestrian Park, at which time, to re-evaluate all the deferred maintenance issues the Equestrian Park is facing, and to include the Equestrian Park Advisory Board in discussions.   Council Member Snelgrove amended the substitute motion to include that the County get new dirt for the Equestrian Park for free from the construction site in West Jordan.  Council Member Newton accepted an amendment to have staff look into the possibility of using dirt from that construction site, and look at other options.   The motion failed 3 to 5 with Council Members Newton, Snelgrove, and Burdick voting in favor and Council Members Wilson, Bradley, Bradshaw, Jensen, and DeBry voting in opposition.

	Council Member Wilson, seconded by Council Member Bradshaw, moved to approve the budget request of $66,000.  The motion passed 5 to 3 with Council Members Wilson, Bradley, Bradshaw, Jensen, and DeBry voting in favor and Council Members Snelgrove, Newton, and Burdick voting in opposition.

Behavioral Health State Area Plan   (3:26:08 PM)

	Ms. Janida Emerson, Associate Director, Behavioral Health Services Division, delivered a PowerPoint presentation relating to the 2017 Behavioral Health State Area Plan.  She stated the Area Plan is prepared annually and needs to be approved by the Council before it is sent to the State.  The Area Plan details how the County intends to use State funds to deliver behavioral health services for mental and substance use disorders.     

	Ms. Jeannie Edens, Health Policy Coordinator, Behavioral Health Services Division, continued the PowerPoint presentation by outlining the Sequential Intercept Model. The model identifies every intercept, at which a person with a behavioral health condition comes into contact with the criminal justice system.  Once intercepts are identified, then programs can be implemented to help individuals.  Many of these programs are already in place within Salt Lake County. 

	Mr. Tim Whalen, Director, Behavioral Health Services Division, continued the PowerPoint presentation reviewing H.B. 437-Partial Medicaid Expansion. He outlined the priorities showing what group of individuals would be served first under this expansion.  It is estimated that 16,300 additional individuals will be served through this expansion. 

	Mr. Sim Gill, District Attorney, stated the 16,300 individuals who will be served are statewide.  He asked how many people within Salt Lake County would be served.

	Mr. Whalen stated approximately 40 percent of the 16,300 individuals will be served within Salt Lake County.

	Ms. Emerson continued the PowerPoint presentation reviewing the adjusted fee schedules for treatment.  She stated this new schedule consolidated six fee schedules and will simplify the process for providers.  She also reviewed the 7 mental health budget narratives and the 16 substance abuse treatment narratives, which are very similar to last year’s.  

	Mr. Jeff Smart, Manager, Prevention Services, Salt Lake County Health Department, continued the PowerPoint presentation.  He reviewed the substance abuse prevention strategies.  There are no changes in service providers, and no changes in budgets or priorities in the contracts with the community based providers. 

	Council Member Wilson stated there is an opioid crisis occurring in the nation, state, and county.  The State provides funding for some opioid addiction programs and there is national money available to help with this problem. She asked if the County could amend its Area Plan throughout the course of the year if it decides additional help is needed.  

	Mr. Whalen stated much of the money received from the State can be used for a wide range of programs; it is flexible.  The County already has programs in place to help with the opioid addiction.  These programs include the Intensive Supervision Program (ISP) and additional detox beds.   

	Council Member Wilson stated she would like to hold a summit relating to this addiction and invite key players in for a discussion.  This summit would help the Council make better decisions relating to this crisis. 

	Council Member DeBry stated there is no question that opioid addiction is a real problem.  It is the root cause of most crimes and why jails are overflowing.  It is preventable and the Council needs to do something to help. 

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member Wilson, moved to adopt the FY2017 Area Plan for Behavioral Health Services and forward it to the 4:00 p.m. Council meeting for formal consideration. The motion passed unanimously.
