3. APPROVE MINUTES FOR APRIL 14, 2016 REGULAR MEETING & WORK SESSION
· Work session was approved with no said changes.
· Minutes were approved with said changes made to line item 8 & line item 10 to continue to say Councilman Gurney will keep the Council updated.
· Councilman Panek sustained.
Councilman Gurney made the motion to approve the April 14, 2016 minutes with said changes to the regular meeting minutes. Work session approved with no said changes. Councilwoman McKinney seconded. Motion carried with all Members present voting “aye.”

4. APPROVE MINUTES FOR APRIL 28, 2016 WORK SESSION  
· Minutes were approved with said changes to page 1, 2 and 3.

Councilman Gurney made the motion to approve the April 14, 2016 minutes with said changes to the regular meeting minutes. Council Woman McKinney seconded. Motion carried with all Members present voting “aye.”

5. MEMORANDUM ON BUILDING PERMITS
· Mayor Hancock gave an update to Mark and Chad Ault on the water situation Fairfield is facing with the shortage of water in the current spring. With the water levels being so low the past few years the council feels it is necessary to have a secondary water source. Fairfield has already been approved for a sizable grant to help build the new secondary source. Fairfield has hired Epic Engineering to begin working on the process but has ran into trouble with the General Obligation Bond process. The delay in getting the general obligation bond done has pushed the finish date back. After researching with our consultants (Epic Engineering) we found that Fairfield fit into the exception of an emergency bond election. Fairfield has decided to pursue with the Emergency Bond Election to be held in mid-June. A special bond election will require Fairfield citizens to come out and vote to see if they are in favor of the secondary water source. Mayor Hancock said in the meantime the Council has decided to put a moratorium on all building permits, except the ones that have an existing well. This will include Chad Ault. The Council has discussed what they could do to make it fair for Chad Ault to have to wait for 6 months to build. Mayor Hancock explained if Chad Ault could wait for the 6 months the Council has discussed waiving all impact fees that would have been charged with new construction. The goal is to have the well put in by the end of the year if everything with the bond election goes as planned. The Council has decided with the shortage of water in the current well it would be best to put a moratorium on all building permits due to they don’t want to promise water they don’t feel may be available with the drought situation.
· Councilman Thomas informed the Ault’s that the spring is different than well rights. This is one of the reasons Fairfield has chosen to put the moratorium on building permits.  Chad Ault is one of the only ones that will have impact fees waived due to having his building permit turned in. The Town would like you to wait on building and hook up to the secondary water source, Mayor Hancock said.
· Council explained the process of the secondary water source and the reason they feel it is important to have it.
· Chad Ault asked what the town’s contingent plan is if they don’t get the approval for the secondary source. Council informed him we would all go back to drilling wells. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Councilman Thomas brought up a previous question Chad Ault had asked; could I continue building in those 6 months? Mayor Hancock informed him that shouldn’t be a problem; the town will know if they will be continuing by June 28, 2016. Mayor Hancock said, he would recommend waiting until June 28, 2016.  

Councilman Gurney made the motion to put a 6 months moratorium on building permits with exceptions to those who have existing wells. For those who have letters of intent turned in as of May 3, 2016, all impact fees will be waved. Excluding AG building permits. Councilman Thomas seconded. Motion carried with all Member’s present voting “aye”.

6. PRIORITY LIST
· Mayor Hancock asked the question why the Water Ordinances isn’t already written to specs.  Council explained the Water Ordinance is a living documents, it will need to be updated frequently as things change.  
· Councilman Gurney discussed how are we going to decide how far we will run new water lines and paving roads. This is something we will need to put into the Ordinances of a perimeter on the new water lines and paving roads. Council discussed having a priority list of things we need to have in place for the secondary water source. Council discussed to make a list of priorities to start working on in the next work sessions.
· Councilman Thomas agreed to work on Ordinances and bring to council meeting for approval. Councilman Panek suggested we get a town surveyor picked. Councilman Thomas felt McNeil Engineering did a good job. 

1. Water and Transportation Impact Fees 
2. Water Lines
3. Building Permit Update
4. Town Surveyor 
5. Perimeters of water lines and paving roads

· Councilman Gurney informed the Council to hold the public hearing for the election we would need to send out notice of bond election 30 day prior to public hearing. Next we should pick the town surveyor, then hold a meeting with that surveyor to go over expectations and a list of things that will need to be done.
· Mayor Hancock informed the Council the Bond Election will be held June 28, 2016 at the old historic school house. The County has informed Mayor Hancock that they their people would run the General Bond Election for Fairfield. 
· Councilman Gurney presented the post cards he had designed to send out to notify the public of the budget hearing and to update the residents of the secondary water source. Council all reviewed and approved. 

7. OLD BUSINESS
· Councilman Gurney said he would like to purchase a microphone system for the town meetings. A system where only one councilman can speak one at a time. This will make minutes easier to write and more clear. Councilwoman McKinney agreed she would look into purchasing a system. Councilman Gurney informed he had purchased a new laptop for Chyanne Soffel to use to write minutes and other administration procedures. 
· Councilman Gurney would like to update the Council on the progress of Friends of Camp Floyd. Councilman Gurney represents Friends of Camp Floyd, he has scheduled a meeting with Utah County to ask for $265,000 to help build a town office building/Camp Floyd Museum. He will keep Council updated.

ADJOURN
Councilman RL Panek made the motion to adjourn. Councilwoman McKinney seconded. Motion carried with all Members present voting “aye”.
